BUDGET HEARINGS
9:50 a.m. Mark Stewart, Lorain County Auditor said in 2009 the office took 20% cuts, had 9 layoffs which saved $370,000. There were 3 retirements; Tena Anderson, Marilyn Hoag and Ann Griffith, reduced payroll costs by going green with direct deposits, moved new construction office from Lorain National Bank to county building and did restructuring.
In 2010 we had the newspapers bid on delinquent advertisings, general put in both but with allowing this bid we did one paper, savings money in one general circulation. Brought the tax map department under Auditors because maps are prepared to tell Auditor what to appraise so this was seamless and worked with the Engineer on this and has worked thus far and could be a potential savings of $250,000.  The office will upgrade buying new services, old ones are 10 years old and will allow upgrade for Oracle System and implemented laying off database administrator for more automation but could use outside contractors.  The office has not replaced employees which affected bookkeeping, tax settlement and chief appraiser.  There has been a savings over $50,000 in payroll services with green implementation over the last 2 years and took a 3% cut in 2010 on budget and living within budget and will return $60,000 this year and in 2009 returned $118,000.  Bookkeeping department lay off some people, not replaced and use to be a 3 day turn around on checks; it is now a 2 week process. In weight and measures, laid 2 people off, just inspecting things for consumer protection and have requested in next year’s budget to bring back these 2 people because they are needed

In 2011, the employment in the general fund has gone from $615,000 to $522,000 this year and these 93 people are a cost savings to county and recommend next year a hiring freeze and maybe implement to other departments and elected officials and if they choose to hire than defray hospitalization cost to them, discipline is needed. There is about 60% of cost in general fund is salary related, 40% is supplies, contract services, etc.  Auditor Stewart stated when former Commissioner Moore came in there was some budgetary problems and there was a cut of 10-20% of these line items and he would recommend rather than personnel costs, since all have taken a big cut already and if people are laid off, the savings is not that great because there is unemployment cost and he would recommend take a look at cutting these other services in the general fund, which is around $20 million of expenditures and 10% cut would be $2 million.  Commissioner Blair said she is not sure how this would work. County Auditor Stewart said cut the appropriation down in supplies, services, travel, gas, etc. Commissioner Kalo said this has been done in the past.  County Auditor Stewart said his office is low staff; there is sometimes only 1 person in the office and having trouble mandate services. Commissioner Kalo said the Board is in ongoing negotiations with SERB with Steelworkers, have tentative agreement with UAW Job & Family to work 8 hours worked, 9 hours here to get all the work done to make up shortfall and 13% increase in work and bodies here.
County Auditor Stewart said help is needed on the revenue side and stated that Treasurer Talarek’s investment portfolio is down; Commissioner Kalo said the Investment Advisory Committee is at 1 pm today. County Auditor Stewart said the Treasurer is doing a great job but the government is cutting down the interest rates and short term monies to invest we do not receive interest income and real estate is down with all the fees but county valuation will go up in 2011. Commissioner Kalo asked what the default is not being paid versus estimate revenues, County Auditor Stewart said it is around 3-4% overall. The sales tax is doing better but if local government funds are cut it will be dangerous. Commissioner Kalo said the talk is around 25% cut on local government funds.

Commissioner Kalo said in February/March 2010 there was $1/2 million cut from certificate and this put the Commissioners on alert relating to revenue and now there was around $340,000 from U-trust that came in and returns.  County Auditor Stewart said there has been a revenue meeting to tweak for somewhat more realistic numbers.

Commissioner Kokoski said the budget for 2011 is a wish list, because thee is $400,000 more requested. County auditor Stewart said yes, the addition is if those 2 employees will be brought back in weight and measures, car and someone for bookkeeping but said if they receive the same as this year it would be most appreciated.
Commissioner Kokoski said since these hearings started she has asked all departments if there was a 10% cut in the salary and only reason salary is mentioned is because it does not have fixed expenses but as elected officials they have the opportunity to transfer money from one account to the other.  She said the numbers are always changing, now have $340,000 from U-trust, County auditor Stewart said this is from other people money and it has been 5 years since not collected so it goes back to general fund. Commissioner Kokoski said since last week to this week it does not seem as necessary to cut 10% unless.

County auditor Stewart said 60% is salary and salary related items and they have done a good job and if this stays at this not replace or freeze will help and thinks that 10% less in vendor supplies can be lived with. Commissioner Kalo said he is right, we are down 20% staff and not sure how we would expel another 10% of employees and still operate.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if the auditor’s office would look at working 8 hours pay, County auditor Stewart said they would look at it. Commissioner Kokoski said this is a 13% increase in productivity.

