RESOLUTION NO. 10-878 

A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE TERMS OF THE COUNTY’S GENERAL OBLIGATION JUSTICE CENTER REFUNDING BONDS, SERIES 2010, AUTHORIZED IN RESOLUTION NO. 10-566, ADOPTED BY THE BOARD ON AUGUST 11, 2010, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTION NO. 10-838, ADOPTED BY THE BOARD ON DECEMBER 1, 2010, TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF THE BONDS.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, State of Ohio, that:


Section 1.  Findings and Determinations.  This Board finds and determines the following matters (capitalized terms not otherwise defined in this resolution are used with the meanings given them in Resolution No. 10-566, adopted on August 11, 2010, as amended by Resolution No. 10-838, adopted on December 1, 2010 (together, the “Bond Resolution”):

(a)
This Board authorized the issuance and sale of the Bonds in the Bond Resolution.  The Bonds are being issued (1) to refund certain maturities of the Series 2002 Bonds to achieve Debt Service savings, and (2) to pay the Financing Costs of the Bonds.  

(b)
This Board finds it is in the best interest of the County to increase the maximum principal amount of the Bonds to provide for additional flexibility in the pricing of the Bonds to achieve maximum Debt Service savings at the time of the sale of the Bonds.   

(c)
All formal actions of this Board relating to the adoption of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board, and all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22, Revised Code.


Section 2.  Section 2(a) and (c) of the Bond Resolution is amended so that Section 2 in its entirety shall read as follows:

Section 2.  Terms of the Bonds.  The Bonds will have the following terms:


(a)
Amount.  They must be issued in the maximum Original Principal Amount of $14,000,000.  The principal amounts of the Bonds to be issued as Serial Bonds and as Term Bonds will be determined by the County Administrator in the Certificate of Award.


(b)
Date.  The Bonds must be dated September 1, 2010, or any later date, not more than 31 days before the Closing Date, as determined by the County Administrator in the Certificate of Award.  

(c)
Maturity.  The Bonds must mature or be payable by Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption in the amounts and on the Principal Payment Dates as follows:

The County Administrator may adjust the principal payment schedule shown above, by (1) increasing or decreasing the principal amounts of the Bonds maturing or payable by Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption on any one or more of the Principal Payment Dates or (2) by shortening the schedule so that the Bonds will mature over a lesser number of years.  The County Administrator must set forth any adjustment of the principal payment schedule in the Certificate of Award.  
(d)
Redemption Before Stated Maturity.  The Bonds will be subject to redemption before their stated maturity as described in this Section 2(d), unless otherwise determined by the County Administrator in the Certificate of Award. 


(1)
Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption.  If any of the Bonds are issued as Term Bonds, the Term Bonds will be subject to Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption, in part, on the Mandatory Redemption Dates, at a redemption price of 100% of the principal amount being redeemed, plus interest accrued to the redemption date.  The principal amounts to be paid by Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption will be those in the principal payment schedule in Section 2(c) above, unless otherwise determined in the Certificate of Award.
The County will have the option to deliver Term Bonds in any principal amount to the Registrar for cancellation.  The County will be entitled to a credit against its obligation to pay Debt Service by Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption on any future Mandatory Redemption Date for Term Bonds that (A) are delivered by the County to the Registrar, (B) have previously been redeemed other than by Mandatory Sinking Fund Redemption, or (C) have been purchased and canceled by the Registrar as provided in the Registrar Agreement.


(2)
Optional Redemption.  Unless otherwise determined by the County Administrator in the Certificate of Award, the Bonds maturing on or after December 1, 2020 will be subject to redemption, at the option of the County, on or after December 1, 2019, in whole or in part on any date, in integral multiples of $5,000, at the redemption price of 100% of the principal amount being redeemed, plus interest accrued to the redemption date.

