County Administrator Cordes said this resolution shall also include route changes because the general fund will only supplement $50,000 to transit in 2012 and the goal is to stay in transit because once it becomes decertified it is very difficult to get back in with the FTA and ODOT.  He will present a slate of recommended routes soon and paratransit.  He said he is not sure what the rate increase should be, $0.25 cents was a place holder for discussion; need to look at fuel, maintenance, route changes, ridership, etc. 

Commissioner Kokoski said the county receives money just like airport how much is given. County Administrator Cordes said it is based upon the category and the county matches either 50/50 or 80/20 and the county collects fare box. Commissioner Kokoski it is hard to give up the transit when it brings money into the county and provides a great service to citizens that do not have transportation. Commissioner Kalo said there are a lot of programs like this that will need to be addressed.
Commissioner Williams asked how this county compares to others. Commissioner Kokoski said other counties have a dedicated sales tax. County Administrator Cordes said this county is 1 of 2 that has no dedicated revenue source to support the transit and in the top 90%. Commissioner Williams said he would like to see the increase around $0.75 cents which would bring around $85,000, County Administrator Cordes said not sure if the ridership would support and have not had an increase this significant but a determination would have to be made and would suggest the increase should be not less than $0.25 cents not to exceed $1.00.  Commissioner Kokoski said what if transit is eliminated, County Administrator Cordes said the county can shut down transit, not like the airport and we have a lot of FTA assets that we co own; like the condo at 1 Park Landing, maintenance garage at commercial complex and transportation & community center and assets would have to be sold and depleted. 
Commissioner Williams said the transportation center is around $6 million, County Administrator Cordes said probably around $8 million. Commissioner Williams said the market return is $1.5 million, Commissioner Kalo said who would buy. County Administrator Cordes said if assets are sold at market value, we are not obligated that it has to retain its value and no extended liabilities. Commissioner Williams said could part of the transportation center be sold and keep transit, County Administrator Cordes said yes. Commissioner Williams said transportation center is part of the general fund and there is only 1 department over there. County Administrator Cordes said Children & Families Council in office space and there are a lot more rentals. Commissioner Williams asked if this would cover the cost, County Administrator Cordes said he is not sure the interest and usage is increasing but not sure if self sufficient. Commissioner Kokoski said this should have been discussed in executive session. County Administrator Cordes said looking at market trends and what is being sold and not, the building would have to go to auction and also discussions would have to be held with the FTA. He said when this project was started there was going to be a promenade with café’s, library, restaurants, etc. but nothing happened, the only thing on this site is Fifth Third Bank that did renovations.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski congratulated all the winners from last night’s election and especially to Issue 2 for failing and also failing of Issue 22 makes her sad, it will be a different Lorain County and she will continue to pray for the county and its residents but not sure where they are going to go with the defeat of this issue and we will go day to day to see how much money there is going forward and continue to make the tough choices that need to be made.

Commissioner Kalo congratulated all the winners, rough day at all levels only tax issue passed was Clearview schools and would entertain more discussion after the reports are given.  
He said Commissioner Williams presented a proclamation on behalf of the board to El Centro’s 30th anniversary and will open building next month.

Commissioner Kalo was in Columbus last week meeting with state legislator in the state and house regards to 911 wireless fee.  Lorain County has a levy but a lot of counties don’t and they depend on this fee which was $0.32 cents/monthly on every person’s wireless bill but it has dropped to $0.28 cents/month and discussions have been held to sunset this fee in 2012 and also discussions on a statewide 911.

County Administrator Cordes said Lorain County is ahead of most counties to deal with the 911 wireless calls and emergency response by using the fee and also have the ability of longitude and latitude but a lot of counties still have landlines and this fee is needed.
Commissioner Kokoski said this is the 2nd time the fee has been considered to be sunset and hopefully they will succeed to keep.


Commissioner Kalo said the final budget should be discussed next week and how the county will proceed also held hearings on a proposed sales tax on the November 2012 ballot.  

Commissioner Kokoski said she would support and with Issue 22 she is not sure how it failed so miserably by seeing the support on the chronicle blogs other than people just saying no on any tax. She felt there was a lot of good support and maybe put together a better campaign and there would be a whole year to do, even though she would be on the ballot facing re-election and also a tax on the ballot and not fair well but it is important and we need it and would support the public hearings to ask the voters for a sales tax again.

Commissioner Williams said with the cuts we need to prepare heavier cuts because in 2013 it will be $10.5 million and there needs to be some carryover. Commissioner Kalo said he agrees that there will be some cuts and would suggest the elected officials come back to layout the numbers and see what services would be provided.

Commissioner Williams said the elected officials need to come over and do a work session.

Commissioner Kalo said what about the sales tax hearings. Commissioner Williams said he would like to think about it because the voters were 70/30 and they spoke and he is not comfortable doing this. Commissioner Kalo said it is the Commissioners responsibility to fund the government
