WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Sanitary Engineer by letter dated January 31, 2012 submitted the following:

“Mr. Billy S. Rowland is the Trustee and owner of 6 (six) sub lots (sub lots 8, 9, 10, 41, 42 and 43) in the Eschtruth Allotment in Sheffield Township. These sub lots are also identified by permanent parcel numbers 03-00-075-111-001, 03-00-075-111-002, 03-00-075-111-03, 03-00-75-111-015, 03-00-075-111-016 and 03-00-075-111-017. Mr. Rowland is requesting the extension of sanitary sewer service to sub lot number 42 on the north side of Eschtruth Street, east of Dute Street in Sheffield Township.

Eschtruth Street is located approximately 341 feet south of North Ridge Road and runs east and west, parallel to North Ridge Road. The land between North Ridge Road and Eschtruth Street is occupied by two tiers of sub lots, one with frontage on North Ridge Road and the other having frontage of Eschtruth Street (see attached map as part of proposed agreement)

Billy S. Rowland and previous owners have paid sanitary sewer assessments for three sub lots (sub lot numbers 8, 9 and 10) having frontage on North Ridge Road, and Mr. Rowland is now requesting the extension of sewer service to sub lot 42, having frontage on Eschtruth Street.

Rowland for sub lot number 42 of the Eschtruth Allotment on the north side of Eschtruth Street in Sheffield Township, contingent upon the execution of the proposed agreement.

Mr. Rowland has previously requested sewer service to said property (which has been re-platted into one parcel) from an existing sanitary sewer on North Ridge Road.  Sub lot no.1 has frontage on both the south side of North Ridge Road and the north side of Eschtruth Street (see attached map of existing building to be serviced.)

Billy S. Rowland and previous owners have paid sanitary sewer assessments on the North Ridge Road side of said sub lot no. 1.  Mr. Rowland is willing to sign a formal agreement providing for payment of the property’s proportionate share of any future sanitary improvement designed to serve the frontage of the Eschtruth side of sub lot no. 1.

If the Board of Commissioners has no objection with this request, I would like to recommend that a resolution be passed granting sanitary sewer service to said sub lot no. 1 and providing for the payment of any future sewer assessments contingent upon the execution of the attached agreement.

LOCATION BASED RESPONSE SYSTEM

David Blackstone, GIS Manager, Ohio Department of Transportation and Jeff Smith, Ohio Geographically Referenced Information Program) OGRIP were here to discuss the Location Based Response System (LBRS).


Mr. Blackstone said the LBRS is an initiative of the OGRIP built in response to the need for coordinated intelligent transportation and location information access between state agencies. The LBRS is a current, accurate and accessible street centerline and addressing system that is collaboratively maintained as an Ohio asset by local and state resources.

Mr. Blackstone said there are 77 counties that are participating that have driven, collected and entered data than was reimbursed. The users on the system are 911, Auditor, Engineer, Emergency response, etc.


Commissioner Williams said he spoke with former Senator Armbruster and this program was under Taft Administration. Mr. Blackstone said Armbruster did sit on the committee of transportation and observe. 


Commissioner Williams said NOACA was considering a program and Armbruster recommended them to OGRIP. Mr. Blackstone said they work closely with all the MPO’s


Robin Jones, Director – 911 said the GIS Map Department is the backbone of 911 and very important with the next generation 911. If money is used from 911 she wants to make sure that 91 has the required needs met for their data set as master sheet, need wireless tower.


County Administrator Cordes said the MOU calls for a lot of extensive work and the county’s obligations for updates.


Commissioner Kokoski said could funds be a cooperation of 911, Engineer and Auditor. Mr. Blackstone said yes, data set is for 911 and then county would update regularly


Mark Stewart, County auditor said his office works in conjunctions with 911 and Engineer and has been committed since the department does all right of ways, road, annexations, etc and GIS is on the cutting edge and believes the cost is already in day to day operations. They work with OGRIP to identify properties and will continue.


County Administrator Cordes said this is needed just not sure where the money would come from because precision for dispatching would enhance the operations.


Bill Holtzman, Engineer’s Office said they will continue to work closely and supports the efforts.


Commissioner Williams asked if this was like google maps. Mr. Blackstone said sort of. 

County Administrator Cordes said he would even like to see hydrants, ditches, culverts, topas, ridges, etc. included in the data


Jeff Smith, OGRIP said the data is used for multiple applications but promenade to 911; this is a high accuracy centerline field verification and with next generation should go to ip address and reverse lookups.

He stated Fairfield County did a pilot program in 2004 and this is where the standards were put together and continue to improve daily.
