Mayor Smith, City of Avon thanked the Commissioners for putting this on the agenda today as well as the Team Lorain County and L&W Engineering. He stated L&W came here to purchase equipment from a company that folded and take back to Michigan.  There were 12 employees that had to make a part, now today there are 60 employees that will stay, 20 will be added, will purchase 23 acres for a $14-17 million investment. The only other higher investments were Manco and AJ Rose. This company has 16 other family owned facilities in the United States.

Dawn Dayton, Director – Community Relations, L&W said this is the first abatement that has been the least painful and thanked everyone in the county for being so helpful.

Commissioner Williams asked if the schools were on board. Mayor Smith indicated that several abatements have been done in the city and the schools are notified there is no objection and usually all step up if something is needed.

Motion by Kokoski, seconded by Williams to adopt. Clerk called for discussion.


County Administrator Cordes stated that due to the Presidential Election this year at Board of Elections there would have been a problem with parking but Gargus Hall will allow the Board of Elections employees to park in their parking lot. He also looked at the Port Authority Complex yesterday but was also concerned with the parking there when events are held for the complex and neighboring companies. He stated it would cost around $4,000/month for transition, fare is $2.85 looking at $0.75 cents or $1 extra extension fee.  The bus has 22 seats but if 2 are used for handicap accessibility it will lower the number down to 16 passengers.  For additional revenue advertising can be done on the buses and used as a local match. Commissioner Kalo said the Ohio lottery bus looks good, County Administrator Cordes said this was about $1,000 so with match $2,000.

Commissioner Williams has concern with maintenance of facilities and put general fund money into transit and stated he spoke with Sheriff at Dancing in the Streets, Amherst and the fleet vehicles need to be replaced. The county needs to have a plan with facilities maintenance and replacing of vehicles and how will this be paid for; bonds/notes.  Commissioner Kalo said he also spoke with the Sheriff that day and the cost is around $592,000-845,000.  County Administrator Cordes said the Sheriff is not the only one in need of vehicles, so is domestic relations. Commissioner Kalo said the Sheriff has a 2001 – 350 van can this be used for domestic, County Administrator Cordes said he would have to review but if we do a fleet program like previous years and do bonds, by the time these are paid more vehicles will be needed.
Commissioner Kalo said there is $200,000 placed in capital expenses, cap this at $600,000 in the next few years and do some projects. County Administrator Cordes said the Board of Elections roof needs done as well as hvac.

Commissioner Williams said he has received calls that people are upset about the route to Cleveland because there is no route here also no transportation to JVS.  Commissioner Kalo & Kokoski said they have had mixed calls.  

Commissioner Kokoski said this is just a trial run and if successful could put routes into this county. County Administrator Cordes said could do this research because of the response from the commissioners.  He indicted the routes ran before but were not successful and there could be a partnership with JVS with an open route to ensure federal dollars and if they are adult students there is some aid through WIA. He said City of Oberlin funds their buses and could speak with Oberlin Manager Norenberg to see if this route would be feasible.  County Administrator Cordes said there was ridership in the Avon/Avon Lake area and maybe once the interchange is opened could look at the feasibility for park and ride which would earn semac money but no transit is self sufficient, all have dedicated revenue sources.
Commissioner Kokoski said this can be placed on hold for 1 week for review of concern of Sheriff and Domestic fleet vehicles and upgrades to facilities.

County Administrator Cordes said full absorption of transit trial route is $60,000 and no fare box = $30,000 general fund but if the maximum ridership for 6 moths could be $18,000.  Commissioner Kokoski said if the county does not do something with the buses we will have to give them to someone else. County Administrator Cordes said yes and if these are depleted the county will not be able to afford anything else and then no service.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how much money in bus storage. Commissioner Williams asked about the Auto Rama, County Administrator Cordes said he could ask but reminding all about maintenance of area; snow plowing, lights, safety, etc.


Commissioner Kokoski withdrew motion as well as Commissioner Williams withdrew his second.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski
said she has received calls from Amherst and Sheffield Township residents regards to their sewer bill from the City of Lorain.  Commissioner Williams said the City of Lorain has increased their bill 8% so the bill was $36 now it is $85 and will increase 1 1/2 %/year for the next 3 years which sewer bills could be $107, this is outrageous and price gouging.  Commissioner Kalo said he has had several discussions with City of Lorain but they are on recess this month.  County Administrator Cordes said these sewer agreements back then don’t seem to be journalized with formal agreements unlike the one that was done several years ago on west side interceptor with flow agreements and he has spoke with Lorain Safety/Service Director and Mayor and suggested to look at a similar agreement. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said an investigation is being looked into this.
Commissioner Williams said at the Amherst Township meeting the other night many residents complained about the water and sewer bills being too high there are fewer than 1000 homes and alternatives are needed and requested the County Administrator Cordes work out a solution similar to the ones done in the past.
Commissioner Kalo said recent agreement was Albany Ave., Sheffield and has spoken with the city on negotiating a fair rate

Commissioner Kokoski said this is time of essence, people are on fixed incomes.


County Administrator Cordes said there is also a sewer being proposed by the City of Elyria and the residents would receive a free sewer but would be charged for lateral $4,000+; $3,000+ for tap in and onsite septic, so each homeowner could be charged around $7-10,000 and there are around 37 homes and since there is no assessment, no hearings are required.  The Board stated they would notify the residents. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said there was litigation in the 90’s and the position with Elyria and other entities was they could extend sewers and go through the county but issue was roads and right of ways and litigation required they have to come through the county to use right of ways, can’t say o but have to work with the residents on the sewers.  Commissioner Kalo said under the law if a sewer is within 200 feet a resident has to hook up. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said correct but a tap in fee is required.  Commissioners asked what project is being considered. County Administrator Cordes said he was told it was for a future development. Commissioner Kokoski asked about a TIFF.  County Administrator Cordes said there are all different remedies with developments.  The board would like information on the project and project details and have Elyria present for a meeting with the residents for notification.
