Commissioner Kokoski said she was not in favor of the bus route, but after speaking to Pam Novak, Chief Financial Officer, County Transit she was reassured if the county does not start using the buses, the county will lose 7 of them to another county because the FTA has pressured the county to have these buses used.  This route would be a trial run for about six months, allowing people to use the bus route for school, work, shopping and casino.

Commission Kalo said this will be an opportunity to bring in revenue for the county and will be successful.

Commissioner Williams said he originally brought the idea up of a bus route to downtown Cleveland to see if it would be feasible. He said that he wanted to do something with the buses that aren’t being used and make it revenue neutral, the buses have been sitting since 2009.

County Administrator Cordes said the bus will run from the Lorain County Transportation Center in Elyria and Lorain County Board of Elections in Sheffield Township to Public Square. The fare would be an additional $0.75 cents to $1.00 added to the regular fare of $2.85, one way, for the route. The route would operate from about 6 a.m. to 7 or 8 p.m., but the times could change as they plan.  If the Cleveland bus trial run is successful, they could consider a stop at Cleveland Hopkins International Airport if they add a pickup place in North Ridgeville.


Commissioner Williams said he will be voting no against this because of the financial situation. The money in the general fund can be 

spent elsewhere like the building improvements/maintenance and buying county vehicles.

Commissioner Kokoski
said the fair has been fun and learned how to make paper in the recycling tent. She will be back again tonight, her nephew Adam Triffiletti and K9 Brick will be doing a demonstration and on Saturday her niece Kim Kokoski will be in demolition derby


Commissioner Kokoski and Kalo attended OPWC and NRAC received $1.5 million


Commissioner Kokoski attended a meeting hosted by Congresswoman Kaptur at Charleston Café on Northeast Ohio Sustainable communities


Commissioner Kokoski said a letter was received from Clerk of Courts Nabakowski as well as a reply from County Administrator on the parking of employees with disabilities.


She stated that many employees require a handicap permit and the spaces out front of the building are being used not able to provide for the public handicap spots. 

County Administrator Cordes said there are many spaces available but none that are dedicated and owned by Elyria City. If a person is eligible to receive a handicap permit then they are entitled to park in the handicap spaces.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if there could be a separate entrance for the employees in the back of justice center. County Administrator Cordes said he does not see the feasibility of this for a certain amount of employees it would have to be all or nothing and that would take extra security and machinery and there is no money for this. Commissioner Kokoski asked about a hand reader, County Administrator Cordes said these range from $15-20,000


Commissioner Kalo attended OPWC, Bill McCray’s funeral, Ohio Business College relay for life and Lorain County Blue pig roast.

Commissioner Kalo also attended the fair and has several discussions on sewers in Amherst and Sheffield.


Commissioner Williams
said letters went to residents in the Townships of Amherst and Sheffield indicating that their water bill will be increased from the City of Lorain.  


Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with County Engineer Carney and there could be a developer’s agreement, developer petitioned the county and passed the planning commission this was standard practice in the 70’s.


Commissioner Williams said there was a records request sent to the City of Lorain relating to a resolutions and documents.


Commissioner Williams said Hidden Valley has a strong case could be like a CRA but will cost lots of money.


Commissioner Kalo said would have to see if there was a developer’s agreement but Mr. Gargasz has passed.


Assistant County Prosecutor Davey said if there is a contract it would have to be reviewed but does not believe the county would have authority.


Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with several council people in City of Lorain and they did not realize the impact it would have and the percentage that it would increase.


Commissioner Williams said Mr. Fowler, City of Lorain is very aggressive and arrogant towards the residents, his opinion is nothing more than the City of Lorain grabbing money at 200%.  Commissioner Kalo said 50% over city rate now. Commissioner Williams said LORCO is only 10% over and questioned the leadership of Lorain City.


Commissioner Kokoski said the residents did receive the letters on the increase but did not realize the impact of that increase until the water bill was received. She spoke with Rural Water at the fair and they have an agreement with the City of Avon Lake that they can not raise unless the city raises.


Commissioner Williams said residents of Amherst Township are ready to hire attorneys and get a class action suit started.


Commissioner Kokoski said hopefully no one will spend money until this gets reviewed further.


Commissioner Williams said the Trustees are working with City of Lorain but have not received any responses, Commissioner Kokoski said contact needs to be made to Council not Fowler.  


Commissioner Williams said residents are paying a lot for no benefit.

Commissioner Williams said he had a good time at the fair with the kids and schools is getting ready to start and reminded everyone to look out for the children and wished all the students and teachers to have a safe year.
