County Administrator Cordes said Port Authority will be subreceipient of grant money and acting as implementation of land bank. The Port can issue notes on short term and in order to get this done cash flow is needed, Port has the money and will be paid by DRETAC.


Commissioner Williams asked if this could be delayed a week. County Administrator Cordes said if it were to be held then it is less time to tear down. Commissioner Kalo had no intentions to hold.


Commissioner Williams said he has heard from a Lorain official, no name given that the city has flooding from its sewer, so the rate increase is helping correct that. He also said that a lot of the blighted properties are in Lorain so they would benefit most from the land bank.

County Administrator Cordes said if the city official would have shared information about the city’s water infiltration, which can be a big issue with aging sewers. Relining sewers requires a lot of money, Cordes said, and added he isn’t defending Lorain’s increase.
Commissioner Kokoski said she is for reversing the rate increase, but is afraid to delay the land bank due to the sewer rates, it’s like blackmail and don’t think this can be done; if you don’t come to terms with us on the sewer agreement then houses will not be demolished in Lorain.

Commissioner Williams said monies come from other communities to fund this program through DRETAC, it a negotiating item, the City of Lorain is playing politics and they know the townships residents can’t vote for them. He said if they did this to Lorain residents, they all would be voted out including the mayor. If the city wants to work with the county on the land bank, it should have a reasonable rate for townships and the county is the only one that has the voice before litigation.

Commissioner Kalo said he does not agree with the rate increase, but they can’t slow down the land bank. It is their responsibility to get the houses torn down, he said, and once they are done digging through documents, they can have an effective conversation on the sewer rates. The bulk of the houses coming down are from Lorain and are in bad shape.

Kokoski said that she doesn’t think Lorain City Council was completely aware of what the increase means for residents. 
If they discuss and help them to understand what happened, then they can progress. She stated to Assistant County Prosecutor Innes, there’s a fine line between leverage and blackmail and what would this be considered if the county pulled back on the land bank to get the City of Lorain to rescind resolution. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he does not think it was Commissioner Williams’ intend to blackmail. Commissioner Williams said no, but let’s force someone to do the right thing because the rate increase is “price gouging,” and adds that Lorain looks at it and thinks this is how they can make money and not pass the bill to the city’s residents.
Commissioner Kokoski suggested talking with the city and to not stop progress with the land bank. She will be there to fight it all the 
way, but don’t think stopping a good project is the way to go.
Commissioner Williams said he will request the minutes from the meeting in which the rate increase was imposed and wants to look at the water flow from the townships to the city.
Commissioner Kokoski assured the other commissioners that giving approval for Lorain Port Authority to be a partner doesn’t mean they are going to give a check right away to the city. The approval guarantees that the revenue is coming and for the port authority to go out and get notes.  She said she will think positive and see that they need to rescind the rate increase
County Administrator Cordes said there is a lot of documents to be reviewed and will look at the agreement done on the Westside interceptor maybe this could be used as a universal agreement.

Commissioner Williams said the DETRAC money is from all county entities including the schools and it is not fair what Lorain City is doing.

Discussion continued and the following resolution was adopted:

RESOLUTION NO 12-562

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE GUARANTEE OF THE PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST BY LORAIN
COUNTY ON THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF BONDS BY THE LORAIN COUNTY PORT AUTHORITY FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE 
LORAIN COUNTY LAND REUTILIZATION CORPORATION

WHEREAS, on November 20, 1997, pursuant to Section 4582.22 of the Ohio Revised Code, Lorain County (the "County") formed the Lorain County Port Authority (the "Port"), and adopted modifications to the Port on April 19, 2001;

WHEREAS, the County formed the Port for the purposes of enhancing, fostering, adding, providing and promoting transportation, economic development, housing, recreation, education, government operations, culture and research, and for assisting the County in maintaining businesses in the County and attracting new businesses to the County;

WHEREAS, on May 2, 2012 the County adopted a resolution to organize the Lorain County Land Reutilization Corporation (“LCLRC”) under Chapter1724 of the Ohio Revised Code; 

WHEREAS, on May 2, 2012 the County adopted a resolution to implement the procedures set forth in Sections 5722.02 and 5722.15 of the Ohio Revision Code to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land within Lorain County by the LCLRC; 

WHEREAS on May 2, 2012 the County, upon the request of the County Treasurer, adopted a resolution pursuant to and in accordance with Section 321.261 (B) of the Ohio Revised Code designating that the additional five per cent fee on all collections of delinquent real property, personal property, and manufactured mobile home taxes and assessments deposited in the Treasurer’s delinquent tax and assessment collection fund (“DRETAC”) and that five percent be made available for appropriation by the County for use by the LCLRC.

