Commissioner Williams asked County Administrator Cordes to work with the City of Lorain on a proposed revenue-sharing 
agreement that would see half of the city’s income tax collected from workers at St. Joseph Community Center, these funds would reimburse the county for the $425,000 portion the Board agreed to pay the State to pay off the $1.3 million and the City of Lorain is also paying $425,000 as part of agreement with the State of Ohio.  
Commissioner Williams said Mercy was going to give the center $360,000, one payment of $120,000 is sitting in escrow with the City 

of Lorain.  The city would like to use the money for operational needs and the other payments would be received in 2013 and 2014.
Doug Rangel, Director – Lorain Development Corporation urged the Commissioners to amend the agreement that would repurpose 

the funds for operation of the center.  He stated winter is coming and the boilers need to be fired up and without these funds the center could closed and this would not look good to the discussion with an unidentified developer.

Commissioner Williams said the city would get their money back through income taxes, what about the county, this is a fair way and a good partnership.  

Mr. Rangel stated that the City has put a lot of money into St. Joes to keep it a float and there are still obligations. He also stated the

$120,000 in escrow could last from 90-180 days and has not discussed the remaining $240,000 from Mercy he needs to see if the facility will remain open and then the remaining will go towards demolition and redevelopment.  He indicated that the City will not meet again until next month.  Commissioner Williams said if the city sees this as a dire emergency then they could hold a special meeting.  County Administrator Cordes said the county has equally put money into the center.


Commissioner Williams would like to hold off on the amended agreement to repurpose the funds until this proposed agreement is worked out.

Commissioner Kokoski agreed with Williams that a revenue-sharing deal would be a good idea and believes it would be a sign of

good faith on the city’s part.

Commissioner Kalo said he would be willing to support a revenue-sharing deal, but he thinks that money should only come from the 
taxes paid by workers who are hired to work at St. Joe’s that are in addition to those already working there.


County Administrator Cordes said a baseline could be number of employees with average wage.


Mr. Rangel asked who obligation is this, the City to the County.  Commissioner Williams said if the center is operating then the city pays if it closes not money would be paid to the county.  County Administrator Cordes said that some money should go towards getting the hvac/boilers up and running since there are tenants there now.  Commissioner Kalo said there are a child care center and the college also and asked how much it would cost to get equipment up and running. Mr. Rangel said he is meeting with the company next week.


Commissioner Kokoski said the board could hold until next week, answers should be back with the boilers/hvac and the proposed revenue sharing agreement.  County Administrator Cordes said could but the board should pass something to get this equipment up and running now. Board discussed about doing half.

Commissioner Kalo asked about the loan to City. Mr. Rangel said city applied for a $1 million dollar EPA rlf, receiving $860,000 which would replace the Mercy money and this could be given as a grant to a non profit up to $200,000. He would underwrite the loan which if his board approves which is a different entity from the City of Lorain.

County Administrator Cordes said he had a meeting at the site, along with Commissioner Williams, Carlisle Township Trustees, County Engineer and residents and stated several things were discussed.


Commissioner Williams thanked Engineer Carney for installing at gate at the wastewater treatment plant.

Karen Johnson, 33 Lakeview Crt., Carlisle Township thanked everyone for having this meeting, she also had a meeting with about 50 of the residents based on a survey that she prepared to see what they wanted or did not want.  She stated there were 103 residents that responded and majority would like it to stay private because if it is opened then crime will increase. There have been several break-ins in the past because there is only one way in and out. Some other residents responded some would like the lake back, maybe develop into a pond with trails, but majority said they don’t want the weeds and biggest concern is the safety issue.  They would all like to see the area mowed and get the water flowing, she presented a petition to the commissioners on the noxious weeds.  The safety issue is the road is needed, bridge over lake and have been told these are not dedicated even though there are Commissioners resolutions.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said this is a lengthily legal discussions and he will not participate.


Commissioner Kalo said the road was dedicated by township. Mrs. Johnson said there are letters and resolutions and ignorance is no 

excuse and would like proof that it was not done, not an opinion.

Carlisle Trustee Taylor said the township road person had some ideas. There is a road off Robison and the other is to the south of Spitzer 

property on Edgewater and could look at bridge because safety is a concern with the emergency vehicles with only 1 way in and out. He also stated that the road was plowed by township but the road over the bridge is private never dedicated. He would like to see the water drainage and another entrance/exit and he has heard for years that the Home Owners Association (HOA) has this land which was turned over by Spitzer. Commissioner Williams said that Spitzer pays the taxes.  Mr. Taylor said Spitzer owns a portion but the property descriptions show the lake and stated that this is a discrepancy between HOA and Spitzer.

County Administrator Cordes said the county can deal with the stormwater issues but the drainage coming from the homeowners would be their responsibility but first thing would be who is the rightful owners in order to gain access.

