JOURNAL ENTRY

Various county landowners were presented today to speak on their properties and how they will be affected by the Nexus pipeline.

Richard Baumgartner, Westlake owns 30 acres on SR83, Grafton Township said he is here to defend his property from the Nexus gas pipeline project and asking for the Commissioners help.  The pipeline is a bad idea in so many ways, so many levels, for neighbors, Lorain County and himself.  Nexus project – DTE Energy Co., Spectra Energy Corp., are the lead developers of the Nexus Gas transmission project. In his opinion their primary purpose is to make money. Their goal is to move fracking, natural gas from western Ohio to terminals in Detroit and on to Canada. H has been told that most of the gas will be sold in foreign or overseas markets, most of the gas will not be used in the United State.  Government oversight of an interstate gas pipeline situation is controlled by the Federal energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). The FERC process seems to be; application is made, discussion is held, approval is granted. Once approved, Nexus will have the right of eminent domain to assist them in gaining easements.  His biggest concern is the safety. What’s the big deal? The nexus project is only about putting in a gas line. Why should you be concerned?  A 42 inch gas pipeline, estimated to carry over a billion cubic feet to natural gas a day is not a typical gas line. Some say that quantity of gas has as much energy as a nuclear bomb. Historically, large gas lines have leaded, ruptured and exploded.  He said September 9,2 010, a 30 inch, 400 psia pipe ruptured in San Bruno, CA. The fire scene was attended by 67 fire trucks, 4 fixed wing aerial water bombers and 1 firefighting helicopter. Even with all this help, the fire burned for 10 hours and 8 people died.  This pipe was only 30 inches and at a pressure of 400 psia. The proposed Nexus pipe diameter is 40% larger and pressure is 300% more to present a risk that is almost inconceivable. How many fixed wing aerial water bombers will Lorain County need?  A project as big as putting a 42 inch pipeline across Lorain County, across road, waterways, railroads and infrastructure, requires a lot of coordinator with local officials. Who will this project affect infrastructure, traffic, safety response, the economy of Lorain County.  If nexus were truly concerned about safety and Lorain County, he asks the Commissioners have their officials met with you to discus all the aspects of this project.

How far away from a 42 inch gas pipe must you be to be safe when it explodes. A Canadian Ph.D. and Professional Engineer, Charles Rhodes, wore a paper on that subject. His conclusion was that under best of conditions you need to be 1009 meters (3,300 feet) away from the pipe. This is significantly further than 100 foot easement sometimes accepted as a safe distance.  You might think that as they put in more of these gigantic gas pipes they will be getting safer. There was study done of reported onshore gas pipeline problems or incidents. This study concluded that the number of significant gas pipeline incidents is increasing.   It is true that a gas pipe does not explode every day; in fact you could say that the chance of explosions is small. But it is also true that at least two, smaller diameter pipes have exploded. The result of a very large, 42 inch gas pipe explosion would be horrific. Ten years of problem free service is not worth 1 disaster. He held up a sign with Chernobyl, Three Mile Island, Fukushima and Lorain County and stated the list might seem a little too dramatic, but he is trying to make a point, that  billion cubic feet of gas a day can have  tremendous downside risk. Please help us remove Lorain County from this list say NO to the nexus pipeline

One of the most effect tools of opposing this nexus project is to show a grass roots objection. We are hoping that commissioners will consider today’s information and other information to supports rejecting the present nexus proposal and request Lorain County Commissioners passed a resolution that states “Lorain County Commissioners do not support the present proposal of the Nexus 42 inch gas pipeline through Lorain County.

Commissioner Kokoski stated the County Administrator and Commissioner Lundy attended a meeting with Nexus representatives.
Commissioner Lundy said when he was a legislator he spoke with Nexus and meet a week ago as Commissioner and issues were raised regards to safety and the route is still being reviewed.  NRG is regulated by the state and Nexus is regulated federally and other concerns were closeness of property, cutting through a pool and received letters from NRG but not from Nexus, he believes due to not being in that service area.

