Big Brothers Big Sisters – Michael Sherrill, Board Chair & Lise Day, Executive Director

Mr. Sherrill said Big Brothers Big Sisters has provided for 20 years safe and at work mentoring children and they are one of the 250 national affiliates across US. Program started because there was a need for mentoring out of the ad litem program through leadership.  
Mission is simple; change the lives of children for the better, forever and their goal is to change 350 children’s lives in 2014-2015 by forming 130 new 1:1 mentoring relationships; sustaining 160 multiyear relationships and exposing 60 ready to be matched children and potential volunteers in big for a day activities.  Working with children who have adverse childhood experiences requires a knowledgeable staff of licensed social works and an Ohio certified prevention specialist to ensure we do not further harm, the staff must also become knowledge in volunteer management.  They continue to look for male mentors and he has been a board member for many years because it was the right thing to do.


Ms. Day showed a short video of successful youth and mentors and why it is important and how many programs are there to help others and explained how to get involved, she has been doing it 19 years.


The Big program in Lorain County served 41.9% more children, while nationwide as a federation, 4.6% fewer children were served. Average March length of ‘Lorain county agency is well above national averages – 3 years together on average (37.2 months Lorain compared to 28.4 months national average) the length of the relationship correlates to outcomes that include; avoiding risky behavior (drugs, alcohol, teen parenting, violence) – 95.4%; academic accomplishments (staying in school, better grades, respecting teachers) – 88.6% and attitudes and competencies (getting along with peers, parent, healthy expression of feelings, improvement in mental health) 93.6%.  

Mentors and money are primary drivers for capacity to serve more youth. While we report number o children matched, the program actually engages multiple people in their community, from the mentor to the parent to the college intern and the community supporter at Bowl for Kids sake. They believe such civic engagement is health for the entire community and they receive a variety of revenue sources for a total of $362,132

WHEREAS, Ken Carney Lorain County Engineer by letter dated February 9, 2015 submitted the following:

“In April of 2014, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners completed and submitted a Cooperative Purchasing Program Participation Agreement with the Ohio Department of Transportation-Office of Contract Sales for the purchase of 14,600 tons of Sodium Chloride (Rock Salt). This material is utilized for snow and ice control on county highways as well as Columbia, Lorain, Amherst, Elyria, and Clearview Schools, the Townships of Brighton, New Russia, Henrietta, Columbia and Grafton, South Amherst Village, Lorain County Metroparks and various facilities under the Board of Commissioners.  Additionally, material has been available to Carlisle and Huntington Townships and the Huron County Engineer this season due to their inability to obtain bids as a result of the shortage that occurred due to the unseasonably bad winter experienced last year. 

       As a technique to conserve the amount road salt used during each and every snow and ice event, the Highway Department of the Engineers Office routinely mixes Air Cooled Blast Furnace Slag (grit) with the Rock Salt.  Entities being supplied rock salt by the engineer’s office are encouraged to use

this practice as well.  Approximately 4800 tons of grit were purchased in October of 2014 through

informal quotes received by the County Engineer.  Currently these supplies are nearly exhausted and       will result in excessive salt use if not replenished.  Based on current consumption rates, an additional       4760 tons is required for this winter season.  Crossroads Asphalt Recycling Inc., Columbia        Township, Ohio, who provided the initial 4800 tons, has agreed to provide the 4760 tons of air cooled

blast furnace slag at $10.50 per ton for a total delivered cost of $49,980.00

WHEREAS, Keith A. Bailey, Director, Lorain County Solid Waste Management District, by memo dated January 6. 2015, submitted the following:

“Latex Paint is the single largest component of the Household Hazardous Waste stream at our Collection Center; it constitutes well over 75% of the total volume by weight. It is currently processed by our HHW contractor, and is being reused as a landfill cover material.

As part of our policy of continuous improvement, we recently researched other opportunities that would both reduce our cost and improve the recycling of the material. In doing so, we received proposals from two companies that actually turn this discarded material back into usable paint.

Attached is a copy of the comparison between these two proposals and our current operation. The proposal from American Paint Recyclers of Middle Point, Ohio clearly offers us a more cost effective solution. In the first three quarters of 2014, we shipped 159,421 pounds of latex paint on 170 pallets. Our direct processing cost was $21,524.84. The same material shipped to American Paint Recyclers would have cost $5,885.40 – a reduction of nearly 73%.

In order to realize this cost savings, I recommend that the commissioners approve a contract with American Paint Recyclers for the processing of latex paint received at our Collection Center for the year 2015, with options for years 2016 and 2017. A copy of the proposed contract is attached. All expenses related to this contract will be paid from Account Number 2260-0000-100-000-05-6700-6700, titled HHW Processing Services.”

