Motion by Kokoski, seconded by Lundy to adopt Resolution. Clerk called for discussion.

*Commissioner Lundy questioned #6, adult probation transferring monies from salaries to furniture/fixtures and this is a grant. Beth Cwalina, Chief Adult Probation said this is presentencing investigate grant and there was position developed into this grant and was not foiled to January so the $12,142 they would like to move from salaries to furniture/fixtures is the excess money from that position not being filled right away and if they do not use these stated funds they will lose it.  

Commissioner Lundy said what is the focus of this grant, recidivism. Ms. Cwalina said yes 407 recidivism grant. 

Commissioner Lundy asked what the allowable expenses under this grant. Ms. Cwalina said salaries, furniture and fixtures. Prior to this account transfer they did a grant revision which was approved by the state in order to buy drug supplies and 4 desks.  Commissioners Kokoski said drug supplies; Ms. Cwalina said correct, drug testing cups.

Commissioner Lundy asked if rent was covered. Ms. Cwalina said no, that is not allowable.

Commissioner Lundy said his concern, he wanted a greater explanation because he believes grant money should go into programming not capital purchases and the other concern is that discussion began before he came into office about going into a new facility for adult probation and would think that going into a new facility and look at new furniture, don’t think would have an new facility with old furniture and why would we be buying furniture at this time. Ms. Cwalina said over the past 2 years this department has grown tremendously and received $600,000 in grant funds from the state the main focus on these grant funds is programming.  Programming is not an allowable expense in this particular grant this grant pays for presentencing investigation, investigator writers to write sentencing reports for the judges.  They do have a huge emphasis on programming but with all the new grant funds received we need paid employees to do the work and there is an immediate need for 4 new desks right now.  She stated they have utilized the county storage, pulled out old desks from there, have some desks in their department that is as old as the probation department and have survived movement from 4 locations.  There is an immediate need for our new employees to have new desks.
Commissioner Lundy said another concern is that if staffing is being added or has been added, he would think that they would be protective of that salary line item. Ms. Cwalina said this particular salary line item was written for a particular position and cannot move grant funds from one grant to another grant, so if these funds are not utilized we have to pay the money back to the state.  Commissioner Lundy asked when the deadline is, Ms. Cwalina said June 30

Commissioner Lundy said his position is that money goes towards program not capital and he asked her to meet with Karen Davis and actually go to the warehouse and see if there are desk there that might be possible to be used. Ms. Cwalina said she already did this, has been there many times and utilized most of the furniture that was already there and what is there, there is no value of life.  They have utilized used desks from the justice center, brought furniture over from storage area multiple occasion and believes their employees need and deserve and the state is willing to pay for it and if this purchase is not made the money will go back to the state.
Commissioner Lundy understands employees need a good working condition it just, when he has to sign off on something he needs to explain it to the public and he has a tough time making a connection between purchasing a desk and how this reduces the recidivism so he would ask this to be placed on hold today and ask that they revisit the warehouse and take a look that could be used.

Commissioner Kokoski said she is not as concerned with the desks as she is with the urine test, are you not using our crime lab to do this or did you never.  Ms. Cwalina said have not used the lab since it closed January of last year and their Judges and maybe Tim Lubbe can speak of this but and the Judges have decided that they are not charging probationers for the drug test, this money is written into their grants for a good chunk paid for by the state not by the county.  

Commissioner Kalo said a dip stick is only being done, Ms. Cwalina said correct.

Commissioner Kokoski said this is only for the probationers, Ms. Cwalina said correct. Commissioner Kokoski said the test are only like $3 a piece and there is a purchaser request of $9,000, that is a lot of, Ms. Cwalina said they go through a case a week and only order what they need and don’t believe any money has been used out of county funds, it is all coming from the state written into this grant. 

Commissioner Lundy said prior to him coming into office, there has been investments made to the crime lab and this testing is separate. Ms. Cwalina said correct. Commissioner Kalo said the division was made in 2014
Tim Lubbe, Court Administrator said last year the Judges made an assessment as far as to expenditure of funds related to the drug test and they determined they were spending in excess of $2-3,000 more than what was necessary  so as a cost saving measure they decided to not utilize the lab and saved significant dollars estimated at $200,000/year.  Commissioner Kokoski said that was because of the machines. Mr. Lubbe said they did not need this very expensive piece of equipment they just needed something to show if a person is positive or negative.  He stated the lab does provide a valuable service at various levels and Judges felt they did not need this expenditure. Commissioner Kokoski said we then inherited that machine and paid for, neither here or there, so this expenditure is just for your probation, people on probation are using this service.  

