January 27, 2016


Commissioner Lundy said HB394 introduced by Barb Sears, Sullivan, Ohio (near Toledo) the unemployment reductions are disturbing. She has introduced that benefits would be cut from 26 to 12 weeks based on the unemployment rate at the time.  His concern is there is great job loss; Lorain County is facing this along with the steel mills. The economic recovery is slow, hard displaced workers have families to feed, mortgages to pay.  This is only good for the employers as a tax break being a deduction of $313 million through 2025, workers benefits are reduced by $475 million.  Due to the recession there was not enough money in the compensation and the federal government wants that money back the balance is $775 million down from $1.3 billion and the state unemployment tax has not changed since 1995 employers are only paying on the first $9,000 not the first $14,000 in wages.  Lorain County has concerns with their residents and families facing tough times.  He said the Clerk has indicated that no other counties have sent anything, so we would be the first county

Commissioner Kalo said unemployment differs from state to state because of the high volume of manufacturing and steel facilities.  He stated Columbus is booming so ignore the rest of Ohio.  He stated that Representative Sears should understand the hardships be being close to Toledo and the Jeep and Glass plants.


Commissioner Kokoski said this is an important issue and everyone needs to be aware it will hurt.

Commissioner Lundy spoke with Representative Boose and Township meeting and he stated that Huron has high unemployment and he had great reservation to this bill and the substitute bill was not much better.  This is bad for working families of the county and state and the state again wants to solve their financial issues on the backs of families

WHEREAS, Ohio wants to solve the problems with funding the state unemployment trust fund at the expense of unemployed workers while reducing employer contributions over time; and

WHEREAS, unemployment compensation benefits provide temporary and partial wage replacement to involuntarily unemployed workers and to stabilize or stimulate the economy, especially during periods of economic downturn or stagnation; and

WHEREAS, a jobless individual must serve a single waiting week annually, but under HB394, there would be an extra waiting week each time. This would make it more difficult for many temporary and seasonal workers with intermittent work histories to qualify for any unemployment benefits and would generally reduce the amount received; and


WHEREAS, Lorain County is seeing job losses and the economic recovery is still slow where it is harder for displaced workers to find new work. Those unemployed still have families to feed and mortgages to pay as they struggle to pay bills and find new employment; and


WHEREAS, Lorain County’s steel industry has begun the process of laying off hundreds of workers. This is a devastating economic hardship for those families, without unemployment benefits many individuals and families will be forced into very difficult economic times.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, we hereby oppose HB394 as this would economically cripple many of Lorain County’s working families facing job losses.

LEASE EXTENSION AGREEMENT

This Lease Extension Agreement (“Agreement”) is made as of this 27th day of January, 2016, between AERODEN LTD., an Ohio limited company, (hereinafter “Aeroden”) and the BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF LORAINCOUNTY, OHIO , (“Board”). Aeroden and Board are sometimes collectively referred to in this Agreement as the “Parties.”)



RECITALS


WHEREAS, Aeroden is a “Lessee” under a Lease (“Lease”) dated February, 1996 under which it is and has leased certain land from the Lorain County Regional Airport Authority, a public body, said Lease now being administered by the Board, as “Lessor”; and,


WHEREAS, the initial term of the Lease was for a period of Twenty (20) years beginning on February 1, 1996 and ending on January 31, 2016; and,


WHEREAS, Article 1, Section 1.01 of the Lease provides that Aeroden has the right to extend the term of the Lease for an additional twenty (20) years subject to certain terms and conditions including a requirement that Aeroden provide written notice of the exercise of its right of renewal at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of the Lease; and,


WHEREAS, on or about June 1, 2015, Aeroden provide written notice to Board of its intent to renew the Lease for an additional twenty (20) year term; and,


WHEREAS, Board has received said notice and has agreed to renew the Lease with Aeroden for an additional twenty (20) year term upon the terms and conditions set forth in the Lease.
