Commissioner Kokoski attended City of Lorain address, very good and congrats to Dan Given on being appointed Service Director

Commissioner Kokoski attended Elyria Township steak fry at DeLuca’s this past Friday, wow this event was huge


Commissioner Kokoski attended a fundraiser at BW3 for Fido’s Companion. She stated that Karlie Smick was there, she is the girl that donates to the dog kennel.  When she was 6 since her birthday was close to Christmas she asked her mom to get donations for animals, well that was 8 years ago and she continues.  The dog kennel is a recipient and we do appreciate it.  She will be at a meeting and she will also show the clip when she was on Ellen DeGeneres


Commissioner Kokoski had Goodwill meeting this past Monday and they will discontinue their bus and asked Mr. Cordes to look into maybe getting it, Mr. Cordes said the paperwork is on his desk


Commissioner Kokoski attended Team Lorain county meeting yester and had a robust discussion

Commissioner Kokoski said the last hearing was yesterday on Gore Orphanage Ditch and Commissioners approved

Commissioner Kokoski said the land bank meeting was also yesterday and they received $3 million for demo


Commissioner Kokoski said Kathy Fritsch is here today to introduce “High Voltage”

Kathy Fritsch thanked the Commissioners for this opportunity and said she has worked previously with Kathie Dolgin, aka High Voltage and glad she is back in Ohio. They have spoken with State Representative Terry Boose about the EUVA EnergyUp Program and learned that money is available through Healthier Buckeye Council and this goes through Job & Family Services with $2-4 million in that budget, given to counties that apply to this council but not everyone will receive. We are presenting to Lorain County a wonderful healthy implementation program with EnergyUp that has research behind her. They presented it to the State Capital and State Job & Family Services and included a recommendation from State Rep Terry Boose and one will be coming from Representative Ramos.  This is a worthwhile program and has shown that 25 grams of sugar causes health disease, cancer, diabetes, heart disease and you will also become physically fit. They have spoken to Metro, Cleveland Clinic, Mercy and Y to participate.

Kathie Dolgin aka High Voltage said she is a local girl from South Lorain and for the last 50 years she has been based out of New York and LA as a health and wellness pioneer for over 35 years and sober for 30 years.  She learned when she became sober that her eating behavior was contributed to sugar, which is also an addiction as well as processed food, it affects your brain.  Her career began in the late 70’s as owner of a prominent hotel and spa where she began her health and wellness lifestyle program called Energy Up!. She was featured on Today Show along with Katie Couric and there is a video on UTube called “Feed Up”.  Her book Sugar Savvy Solution is her 2nd book partnering with Readers Digest and she had medical study done on her program from Columbian Presbyterian Hospital and Metro Health, Cleveland is very interested in her study.  She said moderation is the key to success and motto is 24 grams in 24 hours and there is scientific evidence and it is less for kids and little more for men.  At her age of 70 she needed to come home and with Bloomberg, no longer being the Mayor in NY, which she enjoyed working for but had to take care of her family here now.  She said this program is ready to roll and want to get the schools to the take the pledge to get fit and healthy, sugar is everywhere and need to be Fit, Fab & Fierce. She spoke with the Mayor of Lorain and Elyria and Sheffield and introduced program in to the Sheffield Lake Schools.    Her mission is to empower women and girls to live healthy lives and mobilizes them to fight obesity and other diseases associated with high sugar consumption.

Commissioner Lundy said when he was a reporter in Charleston West Virginia he did a report on obesity and sugar being a big problem.  He did the Atkins Diet cutting all carbs, soda and sugar and he was losing weight and tried to figure it out, but if you cut out carbs and sugar, weight will be lost.  When he was a state legislator they moved to take vending machines from schools because that is what the students were buying.  Ms. Dolgin said selling drugs makes money (sugar makes money).


Gayle Stumphauzer, was involved many years with Leadership Lorain County but for the last five years she has a nonprofit Margeau’s Free To Be Project, in honor of her youngest daughter who past.  She is very dedicated to Lorain County and moving it forward in any it can and happy to have met Kathie, which is her neighbor so it has been worked out very well, became great friends and she has started to improve her health which was not the greatest since her daughters passing.  This is a great opportunity for Lorain County to put ourselves on the map and do it property and open it up to all. Take Mercy Hospital for example, which is a board member, would like to work with the staff and their families, fire department, government workers, schools, etc and tracking the progress to show data that what they are doing does make a difference.  This woman is a big deal, she has many contacts and with all the health studies over the last 5-10 years we are not in good condition.  But this will be a grand story for Lorain County, Northeast Ohio, State of Ohio and a model for the country and on prime television with communities transforming our health.


Ms. Dolgrin said Becky Rodriquez, Head Start Nutrition Director has a good program and she met with registered dietitians at the  Sheffield/Sheffield Lake schools and they have since kicked out Aramark.  Everyone can make changes, it’s not about taking it out, it’s about getting the kids fired up not wanting to do this and educate them, and there are a lot of incentives and lots of layers that everyone can make a difference.  If we get the funds and with all the key members here in Ohio and make Lorain County ground zero to get EnergyUp!

Commissioner Kokoski attended a class at LACADA and was shown a brain scan that demonstrated a brain on sugar looks like a brain on cocaine. She stated that Mr. Cordes has been in conversation with Mary Lou Golski, Director – Job & Family Services because this grant money would flow through that department. Mr. Cordes stated if the Commissioners approve to form a Buckeye Council the state has funds that would be distributed but there are requirements and two things that stuck out was a qualified sustainability and continuation plan, this cannot be a onetime initiative, there needs to be sponsorships and continuing cash flow. He said this program was to promote helping people out of poverty.  Commissioner Lundy asked if they discussed this program with County Health District since they have their own board and a levy that possibly has extra funds.
Commissioner Kalo thanked her for that presentation.
