Dick Heidecker, Columbia Township Trustee stated that Olmsted Falls did the same thing Commissioners today on receiving the annexation petition.  He also stated the Lorain County shred truck will be in the Township this Saturday. Also said he is not sure of the meeting next week with Mr. Cordes
Commissioner Lundy thanked Mr. Heidecker for all his work with NOACA. Mr. Heidecker stated he did ask Lorain Mayor if he could come there and raise chickens. 
Commissioner Lundy said Mike Challender is working on the launch program for the shred truck and getting more location. Mr. Heidecker said it’s a great program and cost the township $375

Jeff Baxter, Elyria wanted to acknowledge that it takes a great deal of skill to run this very complex Lorain County business. There are so many moving parts. Mr. Cordes, you do a marvelous job for Lorain County and the citizens of this county are very lucky to have you at the helm.
He came here today to speak about the sales tax increase of 12/14/2016 that was put in place over the vote o 99,000+ Lorain County voters who voted this tax down in November 2016 election. He knows the votes are not happy with the Commissioners for the way the tax was imposed. And the voters are not happy with the fact that this tax will bring in a lot more money, perhaps twice as much, than the annual budget deficit that was forecast. Mr. Baxter suggests to the Commissioners that you have solved the wrong problem in the wrong way.
The real problem is that the more money is needed for safety services, jail, sheriff, court and the ¼% jail tax from 1995 is not covering those expenses. The general fund is supplementing these services by $2-3 million a year it seems. A new ¼% sales tax which feds the general fund is not what voters want to hear these days. Voters want to know where their money will be spent, and they want proof that it has been spent as advertised you can’t just tell the voters, the citizens of Lorain county hat you need more money. There has to be more by way of explanation. This board has a sever communication problem with the voters.

Perhaps a better way of solving this can be taken from the experience of Elyria with Issue 6. City council, community leaders, the Elyria Police chief and concerned citizens figured out how the money would e best spent. They also planned the levy to be just 5 years and the levy would be renewable. Once this was all determined, they enlisted all who were interested to get the word out there. As you know, the issue passed.
So today, the commissioners have lost all credibility with the Voters, but you have money to run the county. What are the Commissioners to do? Here are some thoughts: 1) immediately pass a new resolution to stop collecting the tax after just 1 year, do this next week; 2) publish detail plans for how the money that is coming in is being or will be spend 3) Work with the state legislators to get some of the $2 billion surplus that is in Columbus. Quit playing party politics with this statement 4) look to put a renewable increase on the ballot in a future year backed by Mayors, community leaders and concerned citizens. Include the township. 5) create a rainy day fund with the budget and stick to it and 60 don’t impose your will after voters have spoken at the polls.

Gerald W. Phillips, Avon Lake said #10 (911 levy request) and #11 (dtf levy request) said he is encourage to see the attempt of transparency and have hearings/community input, everyone needs to be involved, informed and he is supportive of these 2 issues as they are very important.
Mr. Phillips said #12 (expedited 2 annexation Columbia Township to Olmsted Falls) said there is a trustee here. Mr. Phillips said is a sore issue that he has been involved with in Columbia Township. This particular property has access to Redfern sewer, abuts on Redfern Road and could have access to sewers, no pay tap in and he expects the Trustees to be opposed and not sure that Olmsted Falls is totally acceptable.  He is opposed to this annexation because it destroys Columbia Township and destroys the essence and purpose of the sewer agreement and long range planning of development in the township.
Mr. Phillips said the City of Lorain, Lorain Port Authority had a rocking on the river event with Bob Early as the Promoter.  He was recently exposed to what he considers a personal disturbing circumstance.  It occurred on May 26, Friday, a group of well minded concerned citizens of Lorain and taxpayers contacted Mr. Early got a booth rental, paid the fees and got a contract. This group wanted to educate the public on public issues that are facing the county and the state of Ohio and disseminate information, which he considers a proposed democratic process. This group just likes many others that set up at locations, like the county fair, etc.   There collaborative group was going to talk about four issues; sales tax, ballot access for libertarian party, charter government and decriminalizing marijuana. The group arrived on May 26 at 4 pm and were told by Promoter Bob Early that they could not set up and returned their check because the Commissioners were opposed to the group; they are anti-government, bad government. He said apparently Mr. Early was contacted by Executive Director of the Port Authority Tom Brown and appears that Commissioner Matt Lundy called the Mr. Brown and gave that message. They have important rights here, they have the right to speak out and have a public debate, and these are precious rights, its part of a democratic process, 1st amendment process.  We can disagree on issues and have debate, but when you stop that process, this is wrong and view Mr. Lundy’s conduct is reprehensible of a public elected official, this will not be tolerated.  He agrees that his actions constituted contractual interference with business relations and possible violation of civil rights. Obviously, Mr. Lundy does not understand the founding fathers of this country; James Madison, Thomas Jefferson, I hope he read the federal papers about the process of how this country was founded on.  When he is up for re-election, he hopes the voters of Lorain County remember that, he is just adding more fuel to the district 7, he believes to reform this county government and county positions are not responsible for listening to the people.
Mr. Phillips said he attended the Walleye tournament and glad to see this was success and thing this is the type of thing that promotes economic development, it’s very positive.  He stated that Mr. Baxter gave an excellent presentation and hope everyone listened, because when he was here awhile ago, indicating that he would work with the commissioners and he seriously hopes that you considered, because he has been in this county for 34 years and cares a lot about the county and will offer his effort to work on the problems facing all and it is ok to disagree and some may not agree with his opinion, but does respect others,  but problems need to be solved in the county and he does support, it a good public debate, democratic process to go through and what happened at Rockin on the River is just intolerable, its stops process and add fuel to the fire.
Commissioner Lundy said he had individuals ask him what to do; they were upset with the Port Authority with the ads that were in the paper, showing that the Port Authority was going to have these signatures circulated. So he simply brought it the attention of the directors in they received any calls and where it went from there, he was not involved.
