THE OBERLIN PROJECT – SEED VENTURES

Cullen Naumoff, Director of Sustainable Enterprise - The Oberlin Project.

She stated The Oberlin Project is collaboration between Oberlin College, City of Oberlin and other institutional partners to build a community and economy based on triple bottom line. This is, balancing impact to people, profit and planet

· Key Pillars: Sustainable Economic Development; energy; local land and agriculture; transportation, education and communications.
Scott Hulver – Interin = Lead SEED Developer said the community and entrepreneurs need to connect with pop ups and incubators.  

This idea worked in the North Hill District of Akron.  There are many people that have skills but need a retail outlet and physical space with a business plan and marketing.  They are working with Lorain Small Business Development Center and local students to gain this connectivity.
HATCH; Oberlin’s’ informal monthly gathering of Oberlin-area entrepreneurs that occurs the 3rd Tuesday of every month from 5-7 
pm. The goal is to create connectivity among area entrepreneurs to develop an environment of collaboration, resource navigation and problem solving among a population that is navigating similar territory.

SEED VENTURES: is a pop up incubator and marketplace, an additional tool to further develop and support the entrepreneurial ecosystem in Lorain County. In 2015, it will support six entrepreneurs through a 5 month program that includes business education workshops, business coaching, student graphic design and IT consultants and free access to downtown real estate.


Applications are open to all Lorain County residents until July 15, there is $0.00 cost for entrepreneurs; 10% commission on sales to support SEED Venture programming.  Applicants will be notified by August 15 to start September 1 – January 2016 and op ups will run October – December 2015. The target markets are; local food and agriculture; energy efficiency; resource recovery; arts & tourism.


With key metrics; new business leasing retail space in downtown Oberlin, increase utilization of entrepreneur resources at LCC, including GLIDE and SBDC, total number o fusions sand jobs created and supported via SEED Ventures, increased foot traffic downtown during pop-up operation and increased downtown sales in the aggregate in the same time period. 

Ms. Naumoff said they are looking for funding; their budget is $10,000 for pop ups, $3,000 for staff; $3,000 education; $2,500 consulting and $1,500 for operations for a total of $20,000; thus far they have received; $2,000 from Nord Family Foundation; $500 Lorain National Bank; $250 Sustainable community Associates; $100 Slow Train Café. Also total investment in confirmation stages with city of Oberlin, Oberlin College in addition to grant application to Burton D. Morgan Foundation and exploring partnerships to lower costs through volunteers, existing equipment, etc.  

SEED Ventures has access to free physical space to test marketplace and production with simultaneous business coaching to assist in making pivots/adjustments based on market response; integrated connectivity with existing northeast Ohio entrepreneur resource; including area student talent and develop niche markets like resource recovery to attract investment in Lorain.   


They would like to see spin off opportunity of rotating pop up incubators and marketplace throughout urban metros in Lorain County, particular in Lorain and Elyria to feature vacant building and do multiple times per year within 1 urban metro and /or multiple metros.
