PRESENTATIONS
Michael Challender, Sustainability Coordinator stated Second Harvest and LCCC received grants from the Solid Waste District in December 2014.  The materials have been purchased and Commissioner Kokoski presented a check to each.  

Julie Chase Moorefield, 2nd Harvest Food Bank said building the food bank was a $5 million project.  They used recyclable materials to included carpet tiles, repurposed chairs, ceiling tiles and parking blocks.  She stated that they have had an increase of 25% in volunteers and 25% increase in produced received in the 3 months they have been opened.  She thanked the Commissioners along with Mr. Bailey, Solid Waste and Mr. Challender.


Courtney DeOrio & Dale Lucas, LCCC .  Ms. DeOrio involved the digital arts department to do posters, held events and with the updated vision 2020 they are encouraging more sustainability on the campus.  Mr. Lucas stated that in 2011 there was a need for improvement on trash and recycling, over 400 tons of trash is collected, which is around 7% recycling.  In 2013 they have increased to 46% and this month is Campus Sustainable Month with pledges.

Commissioner Kalo asked Mr. Bailey to work with LCCC, just like the City of Oberlin to become zero waste.  They thanked Commissioners along with Mr. Bailey, Solid Waste and Mr. Challender.

George Koury, Chief of Staff, LC Prosecutors Office stated years ago the state gave $80-90,000 with a  20% match required.  This year the feds are allocating more and the department would like to bring the staff up to 5 advocates. There are many victims in both juvenile and adult system, some even have to be transported for appearance. Advocates are available 3 days while grand jury in session Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday as well as working on the other days with other victim witnesses.  The violent crime, ramps and sexual assaults have increased and federal appropriation went from $16 million to $64 million.  They are requesting 3 full time and 2 part time the salaries are $31,000

Commissioner Lundy said he is surprised by the federal increase and asked if more is needed.  Mr. Koury stated more is always needed but cash match is always an issue.  Commissioner Lundy said everyone asks for grants which is a good thing and we try to accommodate but the cash matches are more difficult to accommodate.

Commissioner Kalo asked if Prosecutors office has money in their budget. Mr. Koury said this year is ok, but probably not next year. Commissioner Kalo said read an article that “working population at same rate with inflation of 1995 wages”.  He stated that $51,000 is being requested of the Prosecutor next year.  Mr. Cordes said where will it come from?  Mr. Koury said these positions have always been in the line accounts of prosecutor’s office.  Budget Director Hobart stated that yes advances/transfers were made and they were paid back but have not received within the last few years.  Commissioner Kalo said years ago there use to be an account that had funds set in for grant matches but this has since been depleted.    Mr. Cordes said he supports the departments and their grants but said next year will be challenging, few weeks ago had a financial analysis presented and within next few weeks will be working on the budgets, there is no more available cash, it is tighter than it has been and could possibly be potential budget cuts next year.  He stated the was to be a $1.2 million revenue received from Golden Acres land sale but that did not materialize.  Commissioner Lundy said he would like to work with the Prosecutors office and explore avenues.
