Gore Orphanage Ditch Hearing – Brighton Township


In accordance with Section 6131.07 of the Ohio Revised Code, notice was given of a petition filed with the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County on October 16, 2015 to clear and improve drainage from 1,500 feet north of SR18 along Gore Orphanage Road to relieve flooding and stagnant water, Brighton Township.

Engineer total construction costs = $11,490, project cost $15,215 with 100.60 acres of total watershed and annual maintenance fee = 5% of $725.00 for Gore Orphanage Road Culvert #779 outlet

The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.

The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  Commencing from a 
point on east side of Gore Orphanage Road 1,500 lf north of SR18 replacement of failed tile and hearing east improving approximately 1080 lf of existing ditch and tile.


The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: replacement of failed tile and clearing and grubbing and reestablishment of original flow lien of ditch.


October 16, 2015  – Stormwater District was in receipt of petition to clean said ditch approved by their Res#SWD-15-1.


Commissioners Res#15-699 on October 21 accepted said petition and scheduled the view and hearing


October 27, 2015 letters were sent to 20 owners benefiting 22 parcels.

November 3 & 10, 2015 notice was published in Chronicle Telegram for view and hearing.

November 17 at 10 am, ditch was viewed

This petition was submitted through the Stormwater District and it has been proposed the ditch be constructed using stormwater district funds and annual maintenance is proposed to be $0.00

Commissioner Kokoski asked Assistant County Prosecutor Innes to swear anyone in wishing to give testimony.


Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Township Trustees had any comments, there were none.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Engineers Office they had any comments.

Mr. Bill Holtzman displayed a map showing the project will start at Gore crossing Murdock parcel and down 1080 feet to existing basin tiles of farm to the northeast.  He stated this project has been a long process and the current engineers estimate is $16,700 and the Stormwater District did approve a grant in that amount, not the $11,490, Clerk stated earlier.

Commissioner Kokoski said at the viewing there was discussion about going south. Mr. Holtzman said this request is to clean Gore to the back and there was mounding made over the years and this will open up so the drainage outlets going into the ditch and clean within 40 foot easements so this could be opened up to allow the outlets to drain.
Commissioner Kokoski said she has seen this ditch twice, there is standing water, the ditches are wide and deep but the water is not flowing at all. Mr. Holtzman said yes the ditch is open at the end but once you get towards the back it narrows, even not being there so there is no flow and the project should be at no cost since the stormwater district approved a grant and understands the Commissioners would suspend the maintenance.  Commissioner Kokoski said the maintenance is included but the Commissioners can suspend the collection.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if the residents had any comments.

Jackie Murdock, 21333 Gore Orphanage Road asked where is it determined that this is a ditch. This water flows into the Vermilion River then flows into Lake Erie that is not a ditch. Mr. Holtzman said the water drains to the property. Ms. Murdock asked where does the water start. Mr. Holtzman said the water flow goes through road side ditches. Ms. Murdock said Greathouse has a house, driveway, pool, etc and has blocked it up entirely and now that he has water problems, he wants her to lose trees and properties because he built is house on the flow of the water, this is not fair, he has water problems because he built his house on water.
Mr. Holtzman said he does not know the lay of the land prior to that house being built. He said on the map it shows water flows to the ditch. Ms. Murdock said it is not a natural water.  She stated that Mr. Innes and others looked and this is not natural water.

Commissioner Kokoski said any development does divert water flow.  Mr. Cordes said this is why we have plans submitted where retention and stormwater flow is addressed and when this property was developed in the township years ago there might not have been.  

Commissioner Kokoski asked when Mr. Greathouses’ house was built.  Mr. Innes swore Mr. Greathouse in.