10:10 a.m. Judy Nedwick, Lorain County Recorder said she just got back from her conference, sits on OCCO, Columbus and local government fund she believes will be cut and relay on casino monies but this will not be until 2013 and this association has been working hard to less the burden with some legislation.
In 2003 when she became the Recorder there was 23 employees, there is not 13, including her; 1 chief deputy, 1 administrative assistant, 1 microfilm assistance, 1 computer system manager and 8 bargaining unit employees. In 2009 the efforts to react to the decreasing in funding she laid off 3 staff members (2 full time and 1 part time) and there is 1 employee on unpaid FLMA, workers comp until August 2011.  Since February 2005, no hiring, administrative staff has been on pay freeze with bargaining unit reaching contracted raises.  There have been 5 retirees, not replaced, 1 chief deputy resigned filled position with another staff position but not filling this vacated position and office manager retired last year and duties were split between other administrative staff.  The office brings their own cleaning supplies, cancelled floor mat service which protected carpet and office supplies only ordered on an as needed basis.  The film cost is shared with Kodak Achieve Writer with the Records Center and appreciate this. There are contracts in place for equipment and software, last year there was a 7% increase and she re-negotiated down to 2%.  The office is technology based, 6 computers in public workstation that have died and trying to fix in house, no new equipment has been ordered, no staff training unless required. When a customer walks in they receive the document before they leave, which saves on postage for county and customer and there is a label on the 1st and last page of a document software vendor is going to do an imprint which will save a lot of money, not even ordering paper clips this year, pick them off the floor. The office serves the Veterans with the DDD214 and there is no cost to them.  In 2010 there was an estimate of $900,000 and they are at $842,529 and expenses were $630,000, approximate $300,000 over and real estate is an indicator and had a line at the counter within the last 2 months and should be able to return about $40,000 to general fund. She commended the Commissioners everyone works very diligent and hard in serving the public and living with the means.

Commissioner Kokoski commended Recorder Nedwick she does a fantastic job and wished community would hear what has been done on the cuts in the department. Recorder Nedwick said she has a good staff everyone pitches in.