The County Administrator may determine to change the optional redemption provisions relating to the Bonds set forth above by (A) changing the earliest optional redemption date, which may be any date before the final maturity of the Bonds, and (B) changing the redemption prices for the Bonds, which may not exceed 110% in any year in which the Bonds are subject to optional redemption.  The County Administrator must set forth any change to the optional redemption provisions in the Certificate of Award.

The County’s option to redeem the Bonds must be exercised by a notice from the County Administrator to the Registrar as provided in the Registrar Agreement.


(3)
Terms of Redemption.  The procedures for partial redemption, for notice of redemption, and for payment of redeemed Bonds must be established in the Registrar Agreement.


(e)
Interest Rates.  The Bonds will bear interest at the rate or rates determined in the Certificate of Award.  The weighted average of the rates of interest on the Bonds, determined by taking into account the principal amounts of the Bonds and the terms to maturity or Mandatory Redemption Dates of those principal amounts, may not exceed 9% per annum.  Interest will be calculated on a 360-day year of twelve, 30-day months.  

The Bonds will bear interest from the most recent date to which interest has been paid or provided for or, if no interest has been paid or provided for, from their date.  Interest on the Bonds will be payable on the Interest Payment Dates until the principal amount has been paid or provided for.  The County Administrator must designate the first Interest Payment Date in the Certificate of Award, which must be either June 1 or December 1 following the date of the Bonds, as determined by the County Administrator.

(f) Form, Numbering, and Denominations.  The Bonds must be issued in fully registered form.  They must be issued in Authorized Denominations and in such numbers as requested by the Original Purchaser and approved by the 
County Administrator.  They must be numbered as determined by the County Administrator in a manner to distinguish each Bond from any other Bond.  They must express on their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in accordance with this resolution.  The Bonds will be designated “General Obligation Justice Center Refunding Bonds, Series 2010,” unless otherwise designated in the Certificate of Award.

 Section 3.  Effective Date.  This resolution will take effect and be in full force immediately upon its adoption.

LITTER AND OPEN DUMP ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT

WITH THE LORAIN COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE
WHEREAS, the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) developed a solid waste management plan that was 
ratified by the Lorain County political subdivisions and the Lorain County Commissioners.  The Plan Update was approved by the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (Ohio EPA) on December 5, 2007.  The Plan Update includes a Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.  The program includes requirements to work with local law enforcement to determine the feasibility for increased litter law enforcement by 2011.  In addition, consistence with ORC 3734.57(G)(7), revenue from disposal fees may be used to provide financial assistance to local law enforcement agencies having jurisdiction with the district for enforcing anti-littering laws and ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Lorain County Commissioners have determined that the solid waste district should implement the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program beginning in 2011.  The Sheriff's Office and the District have developed this Agreement outlining the responsibilities of both departments including the services, term, payment, deliverables, revisions and other requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is acknowledged herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:




1.
Agreement
The District agrees to fund at a not-to-exceed cost of $177,000.00 for calendar year 2011, enforcement of Ohio anti-litter laws and implementation of the Litter and Open Dump Enforcement Program.

The Sheriff's Office agrees to employ two (2) deputies assigned full-time to investigate open dump complaints and to prosecute violators, assist in public education of Ohio litter laws and penalties for violations, and enforce all littering 
and unsecured load laws.  The solid waste deputy’s primary responsibility is litter law enforcement; however, consideration in the performance of these duties must be made for the prevailing responsibility of the Sheriff to preserve public peace.  The solid waste deputy serves as the Sheriff's office liaison with the District, and will keep the District apprised of all solid waste activity in their jurisdiction for compliance with any state or local rules and regulations.  The solid waste deputy will be expected to attend meetings of the Lorain County Commissioners and other District meetings upon request of the Commissioners or District Director to report on specific local litter and open dump enforcement issues.
The District and Sheriff's Office has prepared a specific scope of services or work plan that identifies the details of the work (duties, patrolling hours, jurisdictions, etc.) expected under this Agreement.  The scope of services is included as Attachment A to this Agreement.