WHEREAS, the County understands that the Port plans to issue up to $1,500,000 in maximum aggregate principal amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes (collectively, the "Bonds") for the purpose of (i) facilitating the effective reutilization of nonproductive land situated within the boundaries of Lorain County by the LCLRC (the "LCLRC Project"), and (ii) the payment of the costs of issuance related thereto;

WHEREAS, the Port has requested that the County guarantee the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds with first, the DRTEAC receipts and, second, all of the other non-tax revenue funds of the County, which receipts and/or funds shall be made available therefore to the extent necessary; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County (the "Board"), that:

Section 1.
The Port is issuing the Bonds for the following purposes: (i) to facilitate the effective reutilization of nonproductive land
situated within the boundaries of Lorain County by the LCLRC (the "LCLRC Project"), and (ii) the payment of the costs of issuance of the Bonds.

Section 2.
The Port, as issuer, and the LCLRC, as borrower, will be the primary obligated parties on the Bonds.

Section 3.
Pursuant to Section 4582.25(A) of the Ohio Revised Code, the County determines that the financing of the Project is an "authorized purpose" (as defined in Section 4582.21(B) of the Ohio Revised Code) of the Port. Therefore, the County agrees to subsidize the Project by undertaking to guarantee the payment of principal and interest due on the Bonds, if, and only if, the LCLRC is unable to make such payments fully and in a timely manner and the Port is unable to make such payments, without the necessity of using any reserves therefore, fully and in a timely manner Further, the obligations of the County hereunder shall terminate when the Bonds have been paid in full.

Section 4.
In accordance with Ohio law and the provisions of this Resolution, the County shall execute a guaranty agreement (the "Guaranty"), guaranteeing the payment of principal and interest due on the Bonds. The President of the Board of County Commissioners is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Guaranty simultaneously with the issuance of the Bonds, and the Guaranty shall have terms and conditions consistent with this Resolution and such other terms and conditions as the President of the Board of County Commissioners determines are necessary and appropriate and in the best interests of the County with the necessity or appropriateness of such changes being conclusively evidenced by such officer's execution thereof.

Section 5.
Agreement to Provide Continuing Disclosure/Information. As used in this Resolution, "Continuing Disclosure Agreement" means the agreement which shall constitute the continuing disclosure agreement made by the County for the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners of the Bonds in accordance with Rule 15c2-12, prescribed by the Securities and Exchange Commission pursuant to the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the "Rule") if required by the Rule. For the benefit of the holders and beneficial owners from time to time of the Bonds, the County agrees, in accordance with, and as an "obligated person" with respect to the Bonds under, the Rule to provide or cause to be provided such financial information and operating data, financial statements and notices, in such manner, as may be required for purposes of the Rule. In order to describe and specify certain terms of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement for that purpose, and thereby to implement that agreement, including provisions for enforcement, amendment and termination, the County Administrator and at least two County Commissioners are authorized and directed to execute and deliver, in the name and on behalf of the County, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, with any changes or

amendments that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially adverse to the County and that are approved by the County Administrator and two Commissioners on behalf of the County, all of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution of the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or amendments to it. The Continuing Disclosure Agreement shall be subject to the availability of funds and the annual appropriation to meet costs the County would be required to incur to perform it.

Prior to making any filing in accordance with the Continuing Disclosure Agreement or providing notice of the occurrence of any other events, the County Administrator shall consult with, as appropriate, the County Auditor, legal counsel and bond or other qualified independent special counsel to the County. The County Administrator, acting in the name and on behalf of the County, shall be entitled to rely upon any legal advice provided by any such counsel in determining whether a filing should be made.

Section 6.
The County Administrator and other County officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to execute any transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummate the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.

Section 7.
The Clerk of this Board is directed to deliver a certified copy of this Resolution to the County Auditor.

Section 8.
The Bonds are not general obligations of the County and are not secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County. The owners or holders of any Bonds shall have no right to have any taxes levied for the payment of the Bonds. Similarly, the Guaranty is not a general obligation of the County and is not secured by a pledge of the full faith and credit of the County. As beneficiaries under the Guaranty, the owners or holders of the Bonds shall have no right to have any taxes levied for any payment due under the Guaranty; however, they shall be entitled to enforce the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds from: first, the DRETAC receipts and, second, all of the non-tax revenue funds of the County, which receipts and/or funds shall be made available therefore to the extent necessary. Therefore, the County authorizes the pledge of the DRETAC receipts and all of the non-tax revenue funds of the County to the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds, to the extent such payments are necessary.

Section 9.
This Board finds and determines that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Board and that all deliberations of this Board and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

Section 10.
 This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.

County Administrator Cordes said the 6 month Cleveland commuter bus service will start September 4. The cost will be $3.65 one way fare or $7.25 all day pass. There will be 2 busses running this route, leaving the Port Authority Complex, S. Abbe Rd, where you could get on in the morning or dropped off at last shift, then it will depart to Lorain County Transportation Center, then to Board of Elections and off to Public Square.  County Administrator Jim Cordes said transfers from local routes will not be honored for the Cleveland buses. If they were to accept transfers, it will not produce the revenue they need for the bus route.  He also stated that he is in the process of lining up advertising to place on buses, but it will not cover all the costs. The route will need 30 to 50 percent ridership to make a significant impact on costs.  He stated that shelters are in the process of being installed or are installed. Benches also are being installed in the transportation center.  He will also ask the Federal Transit Administration to let the county see how the route goes before making a decision on what to do with the other buses.