Mr. Taylor said he spoke with a resident that moved in 1966 and they paid dues to HOA, until HOA stopped colleting them, but the HOA took care of sand, weeds and playground area now this is a legal battle.  Mrs. Johnson said there is a legal settlement stating that Spitzer will never claim the HOA owns the property and back then Spitzer allowed the water and sand to be brought in and stated the homeowners were told they would be grandfather with the Stormwater and not pay anything else. 
County Administrator Cordes said that all residents pay $1.50/month for stormwater and the committee can take care of outfall from street but the gutters that drain to this lake by residents that is their responsibility.

Mrs. Johnson heard in the Rural Urban a turnout was going to be put on Waterfall Drive. Commissioner Kalo asked by whom.  Trustee Taylor said the township was going to do this for the snowplow and has been waiting for authorization from Spitzer.  Mrs. Johnson said people are turning around in this neighbor yard now and the barricade next to it is unsightly, snow is always piled high then it floods, children snowboard and if a turnaround is put in then a curb should be placed also and several letters have been sent to the township.  Trustee Taylor said no letters have been received.   Commissioner Williams asked Mrs. Johnson to send a list of concerns to the township he also spoke with the Metroparks and there interest in minimal because it only benefits around 34 residents and they suggested an impound and would still have to be approved by ODNR but stated that the ownership of the property needs to be addressed before these things can be accomplished to the lake bed

County Administrator Cordes asked if Spitzer quick claimed this property who would take ownership. Mrs. Johnson said there is no HOA so she is not sure.   He stated that the Auditors website states Spitzer Hardware owns the lake but Spitzer Hardware claims the HOA owns it and the title transfer was not done property.  

Mrs. Johnson said she found a Black River Watershed Action plan dated December 30, 2011.  She stated this report stated “there are about 165 known dams within the Black River watershed. The majority of dams are privately owned and designated for recreational use to create small impoundments for fishing, boating and swimming. There are 23 known public dams. In 2009, a dam which created Brentwood Lake, a 0.046 km impoundment in Carlisle Township was removed because of concerns that the am would fail and flood out several nearby homes. The Lorain County engineer’s Department oversaw the removal and drained the lake, eliminating the pronounced algal blooms present into the impoundment area (Brentwood Lake, along with the Findley Lake, was listed as impaired for Euthrophication or Undesirable Algae) and restoring the natural stream which had not been free-flowing since the 1950;s. However, there was no management of the property post-dam removal. The era has been subsequently overgrown by invasive and the local residents have voiced their desire to have the lake restored or at the minimum, some mowing done on the property to control the tall weeds. As a result, the Brentwood Lake site should be targeted as an important restoration area.  It is situated over hydric soils and comprises about 15 acres; the relevant stream is a direct tributary to the East Branch of the Black River and takes drainage and nutrient loadings from an 18 hole golf course immediately upstream. Development of a property-managed wetland complex in this area would serve a vital nutrient and storm water mitigation function for the Jackson Ditch-East Branch sub-watershed, which is suffering increased pressures from suburban development”
County Administrator Cordes said this is a report done through the Commissioners Community Development Department to show different areas and scenarios and in order to possibly get future grants.  He also stated that nothing can be done with this area until ownership is resolved; then could look at Stormwater, grants and the group needs to come up with a solution as to what they want.

Mrs. Johnson said earlier it was stated a quick claim deed would be given but by whom, if Spitzer does not claim the area and neither does the HOA because there is not one, then how could this be done.

Mrs. Johnson said she spoke with a Staff Attorney in Judge Rothgery's office regards to the settlement agreement from December 2009 and they were going to call Assistant Prosecutor Innes.  Mr. Innes said he did speak briefly with the Judge’s office about the judgment and settlement agreement and over the years he has spoken to the residents of this area and he will not discuss the legality, there are many people that come up and give comment about he said, she said but this problem has been over 50 years, just like the Lorain sewers and he is not going to give advise or an opinion this needs to go to court for a legal determination and who has the rights.
Mrs. Johnson said there is an agreement already. County Administrator Cordes said if there is no HOA who is the agreement with. Mrs. Johnson said she was told by Mr. Giardini that HOA owns but they don’t’. Mr. Cordes said who is the we she keeps referring too, who is the settlement with. Mrs. Johnson said HOA.  Mr. Cordes said there is no settlement because there is no HOA as it has been previously stated.
Commissioner Williams said at one time there was an HOA and it was revitalized to resolve the issue and agreement was with HOA which stated they didn’t own lake, so really there needs to be a Judge’s ruling.

Mrs. Johnson said there is no HOA, last time there was an HOA, Spitzer sued HOA and now there is no lake, dam breeched and this was all done by the county, why.  Mr. Cordes said this was done in order to help the residents and the county engineer did this with no cost when ODNR wanted the residents to pay.  

Mrs. Johnson asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes who was in the lawsuit, he stated ODNR, Spitzer and other entities. Trustee Taylor said Mrs. Johnson was a member of the HOA and Ed Enyedy was President. Mrs. Johnson said the HOA was not represented; the attorney was not attorney because they did not have the money to pay for it so he just showed up in court and went through discussions.

Mr. Cordes said why don’t the residents of 30+ join an association, take title to the property and then decided what they would like to do

Commissioner Kalo said once ownership is established then we can all work concurrently in getting the Stormwater and residents can decide what they would like to see done with this area and other entities can be involved.