Commissioner Kalo did some research and SwanCreek, Toledo area and stated Liz Athaide-Victor a resident of Swancreek Township along with other residents of this township had their trustee oppose such pipeline.  Commissioner Kalo stated he believes that this project is going to go through due to the economic development and the transportation is needed but agrees that a safe manner without ruining property and agrees with an energy corridor.
Tim Milinski, SR 83 Grafton said more than 70 years ago Congress passed the natural gas act to ease the way for contracts to get pipe lines across the country and in their wisdom, they decide to give automatic eminent domain, and this law is still in effect today.  He stated Nexus has been very limited on giving information to the residents.  There was a small scale map that was sent to residents and in the letter there were to be several meeting, but have had only one open house meeting in September and only received more maps that someone took a picture of.

Commissioner Kalo said he found 2 maps on the interested with LaGrange and Grafton.  Grafton Township there is nothing.

Mr. Cordes said at the meeting there were conversations and February 4 there will be an elected officials meeting with Nexus but he would ask the group to give a list of things they have asked for but not received.  Mr. Milinski said this project stared February 2012 and they heard there were discussions with local officials back in 2013, received a letter March 2014, 2 years later after they started the project and New Franklin Township had a Nexus Engineer attend their meeting but nothing has changed by the maps that have been shown.  Mr. Cordes said he saw a similar map last year and they were not going to release information because the location were not confirmed but he thinks the information should be available now.

Mr. Milinski said he owns a farm and he promised his three children they could build their homes on this farm, 2 children already live on the parcels and the other will built in 2016 but this project shows them running a line right through where the foundation would be of the house and septic system, so now he can’t not keep his promise to his children.  He spoke to survey crews to reroute they said yes, next morning there were stacks in the ground that ran through where the house would be built.  He spoke with Tom Gillopis, local liaison; he has no technical background he is not much help.  Mr. Cordes asked him to leave his information with his assistant Sandy and he will on behalf of the commissioners get the information he is looking for.  Mr. Milinski said several residents along with Liz Athaide-Victor are part of a collation called “CORN”, Coalition to Relocate Nexus. This group made a presentation to Governor Kasich office with the Energy Policy Committee two weeks ago and the big push with CORN is to develop an energy corridor and this was received well in Columbus and would get back with them, which they have not yet.  He stated that Canada and Europe have been doing this for years and if you look at a map of all the pipelines in the county it looks like a bowl of spaghetti.   Mr. Cordes asked who is the contact person from CORN speaking with the Governor’s office.  Mr. Milinski said Michael Fraizer. Mr. Cordes said he will look into this.  Mr. Milinski said 13 letters were received from various governmental entities and Summit county considering resolution, Medina county ill write a letter and heard that LaGrange Township will do a resolution and it might not carry much legal weight but at least it might affect process and have them look at the whole situation and they don’t want an issue like San Bruno, CA.  He stated that all pipeline companies are all LLC’s and they do not carry enough insurance for damages, death etc, so what does that mean and Nexus monitors from TX and can’t not protect Lorain Countians.
Commissioner Kokoski said he did a nice job in presenting.

Commissioner Lundy said Mr. Milinski story is a great concern and keeping the family and homestead together and that is a great concern and he would like to have these concerns along with others compiled so they can be addressed and see it at street level map.  He asked if he has spoke with federal agencies because the Commissioners really have no legal stand on this issue. Mr. Milinski said there is a member on the coalition that is an attorney that has background in pipelines but his understanding is that FERC is federal but it is an independent agency and can’t sue, they are separate from energy department.  Commissioner Kalo said Congressman Gibbs is in their jurisdiction. Mr. Milinski said coalition has spoken with him.
Commissioner Kalo said he said the pipelines are coming, don’t think anyone can stop it but look at an area that will not be as disputed to lives, families and earning and we can write a letter to Governor's office and have discussion.

Mr. Milinski said would like to see maps in larger scale. Mr. Cordes will speak to them and see what he can do.