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners, that the contract with American Paint Recyclers of Middle Point, Ohio for the recycling of discarded latex paint is approved.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski and her colleagues met with the Main Street Directors from Amherst, Oberlin and Wellington.  They had a nice sit down discussion and collaboration, and she is hopeful that they will work together in the future to make downtown areas better.

Yesterday she and her colleagues attended the state of the City of Elyria address and Mayor Brinda shared a lot of information.
She also attended Commissioner Kalo’s fundraiser and met a lot of nice people and enjoyed the chicken wings.

Regarding her birthday today, she stated that “50” is the new “30.” 

Ms. Kokoski announced that the Dog Kennel will have a fundraiser at Bob Evans in Amherst on Saturday February 28, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., and Bob Evans will donate 15% of the sales to the Dog Kennel.  A flyer is needed and if anyone would like one they should contact her office at 329-5100, and it will be sent to them via email or regular mail.  She received a Dog Kennel analysis recently that shows dog license sales have increased.  The County generated $9,300 in 2010 and $33,500 in 2014.  She is also proud of the sale of the dogs.  The Dog Kennel is doing an awesome job at getting dogs adopted into families; and she congratulated the Dog Kennel staff for doing such a great job.     

Ms. Kokoski also shared information about a report she received from Tom Kelly regarding the major rainstorm that occurred on May 12, 2014.  The Small Business Administration Disaster Declaration that the County received due to heavy rainfall allowed Lorain County residents who experienced damage to receive home loans and business loans at a low interest rate.  The assistance provided through the disaster loan process for Home Owner Loans was 144 Applied and 78 were approved, and the total loan amount was $2,223,000.00; 13 applied for Business Loans and 9 were approved, and the total loan amount was $737,600.00; and the grand total loan amount was $2,960,600.00.  The ability for the public to be able to apply for these low interest loans was due to the County’s timely county-wide disaster declaration and also the hard work of staff and volunteers that fielded over 1,000 damage report calls.  This was the first time in Mr. Kelly’s 24-plus years working at EMA that Lorain County has received such a declaration without using numbers from an adjoining county.  This truly was a flash flood occurrence that has been called a once-in-a-thousand-year event, six inches of rainfall within a 1 hour and 45 minute time period.  Mr. Kelly also acknowledged the work of the Ohio EMA field liaison people, Cathy Deck and Leslie Bricker.  They were available within four hours of calling just after midnight on the 12th.  The assistance they provided was invaluable.  Ms. Kokoski thanked Mr. Kelly and his staff and everyone who worked so hard to get the money needed to help Lorain County residents.  Mr. Cordes also acknowledged the efforts of volunteers who remain nameless that took calls and the media also got the word out and all who helped get that declaration out there.  Ms. Kokoski also thanked Solid Waste for providing dumpsters throughout the County for people to use.  It was a great County-wide effort.  Mr. Cordes said the County spent $38,000 to provide dumpsters and this was the second time this had been done in the County.  
Commissioner Kalo said he had a conference call with the CCAO last Wednesday to review the Governor’s budget proposal.  He spoke with a Legislative aide from Columbus this morning to see if he knew how things were going to go.  There are some major concerns and talk about raising the sales tax ½% and getting rid of the income tax, and this would have a major effect on seniors.  He is hoping others will work together to push the Governor to resubmit another budget proposal.  
He also had an opportunity to talk on the radio this morning about what is going on at the County.    

Mr. Kalo also thanked everyone who attended his fundraiser and it was a very good time.
Commissioner Lundy had an enjoyable time meeting with the Main Street Directors from Amherst, Oberlin & Wellington at Crocker Park.  Although they met there, he wanted to note that he shops first at Midway Mall, Avon Commons and other Lorain County stores.  Lorain County has natural downtown areas, and he wanted to encourage people to support the Main Streets throughout Lorain County.  
He also wanted to thank the safety crews.  In today’s culture it is popular to bash the government, but people are supportive and thankful for the services provided by policemen, firemen, sheriff deputies, and plow trucks.
He mentioned that Voices of Democracy were supposed to have taken place on Sunday at VFW Post 1079, but he said this was cancelled and will be rescheduled in March.  This is to recognize students for their paperwork describing democracy.  
He attended the state of the City of Elyria’s address and it was well attended and is looking forward to attending Mayor Ritenauer’s city address on Thursday.

He also had an interesting conference call with representatives from Mercy hospital, who are very concerned about access to care, which is becoming a national trend due to the aging population, and there are similar demographics in Lorain County.