Mr. Innes said he has a meeting with potential users of the drug lab and his understanding is they are also providing services for probation departments at municipals. Mr. Lubbe probation, yes.
Commissioner Kokoski said these are the people that were originally going to use our service, so that is the reason commissioners went forward with purchasing equipment because we thought we had a certain amount of customers that would utilize the lab. Now, the courts are taking these customers.  Mr. Lubbe said no, Mr. Innes is referring to the municipal, individual they supervise under CSR department under municipal so they are on probation with them. He said these are no different than a different level of probation through ISP which we also supervise municipal this is a business model for them, they are not interesting in doing these test they have an obligation.

Commissioner Kalo said municipal have probation officers, and then they send over whomever they have an issue with to adult probation, both department to get urine test. Mr. Lubbe said they are under different levels they supervise; some municipal courts have their own probation departments. Commissioner Kalo said he is familiar with Lorain, they have 2 probation officers. Mr. Lubbe said Lorain and Elyria and also supervisors Avon, Oberlin and a few in Vermilion.  Even if they do have their own probation departments they still have a supervisor component under CSR.  Commissioner Kalo said who did the urine test prior, muni do themselves, or sent to adult probation. Mr. Lubbe said he believes they were all being sent to them…….Ms. Cwalina, said not she is aware…….just to clarify she has received a couple of phone calls from different municipal judges asking for them to asking for them to drug test their vendors before the cases were sent to them and have done this, probably can count on one hand how many times, it is not something regularly.
Commissioner Kalo said there is not a charge to municipalities.  Ms. Cwalina said the municipal courts would have to collect the money from their vendors to pay for the drug test from them. Commissioner Kalo said do we go over there to drug test or do they come to us. Ms. Cwalina said them come to us. Commissioner Kalo said so there is no transportation being done on our end, Ms. Cwalina said absolutely not.

Mr. Lubbe said these are ….grant dollars being asked transferred to drug testing or furniture these are loose it or get fined. We cannot go back to the state to ask for that to be reallocated if we don’t use for furniture, they lose it, simply as that.  Commissioner Lundy said there are other allowable expenses. Mr. Lubbe said no, it has been allocated for furniture, we are limited on our grant revisions and we cannot keep going back and saying we asked for this to be allocated for furniture and then go back and allocate it for salaries, this is a very frustrating process.
Commissioner Lundy said it was allocated for salaries.  Mr. Lubbe said it was but then they want back to the state and stated there was a need for furniture so they approved and reallocated it for that, so we cannot go back again and ask for another revision, there are a number of revisions they can ask for.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked if Commissioner Lundy was fine with that or did he still want to hold.

Commissioner Lundy said the deadline is summer, April/May and he would like for them to take another look at the warehouse. Mr. Lubbe said respectfully they have done this. Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Cordes if there was good furniture left at the warehouse. Mr. Cordes said he is not sure this is something he does not have a lot of concern over.

Commissioner Kalo asked if there was an issue with the drug testing supplies that that is paid for by the state for the probationers, if they were to split the transfer and Commissioner Lundy to review the furniture and purchase the supplies. Commissioner Lundy said he doesn’t want to tie up the other issue of supplies and maybe do another transfer for the purchase of supplies. Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Innes if his meeting was this week. Mr. Innes said yes with Domestic Relations Court and municipal courts. Commissioner Kokoski said we can hold for one week, it is not going to make or break anything. Ms. Cwalina said we are low on the supplies..Mr. Lubbe said it would delay because by the time it is approved then you have to get a purchase order and takes another week, the furniture can wait but have worries about the testing people…Commissioner Kokoski said she does not want that to happen, just want to make sure.
 Commissioner Lundy appreciates that but quite frankly don’t appreciate things being bundled together like this and realize the county moves salaries line items but now it is putting him into a position where he is not supportive of this need for furniture but now being leveraged because you need funds and in the future don’t bundle together.  Mr. Lubbe appreciates that and this is a difficult dynamic and know that we will have to legal counsel involved because there is a legal issue with regards to the commissioners approving or not approving the courts expenditures, respectfully….should the commissioners decide, logically commissioners could say they are not going to do that essentially what you have done that you have stated the courts can not choose how to spend their money, and would submit to the commissioners legally that this is not the answer, but we are going down a dangerous road and it is certain the commissioners prerogative if you so choose but he thinks it creates a difficult convolution for all parties.
Mr. Cordes said this conversation needs to end now and seek advice of counsel and maybe Tim has a valid point, maybe but since there are other legal issues with the courts he recommends to end this conversation that has just been put on the table, and get your advice of counsel. 
Commissioner Lundy said if we hold this for a week you are not going to do or testing or not do the testing; it is a yes or no answer. Ms. Cwalina said she can wait 1 week.

Commissioner Lundy recommends that this item be held.