Mr. Greathouse, 21390 Gore Orphanage Rd., said the house was built 27 years ago.  He said Ms. Murdock is incorrect; she was not there 27 years ago.  They did receive permission to build the house and the houses that are down the road, where not there at the time and the houses on SR18 and Gore Orphanage all now flow into this area.  They never had problems when they first build, the ditches were not even as wide as they are now and just because he has a pool and barn has nothing to do with the water drainage, the problem sits in the front of his house, it does not go across the road, it just sits and during the summer when everyone else was dry there was green stuff growing in the ditch, so the house has never had problems with flooding in the house and if it was build on a natural flow of water there would be bigger issues then what is now.
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Mr. Holtzman said the drainage system crosses the property and will work with Ms. Murdock to minimize trees. Ms. Murdock said at this point before it goes any further she will seek legal counsel.  Mr. Cordes said that is Ms. Murdocks’ right for counsel but the petition is before the Board of Commissioners to proceed.  Mr. Cordes said there are two road side ditches, one on each side of road. Mr. Holtzman said the road side ditches all drain to the culvert to the east to the woods onto Murdock’s property and this has been an issue since at least 2012.

Mr. Cordes said he has been out there a couple of times and he was out there in an extreme rain and there is a lot of water coming from the west side of property. Commissioner Kokoski said she saw it when there was no rain and there was plenty of water. Mr. Cordes said the natural water course through that property through that farm land into the tiles. Mr. Holtzman displayed the map.

Commissioner Kalo asked if these are legal tile outlets. Mr. Holtzman said there are no easements; the property was tiled by the farmer’s years ago.

Betty Wittenmyer, 21571 Gore Orphanage Road, said she has easements on her property with the septic to drain into that system was set up many years ago.  Mr. Cordes said these properties are southeast.  Mr. Wittenmyer said there are 3 properties to the north and 3 properties south all have easements to drain septic at least since 1974.  Mr. Holtzman said this runs behind the properties to the ditch.

Mr. Innes asked what is on Ms. Murdock’s property now. Mr. Holtzman said there is part of an open ditch and the tile system that has failed with an 8-12’ tile.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if this would be removed. Mr. Holtzman said the work to be done is a 2 foot wide flat bottom ditch with 3 feet on each side and seed and mowed. Mr. Innes said the road side ditches will also be cleaned.  Mr. Holtzman said this is a county road so it could be done at a later date but it is not part of this project.

Mr. Cordes asked if the culvert under the road was big enough. Mr. Holtzman said yes.

Commissioner Kalo said that somewhere on the back of the property is where the blockage is. Mr. Holtzman yes through this wooded area through the property to the catch basin.
Mark McConnell, Representative on SWAC and had conversation with Mr. Kernal who owns property and has tile system and has maintained and will accept his water once it gets there.  He also stated that the property owned by Mr. Sword to the north also maintains the rest of the tile system because the water eventually goes to the north crossing the railroad right of way and then goes into the Black River Watershed, not Vermilion watershed.
Commissioner Kokoski asked how big the tile was. Mr. McConnell said 12”. Mr. Holtzman said it probably is not the size for a 25 year storm and it is not proposed to be replaced
Mr. Cordes asked Ms. Murdock what could be done to alleviate some of her concerns.  Ms. Murdock said the loosing of her property, trees and privacy.

Mr. Cordes said as far as loosing property, you actually don’t lose property; there is an easement to maintain the ditch. What has happened over time, the ditch is filled in and when he was out there and probably prior to Ms. Murdock living there, the ditch was filled in and becomes a problem with the water.  Mr. Holtzman said they contact the homeowner when they are going out to mow, which is done twice a year.  Mr. Cordes said if the trees where put further back onto the property would this help.  Ms. Murdock wants to know how wide the ditch is.

Commissioner Kokoski said the owners can pick which side they would like the maintenance to be done on and north side does not have as many trees. Mr. Holtzman said the ditch would be a 3 – 1 slope with a maximum 20 feet wide. Ms. Murdock said 20 feet wide on her property and she would get no compensation. Mr. Holtzman said there is no land being taken, they could do 2 – 1 slope, could even reduce to 15 feet and go along house with 12” tile. 