Commissioner Kalo asked about the 8 hour work days, being here 9, Recorder Nedwick said she is looking into it.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if her office has a laminator, Recorder Nedwick said yes, they shrink the DDD214 for Veterans.
10: 17 a.m. Dr. Paul Matus, Lorain County Coroner said this office has been ran on the cheap for many years; they receive free storage for bodies; hospital provides an enormous free service as well like x-rays they could charge $1,200/. The budget is small around $400,000, cut $50,000 last year, they had 8 employees, now have 6, and all are part-time except himself and his secretary. The workers are burnt out, make minimum wage, no clothing allowance, drive own vehicles (put over 275,000 on his personal vehicle); get $5,000 reimbursement for everyone for driving around the whole county. He stated the dog warden get $15,000 worth of free gasoline, driving county trucks and a budget that is almost equal to his office.  He does not think people in this county think this service is important so not sure what to do; he has cut everywhere, not ordering labs on half the cases as he should because if there is a teen party and 2 kids overdose and die, this would be $5-600/test and budget is employ now.  There is no money left in any accounts and it is this way year after year.  Transport is necessary and this is done cheap, he stated Ashtabula County spends around $25-26,000 and Lorain County spends $15,000 and Ashtabula County budget is $400,000/year for 100,000 people and Lorain County has 300,000 people, they have 2 homicides/year and we have 14.  He says there is a serious problem here, he would like to cut his hours, tired of being up at 2-3 in the morning, 4, 5 and 6 sometimes 5 times a night. The doctors that work are doing it for the love of the county, go ahead a cut budget but they won’t pick up we will tell the Sheriff to try to figure out how to move the body, he is not threatening, but if there is no money he can not ask a transport service to pick up a body. Maybe no calls after 11 pm; the dog catcher is opened only from 10 am – 6 pm and have same money. Commissioner Kokoski said the dog warden is not a general fund department, Coroner Matus said he realizes this but he is giving a comparison because he has an important service that entitles legal cases and justice, etc and his budget is the same and is very difficult to provide service.  
A drug lab test is around $400/drug test and sometimes they are demanded to be done because of the complexity of the situation, but how do you do this if you have no money. Coroner Matus said the TB Clinic said there budget is around $800,000 for 1-3 cases, Ohio does not even track tuberculosis because there are too few cases and he scrapes around for funds to operate his office.  His responsibility, when people get murdered, it is not like catching a dog and putting it in a cage, he has to deal with scientific documents, spending hours preparing to get justice in court, could spend around 40-48/hours in a weekend autopsy.  His office is very demanding by the public when it affects there family members, they want service done now.  The delivery service is ½ prices, maybe they could charge for transportation and storage.  He uses a lab in Pittsburgh, they spend $22-25,000 and ordered half lab they should have and people are angry because labs have not been ordered, how does he pay for it.  He had to order an extra toxicology from a police department on a person and ok but will not change the diagnosis of the death, should these agencies and people pay for these services.  
Dr. Matus said cutting hours could, no more coroner calls from midnight to 8 am, no more labs, no more transport or storage these are options.  Commissioner Kalo said he knows that Dr. Matus is angered with the budget but do other counties charge for billing, Dr. Matus said he is not sure.  Dr. Matus said there are 300,000 people in this county and there are some big cities with big problems and we are the 6 to 7th largest county in the state, Cuyahoga County has a $7 million budget, own building and work from 8 am – 4:30 pm, doctors are paid $65-70,000 and 27 investigators. Lorain County is one of the only counties that do not have investigators and Ashtabula has 2 investigators, others have 2-5 investigators.  Dr. Matus said compared to other counties; Ashland, Medina, Huron, Erie do not do autopsies he is the only one that does autopsies in northern Ohio beside Akron, Cleveland and Toledo it is at his own time, expense and expertise and extra hours and risk; they are exposed to HIV not knowing they buy their own equipment to protect themselves from disaster messes. Some counties have an answering service and one of the few counties that have living, breathing, talented, expert physicians showing up on the scene to assist the young officers, he stated that former Cuyahoga County Coroner in all her years only went to the scene twice. The doctors use the own cell phones and don’t submit for travel; Dr. Patterson gets $18,000/yr, Dr. Lockhart get $19,000/yr and they do it because of their friendship with him or they would not do it.
Commissioner Kokoski said the transportation to Cuyahoga County, Dr. Matus said yes this is a state law they charge $1,200/autopsy if the person expires in Cuyahoga County being transported from Lorain county. Since August 2010 there is an outstanding bill of $16,000 and not sure what the rest of the year will bring and it is not budgeted.  He stated 10 years ago he bought a photocopier for $300 and anticipates around $20-25,000 for Cuyahoga and stated that Ashtabula County submits the bills to the Commissioners to pay from general fund.  There are many cases that autopsies are done that should not, you could just to a toxicology screening because for obvious reason you know the death; needles in arm, overdoes with pill bottles, we are at their mercy.
Dr. Matus said he will make adjustments as long as he can but not sure after that and what to do.

Commissioner Blair said that Dr. Matus is a good public servant.

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10:38 a.m. Dan Talarek, Lorain County Treasurer said it was very sad to hear about the Coroners office and the situation that he is in.  The Treasurer office for 2011 budget is the exact budget has now except for $4,000 for computer training and $10,000 in computer equipment which necessary we do not need.  Commissioner Kokoski said she sees a $40,000 difference.  Treasurer Talarek said the budget is $466,000, Commissioner Kokoski said $480,845, Tr3asurer Talarek said takes off $14,000 it will be $466,000.  He stated the interest income will be $1.9 million to $1.7 million and will generate $ 2.5 million from Treasurer Office to county general fund.  The 10% cut could be done with little effect because there is a small group and this is an important office, done it in past he could lock vault and shut light off, no one gets paid, no revenue comes in, no vendors get paid and county shuts down. Commissioner Kokoski said he is important.
Commissioner Kalo asked about the increases in salaries if this is bargaining unit, Treasurer Talarek said yes and contract has expired.

Commissioner Kokoski said the 2010 budget is $440,859 and now at $466,000, Treasurer Talarek said money has been moved and look at payroll, workers comp and pers, yes money was moved to be met and payroll amounts received was not at 14% and now will be taken care of.

Commissioner Kokoski said the contract has expired and County Auditor stated while he was up there about hiring freeze, 8 hour work days. Treasurer Talarek said this is based upon the answer from SERB because they are part of the Steelworkers and no one has received a raise since the contract expired, including the elected official.

Treasurer Talarek said the Board of Revisions said the budget is $80,227 and in 2011 requested $96,137 total for payroll, workers comp, etc because he is not sure about cases this past year there was a 1,200 cases and able to get work out and if the $80,227 was given again for next year he would be able to get through