2.
Term
The term of this Agreement shall commence on the 1st of January, 2011 and terminate on December 31, 2011.  The Agreement must be renewed and approved annually by the Lorain County Commissioners.




3.
Payments
The District shall allocate, in their budget, an annual amount of $177,000.00 for the services of the two (2) full-time deputies in 2011.  The District shall be responsible for payment of all compensation for the deputies.  The Sheriff shall provide invoices to the County Budget Director for fuel, motor vehicle and other non-payroll costs.




4.
Deliverables
The Sheriff's Office agrees to file quarterly program status reports to the district by the fifteenth of the month following the close of each calendar quarter.  The forms for these reports will be provided by the District.  The first report is due April 15, 2011, the second report is due July 15, 2011, the third report is due October 15, 2011 and the final report is due January 15, 2012.  The quarterly reports should include all activities since the approval of this Agreement or the previous quarterly report.

All financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to the Agreement shall be open to inspection pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code and shall be held to standards consistent with generally accepted accounting principles.


5.
Revisions
If the Sheriff's Office wishes to revise any portion of this Agreement, a program revision form must be submitted to the District and approved in writing by the District Director prior to the revision becoming effective.  The District has the 

authority to reject any revision if the request is not in compliance with the District's Solid Waste Management Plan and the approved program.




6.
Financial Review
Pursuant to Section 9.235 of the Revised Code, the financial books and records of the Sheriff's Office that pertain to this Agreement shall be open to inspection by the District.
7. Disposition of the Unspent Funds or Funds Expended on Illegitimate Purposes
At the end of 2011, funds not expended during the year in fulfillment of the services and activities listed in Section 1 of this Agreement and the approved budget must be returned or repaid to the District.  Upon receipt of the final quarterly report for the contract year from the Sheriff's Office on January 15, 2012, the District will issue a closeout report that states any remaining funds the Sheriff's Office is due or owing to the District.  Repayment shall be made to the District by  April 15, 2012.




8.
Terminations
This agreement may be terminated by the District upon the occurrence of any of the following:


a.
Failure to implement any of the listed activities in Section 1 and Attachment A.





b.
Improper use of District funds for items other than personnel used to implement activities in Attachment A;
c. Failure to provide the deliverables listed in Section 4 of this contract to the District by the due dates;
d. Notification from the Sheriff’s Office stating a wish to terminate the contract, and return any and all contract funds awarded;
e.
A serious shortfall in District funding; and
f.
The rendering of a decision by a court that this contract agreement or the contract awarded under this agreement exceeds the authority of the District to award contracts, or is in any other way unlawful, in whole or 

in part.  Termination will occur immediately upon notification of the occurrence of an above listed event. 

Notification of termination will be sent by certified mail to the Lorain County Sheriff’s Office.  Further 

expenditures of District funds beyond the effective date of termination are prohibited.



9.
Equipment Disposition
Any equipment to be purchased shall be negotiated under separate agreement with the solid waste district.
10. Entire Agreement
This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties, and any prior understanding or representations of any kind related to the subject matter of this agreement preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon any party except to the extent incorporated in the agreement.




11.
Amendment
This agreement shall not be amended except in writing signed by all parties.




12.
Validity of Provisions
Each provision of this agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.  If any provision or application of a provision shall, to any extent, be judged invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement and the application of that provision to the other circumstances shall not be affected.