Rich Johnson, 33 Lakeview, Grafton asked if the storwmater drainage could be done before the other complicated issued. Mr. Cordes said yes, but permission is needed to go onto property. Mr. Johnson said he gives permission. Mr. Cordes said be cautious with granting permission because then this would mean you have ownership. 
Mrs. Johnson said there was an 81 year old resident that made a statement on her survey; stating “she has made over several improvements to her property and would love to see the lake and bridge but money does not grown on trees and something needs to be done.


Commissioner Kokoski said the original petition needs to be presented to the Township on the noxious weeds; they will have to do this


Mrs. Johnson said she is here voicing her concerns because if someone dies then everyone is aware of what has happened in this area.

Commissioners thanked them for coming and once ownership is established then something can be done.

Mrs. Johnson said she will go to the Attorney General’s Office and let them know what has happened and see what creative ideas can be done.  Commissioner Kalo said the AG’s office defends ODNR. She stated that there are homeowners interested in pooling their money together then can a trust be set up or do a ditch process. She also stated that some residents would pay and others would use, they even take the trash out of the playground.  
Mr. Cordes said once the land issue is resolved, Lorain County will do what they can with the water, if this goes to litigation it could take several more years.

Mrs. Johnson said there was a new group formed, spent $12,000 in order to pay the proposal that Assistant Prosecutor Innes worked about paying $100/month then that is when Spitzer sued them, so therefore the homeowners are very reluctant to do anything they are noting going to be screwed over again. She also stated that the Auditor’s office is to relook at the evaluations; they are too high in this area.

PUBLIC COMMENT




October 24, 2012

Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator – Lorain County Common Pleas Court asked if Karen Davis could give an assessment of the old courthouse 2nd floor to possibly move PSI from gas building to here, since this is where they report.  County Administrator Cordes stated that he has not been able to speak with the Commissioners regards to this since he just received the email.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the state was going to give money for build out. 


Commissioner Kalo asked how much would this cost.


Mr. Lubbe said he was not sure or even feasible.


County Administrator Cordes said he was disturbed to learn that the Judges instructed Mr. Lubbe to call the Elyria City Building Department to inspect the courthouse, which the County Commissioners have ownership of. Mr. Lubbe indicated that anyone has the right to have an inspection and there are concerns with water, mold, rodent infestation, etc. and he was just following direction from the Judges. County Administrator Cordes said that there could have been a call placed to him, this was overstepping the Commissioners and their authority.  Mr. Lubbe stated that he has placed several work orders in through the county help desk that have not been answer or ignored.  County Administrator Cordes stated that there are several work orders and the county has a smaller maintenance/custodian staff due to the cutbacks and orders/repairs need to be prioritized, not patching tack holes or mopping the floor and the Judges and their staff has not incurred any cuts because they just order their budgets.  

Commissioner Williams asked for all work orders that have not been filled and future

Commissioner Kokoski said maybe we need to rework the work order system and put some kind of checklist to the side, where it can be checked as to how long it will take to do, or can’t be done.

Mr. Lubbe said that he problem is that work orders are placed and there is no communication not sure if they are seen, etc. He emailed Mr. Cordes and he also does not receive a response. Mr. Cordes stated that he is just as busy as everyone else and he prioritizes the issues and will eventually response.


Commissioner Williams said this is why he wanted a maintenance facility person and anyone can call the Commissioners if there is a problem

Mr. Cordes stated he thought what orders had to be done were, he was not aware that there were any major issues.  Mr. Lubbe indicated that there was a rotten door that water leaks through at the old courts house.  Mr. Cordes said if he called and put requests in and they were not getting done, then it would have been to call him rather than the building department for an inspection.  Mr. Cordes also indicted that he has no issues with the other court administrator there is always open dialogue but then again he has different judges.  


Commissioner Kalo said the Commissioners have cut staff, cut maintenance and if important things are not being addressed then bring to the chain of command.


Commissioner Williams stated that cleaning floors is not a maintenance duty it is custodian and maybe things need to be distinguish and asked if he could let the Judges know to come to the Commissioners next time.  Mr. Lubbe stated he was following his orders.  He even stated that he sent Mr. Cordes two emails and then decided to call, but was told by his Assistant that he was not able to speak at that moment. Mr. Cordes stated that he was in the middle of something else at 5 pm that day but did give his assistant an answer to give to him immediately.

Commissioner Kokoski said the Board has indicated that would be taking out a bond/note for facility issues.

Commissioner Williams said he would like to see all the issues that have not been addressed and he will deal with the personnel issue and 

maybe a different system could be in place and asked him to let the Judges know that the Commissioners are looking at a bond/note issue to address some of the facility concern.  He also indicated when he was asking for a facility reports he was like puling teeth from the Maintenance Director.  Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure that this would include the whole courthouse.

Mr. Lubbe said he was asking if Mrs. Davis could give an assessment of the old courthouse since he has not been getting a response from Maintenance Director Shawver.

Mr. Cordes stated that there were several people moved from the gas building to accommodate the PSI workers.