Jim Weigel, SR83, Grafton, he said the pipe is going through his house.  He wanted to show two news clips from previous gas pipe explosions, but they did not work.  He stated these pipes were only 36” and there was a lot of damage and this Nexus pipe is twice the size, so twice the damage and needing twice the amount of safety forces.  He submitted various resolutions and maps to the commissioners with 14 government agencies along the route that have opposed and appreciated the Commissioners for the review.  He stated this is an invasion of their property rights, a private company wanting eminent domain, this is not right.  It should be government by the people for the people; this just is not right and as property owners it cuts through his home and property.  An energy corridor is the correct way to approach this pipeline from a safety standpoint and peoples property to be maintained the way they purchased it, he moved to this county about 6 years ago from Bay Village, bought a farm to enjoy the country, taking life slower and have his grandson enjoy the property, he has endangered trees on his property, wetlands, have ponds, animals and it impacts him, his neighbors and the townships.
Mr. Baumgartner said when the Nexus pipeline was designed said the route that was proposed, they reviewed a lot of owners objections and the rerouting of the corridor and they said they have spent a lot of money on the pipeline proposal and don’t have time to redo and he would hope when discussions occur with them that the residents’ concerns are taken into consideration.
Sharon Billman, Avon Belden Rd., Grafton, a writer and farmer lives in southern part of the township along with her husband Kevin, an Iraq veteran and now retired from US Air force thanked the commissioners for all the work in addressing the complexities of such a diverse population; industrial, urban, suburban and rural with the economic constraints our county has experienced over the last few years.  She moved her 10 years ago, March 4 from Louisiana to help her husband transition the family farm from a conventional one to an organic and she is president to the local chapter of OEFFAS, Ohio Ecological food and Farm Association as well as being active in community in other ways. In September 2014, a friend told her she’d heard of a natural gas pipeline that was being proposed from Medina to Grafton to Oberlin and that she should see how far it was from her farm since w are a mile from the Lorain-Medina county line.  She went to an open house by nexus as the Medina recreation facility and was told that the pipeline was mile from her home. The following week, she went to a meeting at Medina neighbor’s farm. One of the neighbors told her that the pipeline was proposed to go through her backyard and that lien was 200 yards from their northeast property line. They were standing outside the bard, she screamed. She didn’t get a pipeline letter because it would not be on her property, if not for her neighbors and friend she would know nothing about the pipeline and it’s size and the danger inherent with anything related to moving volatile, toxic and explosive materials.  There were aerial photos of the pipeline’s route at the meeting that took her breath away at the homes in it’s’ pathway and she knew she had to be a part of seeing that the pipeline not be put in their area.  She also found out the other pipelines and workers for its installation would be coming from other states, some of the pipeline would be imported from overseas. Only a few temporary jobs would be here in Ohio the 42 inch pipelines are not available here.  She plans to be here each week to inform every one of their concerns for the community.   She gave a letter dated January 15, 2015 of all locations and dates of the Nexus gas transmission open houses
Commissioner Kalo said please send all information received from the resident’s just send to the Clerk so we are all informed.

Commissioner Lundy said when he was in the legislator he offered amendments to include that any pipe that is put in the ground is American made and those amendments were always rejected.

PRESENTATION

Bowen & Associates, Lorain County Transportation Center

Ken Emling, Principal, Richard L. Bowen & Associates, Inc., Cleveland gave a powerpoint presentation on the Lorain County Transportation and Community Center Rail platforms and pedestrian bridge.  He stated that Bowen was awarded this contract in Spring of 2014 to study the exiting transportation center and develop two concepts with intention to relocate Amtrak station.

Mr. Emling stated during the existing tunnels being built in 1920’s or a pedestrian bridge with platforms being all ada complaint.  The tunnel option had 2 shafts; west side was passenger and east side was freight and their suggestion would be to use the freight shaft with using existing entrance through center and construction new elevators and stairs to new platforms.  He indicated the tunnel option is $8,565.256 which includes a 20% contingency for any unforeseen issues but there is considerable more work with the tunnels and waterproofing, also not sure if other issues could arise being underground and the county does not actually own the tunnels, they are leased from Northern Suffolk.  The bridge option would also be ada compliant but use existing outside area building a staircase and elevators to the platforms and pedestrian bridge would have to be high enough so the trains that are double stacked can get through but there would be no tunnel usage and this cost is $9,016,201 and also includes the 20% contingency for any unforeseen issues that could arise.