Mr. Cordes said this would add more expenses and if we could reach a compromise it could be considered but first we need to accept that there is a natural watercourse there and the ditch has over time filled in or has been filled in and needs to be reopened.

Commissioner Kokoski asked how much it would be increased if a tile goes pass her house and then open up to the ditch. Mr. Holtzman said around $1,000.  Commissioner Kokoski asked Ms. Murdock if she would be more acceptable if they could accommodate her this way. Ms. Murdock said she wants to see the plans and how it would affect her property.
Mr. Cordes said this will pass through Ms. Murdock’s’ property now matter what and asked if she was willing to compromise on anything or should the Board just move forward. Ms. Murdock wants to see how many trees will be lost and how this is going to affect her property. Mr. Cordes said Mr. Holtzman has explained this and there are some unknowns until they start working. Ms. Murdock wants to know how many trees will be lost. Mr. Cordes said that is too tight of a requirement. If there is tile put right along side of her house and edit back some trees will this alleviates the majority of concerns. Ms. Murdock she would like Mr. Holtzman to come out and tell her, she does not feel this is unfair. Mr. Cordes said she appreciates Ms. Murdock’s position.  

Mr. Innes said there was a viewing and comments were taken at that time. Ms. Murdock said she had to work that day.

Mr. Greathouse said during the summer when the water was sitting there he does not know how anyone could enjoy the summer time because the water between her and his ditch the mosquitoes were so bad.  If the water was moved and maybe with the less tees would have less problems with the mosquitoes.  Ms. Murdock said she would like to see a firm plan as to what exactly will be done. If she loose 5-7 of her trees she would like to know prior.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if the property could be staked.  Mr. Cordes said could look at stormwater district resources but there is going to be unknowns. Mr. Holtzman said since there will be another hearing, the project could be staked as best as they could and explain the impact.
Commissioner Kokoski said we could look at tile, replace trees.  Mr. Holtzman said he would need Ms. Murdock’s permission to go onto the property. Mr. Cordes said we do not want the sheriff’s office to be called gain.

Ms. Murdock said please call her and she would be happy to see what is going to be done while she is there. Mr. Holtzman said the survey crew works form 7:30 am – 4 pm. 

Mr. McConnell said maybe an economic 12” non perforated tile through the woods. Mr. Holtzman said that would bring the cost at the next hearing but the funds are not there for that and would have to be amended as part of the project.

Ms. Wittenmyer said Jackie and 22 others have issues. She has had herrings in her ditch, worried about west nile, don’t use ditch other then septic and has lost her own trees because of the water and could loose another 1/3 of trees due to the drowning of trees.

Commissioner Lundy asked when the staking would occur. Mr. Holtzman said within the next 3 weeks to get staking down.  Ms. Murdock said she is off after 25th of December. Mr. Holtzman said the hearing would have to be after the first of the year and the work can be done through the winter while ground is frozen less impact on the property and get done before spring.
Clerk said either Tuesday, January 26 or February 2 at 9:30 a.m.  
Commissioner Lundy asked how long it would take to get stakes. Mr. Holtzman said around 1 week. 

Commissioner Lundy asked Ms. Murdock if she was fine with this, she said yes.

Commissioner Kokoski asked if there were any further comments, there being none.

Clerk asked the Engineers to send her the reports and she will send out new letters stating another public hearing will take place on 

January 26, 2016 at 9:30 a.m.

WHEREAS, The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: replacement of the failed tile and clearing and grubbing and reestablishment of original flow line of ditch; and


WHEREAS, March 5, 2015 – Stormwater District was in receipt of petition to clear Gore Orphanage Road ditch and was approved by their Res#SWD-15-1; and


WHEREAS, there are a total of 20 benefited property owners, consisting of 22 parcels, with a grand total of 100.60 acres within the watershed and estimate to clear/excavate is $16,700.00; and