13.
Assignment
This agreement may not be assigned by either party without prior written consent of the other party.




14.
Governing Law
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of Ohio.

· For the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County and supporting criminal and administrative justice services in Lorain County, for a continuing period of time, an increase of the existing tax levied pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent and increasing the existing tax levied pursuant to Revised Code Section 5741.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent
· For the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County and supporting criminal and administrative justice services in Lorain County, for a five (5) year period, an increase of the existing tax levied pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent and increasing the existing tax levied pursuant to Revised Code Section 5741.021 by the rate of one-half (1/2%) of one percent

Commissioner Blair said the sales tax hearings are being held for the above stated purposes and holding them because this is what is required by the Ohio Revised Code and the county is a creature of statue and function by virtue of what the legislator has defined as what is the purpose.   Said hearings are being held in the event if the Board decides to have a sales tax on ballot for 2011 on the November ballot.  She stated that each person was given a number if they were going to speak, so once your number is called, please proceed forward.
#1 – Larry Newsome, 2216 Brownhelm Station Rd., Vermilion said the sales tax for ¼% and if he was running for office he would not put it on.  The people in the county, two times in a row have voted in down. He suggested that all county employees take a 5-7% cut in pay and how much would this generate in one year.  Look at the US economy and in Lorain County and the big companies, i.e.; Ford & GM and how much money they have lost in their paychecks to keep their jobs, taken a big cut in pay, lost cost of living (COLA), lost Christmas bonus, lost pay increases and if someone starts at Ford it is at a minimum ½ of what the others started at.  He does not want to see anybody get laid off or lose their job because the economy is so bad, but he would like to see what the numbers would be in the savings and if economy gets better, give it back.
            Commissioner Kalo said there is about a $22 million general fund expenditure payroll cost and with 5% cut it is around $1.1 million, give or take about $100,000 but this is based upon all the bargaining units agreeing but the county is at a $6-7 million dollar shortfall going into 2012
            Commissioner Kokoski said we are stuck between a rock and hard place because we do have to abide by the union contracts and those people that are not covered through contracts are under civil service laws, so the Board does not have the authority to do what they want to do and also can not tell other elected officials what they have to do. The Board has done some creative things like doing an 8 hour pay for 8 hours worked, but was told we were not at impassive, not allowed to impose this contract, so the battle has not been won but this does not affect the employees paycheck because people usually live within their means, so it would not reduce their money it would make them work extra/day and get about 12.5-13% more productivity/employee/day.
            Commissioner Kalo said so in time, this would give ability for attrition out that you could work with less employees.
            Commissioner Kokoski said so the Board has done something but to cut 5% will not get it. 
            Mr. Newsome asked about 7%, Commissioner Kalo said that is around $1.4 million it would save.
            Mr. Newsome said the county has cut so there is no more meat on the bone, Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said there is no more meat.
            Mr. Newsome asked how did the county get in this position, is it because of the economy.  Commissioner Kokoski said some of it is because of the economy but back in 2006 and every year since the county has lost $3.5 million dollars in local government funds from the state due to population shift, the interest income lost around $6 million, justice center refunding $1.8 million that we have to pay now which we did not a few years back, so there is a combination of a lot of things, sales tax was done but see that it came up a little but not to where it was and hopes for better times.
            Commissioner Kalo said a lot of the income the county had, no different from a person retirement, the county investments money and peak in 2007 was $8.2 million in investment income to pay bills this year it is around $2 million, so there is a $6 million dollar swing on top of all the other things Commissioner Kokoski spoke of.
            Mr. Newsome said he does not know the answer to the problem right now, but he said if his income drops then he has to live within his budget and some how, some way he does not go out and eat as much, don’t go to a movie, don’t go to a movie anyway, and if his payment on his house comes due he is going to pay his house first before he goes out to eat and somehow someway you have to live within your budget and when your pay drops you have to cut back and if an individual out here has their pay drop there is no one coming to their rescue and giving them money.  If we sit down and look at every item, some that are here today and believe Betty said she was required by state to have hearings on this before it is put before the voters, Commissioner Blair said yes.  Mr. Newsome said a few years ago where there hearings like this, Commissioners said yes, he said he never heard anything about it.  