County Administrator Cordes said there were many unknowns with the tunnel usage along with security concerns.  This project needs to move along or the funding will be lost but did indicate that the project would still be $500,000 short on the local match.  He said once this project moves along he can go back to the State to ask for toll credits and indicted that eth City of Elyria has willingness to partner with the city fees, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said NOACA wants to see something shovel ready before more commitment.  Mr. Cordes stated that Amtrak has $2 million and they have been told they need to get their Elyria station into ada compliant and this new area would work for them.

Commissioner Lundy asked how many elevators to the platform. Mr. Emling said 1 elevator 1 staircase, if additional it would be more construction and maintenance cost and also stated that the tunnel option only had 1 of each.  Commissioner Lundy said he is concerned with only 1 elevator.  Commissioner Lundy asked about the security. Mr. Bowen said the doors to Amtrak would be open to access and then can be locked with no usage.  Mr. Cordes said Amtrak has a caretaker now and there would be access to the lobby for restrooms and the trains come at 3 am.
Commissioner Lundy said he would have liked to see these drawings at night since it is a 3 am pick/drop off.  Mr. Emling said he could do.

Commissioner Kalo said this project has been in a long stage and he would like to see the county move on it and asked that Bowen address the concerns of Commissioner Lundy.

Elyria City Mayor Holly Brinda expresses appreciation for moving this project toward and it has been on her plan for years and this will make a difference in the redevelopment of downtown Elyria. She does not want to see the county loose $9 million for a $500,00 shortfalls and the city is willing to cooperate and have discussions with the county the maintenance of facility and area and hope that through NOACA and the rail corridor the city could leverage more funding.  Commissioner Kalo said it is on the agenda for this Friday.  Mayor Brinda said FTA has about $900,000 earmarked and Congresswomen Kaptur is waiting to release.  Mr. Cordes said this is federal money which can't be used as a match with federal money and hope to get Port Authority involved to provide assistance.  Commissioner Lundy compliment on the support of Mayor Brinda.
Mark Chessler, Elyria likes the bridge option and looks like only a difference between tunnels.  Mr. Cordes said there still is a difference in the local match and stated it is better to build new rather than build within existing at not knowing the additional if any issues below ground.  Mr. Chessler said he is very excited about this project.  Commissioner Kokoski asked how much money has this project been. Mr. Cordes said the building was purchased and cost of whole project thus far is around $10 million with federal and no general fund money and hope to do an open house in spring.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

December 4, 2014

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to describe the agreement between the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) and the Board of Commissioners on behalf of the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory’s participation in the National Forensic Laboratory Information System (NFLIS).

Overview of NFLIS

Implemented in 1997, NFLIS systematically collects results from drug analyses conducted by forensic laboratories and law enforcement entities. NFLIS data help provide a comprehensive picture of our Nation’s drug problem and is used in strategic and tactical drug control plans, policies, and operations. Through the assistance of a contractor, DEA is gathering information for the NFLIS through partnerships with forensic laboratories and law enforcement entities around the country.

Terms of Agreement

This section outlines the responsibilities of DEA and the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory:

Responsibilities of DEA:

1. If necessary and subject to the availability of funds, DEA may have its contractor provide encryption software to the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory to use in the transfer of data to NFLIS.

2. DEA agrees, subject to the availability of funds, to make reasonable efforts to accommodate the data format most convenient for the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory and to be responsible for necessary data recoding and reformatting.

3. DEA agrees to perform routine data edit checks and will contact the laboratory regarding missing or out-of-range data.
4. DEA agrees to implement security procedures especially developed for NFLIS for receiving, storing and disseminating data reported by the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory.