            Commissioner Kalo said people make less money and have to cut back, but the problem at the county level is we make cutbacks but the county is still required by law to perform certain services, we just can’t tell the Sheriff, Mr. Newsome said you are mandated, Commissioner Kalo said yes, we can not just tell the Sheriff we can afford to feed the prisoners this week, so let 100 go, we can not do this, you can cut back your own housing expenses but we are required, you can not tell the Sheriff to not issue concealed weapon permits for the next month because we need 2 officers not work, we are still required by state to provide these services.  We can not say we are going to close child support because we do not want to give them the $1.8 million, we can only give them $1.4 million.  
            Mr. Newsome asked how much money does the county get from the state for all these mandates. Commissioner Blair said not enough. Commissioner Kalo said the Department of Administrative Services tells us what the cost is to implement they never send us a check, he has been saying this for the 6 years he has been here. 
            Mr. Newsome said how can they mandate something and not pay for it. Commissioner Kalo said they are passed by law and become mandates.   
            Mr. Newsome said we have bigger problems then just Lorain County. Commissioner Kokoski said absolutely.  Commissioner Kalo said this is why the entire state and country, Commissioner Kokoski said we are not alone in this by any means.  Commissioner Kalo said he sits on the state board for the County Commissioners Association of Ohio and there have been difficult cuts around the state and various counties, some more severe than others; 1 county laid off the entire sheriff staff except the Sheriff because he was an elected official, some counties have closed their jails, it has been difficult, lawsuits are filed by different entities against Board of Commissioners for doing cuts and Assistant Prosecutor Innes could problem expound more on this than he can legally, but these are the issues that have been going around the state and have tried to work with the elected officials in our county to continue the services but, asked Craig Snodgrass, Chief Deputy Auditor that was sitting in the audience, we have around 80-90 employees that have attrition out or laid off in the past year.
            Mr. Newsome said back to the lunch break, 8 hour pay for 8 hours worked and get paid for a lunch, at Ford Motor Company never got paid for lunch; union contract – worked 8 hours, got 8 hours paid but half way through got 30 minute lunch and never got paid for that so don’t know what the big hold up is. Commissioner Kokoski said this is what is trying to be implemented like the private sector.  Mr. Newsome asked if the contract was for paid lunch, Commissioner Kalo said it is in bargaining unit contract, Commissioner Kokoski said we are trying to take this out of the bargaining until so they work 8 for 8. County Administrator Cordes said interesting that he mentioned Ford, because the UAW just 
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shot our contract down 2 weeks ago at Job & Family Services, Commissioner Kokoski said there was a tentative agreement with UAW with the language and took it to the members and they said no.  Commissioner Kalo said 80/20 vote no, Commissioner Kokoski said 80/20 against it so now we have to go back and bargain some more.  Commissioner Kalo said fact finding.  Mr. Newsome said he does not know exactly what will be done, Commissioner Kokoski said she knows. Mr. Newsome said if he was in the Commissioners position, there is no way he would put it on the ballot.  Commissioner Kokoski said we are in a no win situation and we are not going to put it on as an emergency, she believes this decision has already been made but we still need to have the public hearings, one for the public to be educated about where we are at in the county and two because a new commissioner is coming in and he needs to be aware of the situation, it won’t go on as an emergency but sure it will be on the ballot and hopefully the public will get educated and see the need for it, since we are the lowest sales tax in the whole state of Ohio and are doing more with less.   Mr. Newsome said he thought about this also, but then again he thought about what the state has done to the counties and we could use this lowest county income sales tax to draw people into our county, but then the state would take this away. If you buy a new car in Lorain County and live in Cuyahoga County you still pay tax where you live, so eliminate this and advertise we are the lowest county. Commissioner Kalo thanked him and Commissioner Blair said we can not win.  County Administrator Cordes said it sounds like he is talking from their side. Mr. Newsome said he is talking for the people and that is what the Commissioners is to be doing is representing the people and when you go against the people then you should not be sitting up there. Commissioner Kalo they still have mandated services they have to do.
            Commissioner Blair said there was a green sheet in the back of the room that listed all the things the county has done within the past year and said there is a total approximate savings of $8 million that has occurred in the past year by the actions taken by this board and other elected officials and this is significant.  
            Mr. Newsome thanked them for the time and the Board thanked him for coming. 
 