5. If needed and subject to the availability of funds, the DEA contractor may provide resources to facilitate the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory’s participation with NFLIS. These resources may include programming and implementing a NFLIS-designed laboratory information management system (NIMS) software. These resources may also include information technology to help meet the requirements for collecting and reporting the NFLIS data.

All requests for above items and services must be approved in writing by the DEA contracting officer before being provided by the DEA contractor.

Responsibilities of the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory:

1. The Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory agrees to report to NFLIS, on a monthly basis, information for controlled substance cases submitted to the laboratory by law enforcement agencies in its jurisdiction. In addition, the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory agrees that DEA, or its designee, may contact the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory in reference to data-related issues. The following data items will be reported:

· Laboratory case number. Unique identifier assigned to a submission by the laboratory.

· Laboratory item number. Unique identifying number assigned by the laboratory to each integral component of physical evidence within a submission or case that is examined and individually specified in a laboratory report.

· Submission date. Date physical evidence submitted to the laboratory for analysis. If this date is unknown, date physical evidence received by the laboratory for analysis.

· Location of the submitting agency. County, city, zip code of the submitting agency.

· Form of material. Description of the physical form (i.e., crystal, powder, liquid, tablets, capsules, caplets) of each item within a submission or case received for analysis.

· Quantity. For each item within a submission or case received for analysis, quantity of material in grams (weight), milliliters (liquid), or units (tablets, capsules).

· Completion date. Approximate date analysis completed.

· Controlled substance(s) identified. For each item within a submission or case received for analysis, all controlled substances that are identified by laboratory analysis.

2. The Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory will report this data in an electronic format. Subject to DEA approval, the exact reporting format will be decided in discussions between the DEA contractor and the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory.
3. Other items of information routinely recorded in electronic format may also be reported if available, including but not limited to name of submitting agency, circumstances of evidence acquisition, origin of drug, name of manufacturer, packaging or markings, drug purity, secondary active drug(s) identified, non-controlled substances(s) identified.

4. The Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory understands and agrees that it will be listed as a NFLIS participant in reports and other related documents distributed by DEA.

Access to NFLIS Data by the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory:

1. NFLIS Reports – DEA will make periodic and special reports and data available through the World Wide Web NFLIS Web site: https://www.nflis.deadiversion.usdoj.gov. The reports will explain complex technical material by including figures, tables, and graphic illustrations. 

2. Access to the NFLIS Data Query Site – The NFLIS Data Query Site will be configured to allow the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory to access its own data at the individual case level, data from other individual laboratories in an aggregated format, as well as aggregated regional and national data. The laboratory will have the capacity to query this data using standard queries (to be augmented as needed) and limited capacity to generate customized reports (e.g., examination of drugs analyzed by drug type, time period, and geographical area). Access to the NFLIS Data Query Site will be granted by the DEA Office of Diversion Control.

Termination

The memorandum is in effect upon the date of the last signature and will remain in effect subject to biennial review unless rescinded by either party on a 60-day written notice. The provisions of this MOU may be amended at any time upon mutual agreement of both parties.

Authority

This Memorandum of Understanding supersedes all prior Memoranda of Understanding regarding the Lorain County Crime/Drug Laboratory’s participation in NFLIS.

Although the project is complete, the Lorain County Engineer was advised in November of 2014 that a Mechanics Lien has been filed by American Roadway Logistics, Inc. for material and labor furnished on the project.  The balance due to American Roadway Logistics, Inc. is

$2,486.40.

On November 24, 2014, Assistant Prosecuting Attorney Gerald Innes advised Eclipse Co. by Certified Mail of the claim and advised them to respond within 21 days.  To date, no response has been received from Eclipse and Mr. Innes has advised the engineer’s office to pay American Roadway Logistics the balance due of $2,486.40.  This amount will then be deducted from the amounts due Eclipse.

At this time, the engineer’s office is requesting authority to make payment to American Roadway Logistics, Inc. in the amount of $2,486.40 for material and labor furnished on the Chamberlain Road Bridge #0210 in Grafton Township.  Funding will be made available