# - Randy Newman, 1399 Madison Ave., Lorain said at a ¼% you are asking for $22 from every man, woman and child in the county and does not sound like much but his kids do not have $22.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how he got the figure of $22.  Mr. Newman said there is approximate $7 million raised with ¼% and divide by 305,000 people just simple mathematics.  Commissioner Kalo asked what the ¼% generates for jail this year, Mrs. Hobart said around $6.6 million, Mr. Newman said he is using round numbers to make it easier.  He said it is interesting that he is talking today on what is the 219th birthday of the Bill of Rights and tomorrow is the 237th birthday of the Boston Tea Party and we don’t need it and he knows that they think they do but he knows they have to be frugal especially in these times, we all do.  We don’t look forward to higher taxes, we are the lowest tax rate and right now people shop here because it is cheaper, Cuyahoga County is 7.75% and could be higher so we have a little economic advantage here but don’t see in this small county the 305,000 people when Cuyahoga has 3 million people, Commissioner Kalo said Cuyahoga has around 1.3 million people, Mr. Newman said Cuyahoga has 2.9 million and don’t want to see the sales tax obviously, if you can justify it with a ¼% of $7 million dollars and see where it will go and think the magical word is general fund and if people now exactly where it will go maybe it will be easier to sell.  Commissioner Kokoski said we spoke of this last time, Mr. Newman said earmark was a bad word, Commissioner Kokoski said last time it was dedicated strictly to justice center. Mr. Newman said justice center but into their general fund, we want it dedicated to an escrow for the justice center, Commissioner Kokoski said it was and not only dedicated to that it was also banked ½ for last year and ½ for this year.  Mr. Newman said he understands the emergency was banked, $12 million banked and in 2012 will need a ¼% or budget cuts and renegotiated contracts, whatever it takes.  Commissioner Kokoski said all these things are being done.  Mr. Newman said you are looking for $7 million dollars and to come from his pocket he does not want it.  
 
#11 – Barbara Ramirez, 424 Overlook Road, Vermilion, said her husband is in the carpenter’s union and has not worked for 2 years because the building/construction industry is just shot, there is nothing so right now they have no income. They still have to pay taxes and how do you do this when you have no job, it is hard enough to just buy the things that they need, she clips coupons does everything she can to save the budget and what they had saved they are living off of, but how long will this last if the taxes keep going up.  She said so many taxes are paid in different areas and is unbelievable; you have your drives license, dog tag, property taxes, they tax everything you buy except food, Commissioner Kokoski said no tax on prescriptions.  Mrs. Ramirez said when you sit back and looks at the money and how much goes towards taxes, every single thing they do a tax is required, even fishing license, and this is just ridiculous how much of their money is used up by the system.  She thinks there are a lot of programs that should be cut that some people might say are important but some are not really needed. She sits back and thinks this is what she has to do everyday, what is really needed to survive, if you do not need it to survive then get rid of it, make those cuts. How is it that the unemployment rates are so high, she knows that the Commissioners are doing a lot of layoffs in the system, trying to save money but she is sure that there are a lot more jobs there that could be cut and hate to say that, but when you have a husband that has not had a job in 2 years and know that there are some jobs that are in the system that are not important and don’t think it is right or fair that people that have no income and there are people that a lot of people are losing their homes and thank God they are not one of those but then you are going to say you are raising taxes, it is not fair.
 
           #3 – Kirsten Hill, 44905 N. Ridge Rd., Amherst said the sentiments are similar to others in the room and if the message gets conveyed more strongly by multiply people saying the same thing perhaps it would be worthwhile that we all some up here and say the same thing. She said repetition, squeaky wheel, use this as an enology and don’t think she needs to describe it a whole lot different; you can come at it that we need more money to spend on the things that are already committed to, or we need to eliminate the expenses or the things we have committed to.  Two areas in the discussions with Mr. Newsome came forward and she thinks they are the elephant in the room and they are something to do with someone else outside of our jurisdiction here in Lorain County is dictating what is going on here in Lorain County and then there are parties within Lorain County that have negotiated that are dictating what their commands are.  So do we sit around and say somebody else is pulling the strings and telling us what to do or do we own it and we, it is our problem, we tell Columbus to go back home and have to provide the minimum and it is nice to have more services and we have gone through ups and downs over the century and when things come back and more tax revenue, same rate times more sales equals more revenue. She said everyone could come up there and repeat and repeat but things we might want to tackle those elephants in the room, is there anybody else in Ohio doing this, are there other counties, there are 87 other counties so what is collectively being done, are they succeeding, are there other states, do we need to have a county Columbus together because it is always the same issue and then down to the cities and townships it is the same with them, they are sitting out there in their township hall stating the county is mandating that this been done and thinks this might be the direction to go but it is not easy.  
            Commissioner Blair thanked her for her comments they are very interesting and thought provoking.  
            Commissioner Kokoski does not disagree with her at all and the part that she thinks Mr. Newsome said about the sales tax being defeated twice and it was. This is not so much her concern as implementing another sales tax as watching the City of Lorain and City of Elyria having taxes that are being defeated very strongly, when you talk about all the taxes that are paid; federal government taxes do you know where this money goes, no; state, not really; county, yes it is everything you see here. The city taxes are your police, fire, streets, parks and if you do not care about that then you are not going to care about what is going on in the county, this is her feeling.  It was not just the fact that the sales tax was defeated, it was looking at the cities taxes being defeated but this is our county and these are your cities and townships and will be what people make them and hopes that things turn around and gets better before something terrible happens and her biggest concern as always is for the Sheriff’s department and safety of our citizens.  We will have almost a year to sell this to the people and unless something turns around we will be putting it on the ballot for your vote.  
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           # - Mr. Newsome, Vermilion said if the 5-7% is not enough does this mean that we are not going to go after it.  Commissioner Kalo said 5% budget cuts were just done last week on top of the 20% that was already taken a year ago.  Mr. Newsome said he is talking about salary. Commissioner Kalo said this 5% is how they have to negotiate their departments, the Commissioners do not have jurisdiction over other department’s employees, only have ability to budget dollars and then the department has to find their own fixes.  
Mr. Newsome asked if the lunch time was negotiated and has contracts with different unions.  Commissioner Kokoski said there are 18 different unions, County Administrator Cordes said there are 20 bargaining units.  Mr. Newsome said why can’t you go back to them and say the county is in trouble and we need to renegotiate just like Ford Motor – UAW, General Motors and they took big time recessions and not against unions, he is for them, they have brought them along ways, but think the county unions need to realize they are in trouble.  Look at Lorain City they wanted to hold pay back from the next year to save firefighters, this was rejected and 11 were laid off and then after the fact they were willing to do this, not sure what the results are.  We have some hard decisions and Barbara mentioned “what is really needed”, do we really need this, are there a lot of things in the budget that have been done annually for years, but is it something that is really needed.  Hey citizens, we are in trouble, instead of raising taxes, these things will be cut, and how much is spent on transportation and how many use it.  Commissioner Kokoski said this was brought down to $100,000 from $1.5 million.  Mr. Newsome said he sees there are still buses that only 1-2 people are on, Commissioner Kalo said in the last 2 years there have only been 2 buses.  Commissioner Blair said there are people that really need it and it is not available.  Mr. Newsome said he still believes there is meat on the bone. Commissioner Kokoski said come help them find it.  Commissioner Blair thanked him for his additional comments. 

 
           #6 – Jeannie Craig, 38097 State Route 303, Grafton Township and has to be a place that people can come together and do something.  The communities get together, churches get together, scouting troops, etc., everyone gets together and will pull together if they know that there is a real problem, but it always seems so easier for people just to say lets raise taxes, lets put it on the ballot. There has to be different things, mandates, as Kristin mentioned, why we can’t go after the mandates that are being placed on us and she knows that it happens in industry, public government, where other people feel that well they are going to vote something in and then let everyone else deal with it.  Well it is time that we all say that we can not deal with it anymore.
 
           #5 – John Eckerle, 262 N. Main Street, Oberlin – Regional Transportation Advocate and grew up with buses and being able to get around in his community of Pittsburgh.  He was in Cleveland last night trying to look how to get from Cleveland to Elyria and goggled transit and told him what he needed to do was pick up Amtrak Train at 1 am in the morning and get off at the Elyria station and walk to the building.  This is the transportation system, this is the choice people have being part of a region.  As far as a sales tax goes, it is really important to look at not only what the common, the citizens are paying for this service, such as Lorain County Transit but also what you are leaving on the table.  He knows because this county does not have a dedicated funding source for transportation, there are millions of dollars that this county has left on the table.  This county has chosen to leave these dollars on the table, Lake County has a viable challenged, as all transportation systems are but they have regular trips to Cleveland, Ohio where their executives are choosing to ride those buses downtown.  They park for them downtown, take them downtown from Mentor and Painesville and then take them back. This is a viable transportation system and they are getting the money that Lorain County is not and this is verifiable through NOACA.  He thinks that this is just part of the commons, they vote on highways all the time, vote on, think of infrastructure as something that government needs to provide, we need a way of getting around so the people can generate money in this county.  They can not get around, they can not go to work, don’t go to school, they don’t go to college, he sat through transportation hearings and heard people saying they would not be able to go to college if there is no bus.  He thinks it is just basic infrastructure. 
            Commissioner Kokoski said these are good things and have heard them before but we are just trying to provide our mandated services, let alone transit service and we all know that people shot down our judicial system don’t think they will give us a dedicated funding source for transit.
 
           #2 – Orrin Pease, 707 Foxwood Dr., Vermilion said don’t want to reiterate things and know that this is a hard job but he worked in manufacturing for many years on management side and had years of revenue reductions based on contracts with automotive companies and did not have opportunity for imposing a revenue increase onto anybody but was successful when cutting costs and had day in and day out communication efforts with the employees and things have to be done better and in a more improved way and this takes a lot of time but can understand that things are tough and changes need to be made.  He said in the private sector there was no luxury imposing revenue increases and he would like to see this ran more as a business and start communicating with the unions that if you do not give back then you will be laid off, it is a tough situation but this is the only way you cut costs and just like manufacturing, the people cost money if they don’t take reduction, have to take layoffs.
 
# - Mr. Newsome aid he had the advantage of living in Europe for about 12 years courtesy of the United States military and during these years he was noticing a social system that how well it took care of their elderly and now he knows why, they negotiated themselves into a hole and Europe was in financial ruins because of the social systems, transit, etc. they spent billions on the icd that made no money and the express froze up.  The problem here is what we are looking at in 20 years we have to stop government spending and he is sorry that it will start locally, belts have to be tightened, if you have to lay off, you have to lay off.  Reality is that the government sector gets paid more than the private sector.  Commissioner Kokoski said this is not true.

Commissioner Blair asked if there was anyone else willing to speak, there being none.


Commissioner Blair moved, seconded by Kalo to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: all.

Motion carried.


Commissioner Blair thanked everyone again for coming and this concludes the 3rd of 3 hearings that we had with respect to raising the sales tax in Lorain County and have 2 more meetings this year and then there will be a new board and she is sure some point in time this Board of Commissioners will render a decision for or against this subject.
