Commissioner Lundy said there is concern with the State of Ohio, Columbus not supporting public transportation. This Ohio Transportation Equity Coalition was formed with many agencies, organizations, business, etc..  ODOT did a study in 2015 and $192.4 million was capital and $96.7 million was operating that was needed to meet the existing needs of public transportation. State of Ohio only gives $7.3 million, 1% in transportation funds. There are many people that cannot afford a car, insurance, gas etc., so taxpayers are paying for residents on the system or can pay by helping them with public transportation.  Ohio is ranked 47th out of all the states with investment into public transportation.  Many millenniums are locating to areas that they can live, play and work there and public transportation, bikes, etc is the way to go. Commissioner Kalo said yes the state is below the national average and we need infrastructure but we also need public transportation. A lane on I77 is being taken out, Akron because it is not needed anymore and being sold for development.  Commissioner Kokoski said the Governor is releasing budget on Monday. WHEREAS, transportation is needed through the State of Ohio to get people to work, doctor/medical appointments, banking and shopping; and

WHEREAS, according to the 2015 Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) Transit Needs study, the state of Ohio needs $192.4 million in capital and $96.7 million in operating funds just to adequately meet existing demand for public transportation services.  An additional $273.5 million in one-time funding is also needed to address system backlog and bring Ohio’s transit fleet to a state of good repair.  Ohio’s under-investments in public transit, over the past several decades, have left the state of Ohio’s public transit system lacking; and

WHEREAS, Ohio currently allocates little more than one percent (1%) of its entire transportation budget towards public transit; unfortunately, that meager investment ranks Ohio 47th out of all other states for its commitment to public transportation; and

WHEREAS, the Ohio Transportation Equity Coalition is recommending 10% of the state’s transportation budget be invested in public transit; and

WHEREAS, transportation is cost prohibited for low income Ohioans, the elderly and persons with disabilities or driving may not be an option at all.  There are about 8.4% of Ohio households have no access to an automobile. Transportation also accounts for roughly 25% of all emissions in Ohio and half of the $51.4 billion we spend on energy each year in Ohio (nearly all of which is imported from out of state); and

WHEREAS, According to the American Public Transit Association, every dollar invested in public transit generates six dollars in economic returns, and investments in public transportation projects create nearly 20% more jobs than equal investments in new roads and highways.

This Agreement made and entered into this 25th day of January, 2017, between Lorain County (herein after referred to as Community) and Alan Anderson of 238 Church Street Corporation, Building/Business Owner, for a grant to the Building/Business Owner for renovation work to be completed at 238 Church Street, Amherst, Ohio, in the lesser amount of $10,000 or 50% of the total project cost.


Building/Business Owner agrees:


To implement the renovation project according to the requirements of the CDBG program as presented by the Community and its 
representatives, including:

· Providing a sketch of the facade improvements.

· Providing work write-ups or specifications adequate for acquiring quotes or bids from contractors.

· Providing cost estimates from a qualified third party.

· Submitting the project to the Design Review Board and obtaining approval from this Board, when necessary.

· Assuring that OHPO clearance is acquired, when necessary.

· Acquiring the necessary permits to complete the project (building, zoning, and planning commission).

· Acquiring at least three quote/bids from qualified contractors to construct the proposed improvements.

· Assuring that the contractors are not on the State’s debarred list.

· Reviewing quotes/bids as submitted and assuring the Community that the lowest and best quote/bid is being selected, or providing adequate documentation otherwise.  Quote/bid must be within 10% of estimate.

· Assuring that current prevailing wage rates (Davis-Bacon) are provided to the contractors (to be obtained from the MSA Executive Director), when necessary.

· Acquiring authorization to proceed from the MSA Executive Director prior to authorizing the contractor to start construction.

· Permitting the Community’s Labor Compliance Officer on-site during construction to interview the contractor’s employees.

· Acquiring invoices from all contractors and suppliers along with weekly payroll reports.

· Providing invoices to the MSA Executive Director for the project expenditures (those funded both with public and private funds) and requesting payment for 50 percent of those invoices, up to $10,000, whichever is less.

· Allowing the Community’s inspector on the site to review the construction and to determine completeness.

· Agreeing to withhold final reimbursements to the contractor until Community approval is received.

· Agreeing that the building will not be intentionally demolished for at least five years from the date of project completion.

· Agreeing that all contracts over $2,000 must comply with the Executive Order 11246 regarding non-discrimination.

· Agreeing to hold the Community harmless from any potential litigation or disputes involving quality of work and materials used on this project.  The Community is in no way responsible for warranties or quality of work issues regardless of the source of funds used on this project.

· Otherwise cooperating with the Community to assure that the CDBG program requirements are being met.

Building/Business Owner understands the following:

· The Community is bound by CDBG regulations to require the above information and steps.

· The Community is under no obligation to provide a grant to the Owner if the Owner fails to comply with program regulations.

· No construction can start until all clearances are provided and authorization to proceed is provided to the Owner.

· The Community agrees to provide a grant for up to 50% of the total project costs not to exceed $10,000 to the Building/Business Owner to complete the improvements described on Attachment A, once all the above requirements are met.

Payment of this grant will be made based on the following schedule:

· Proper invoices in the amount of the entire project (or a completed portion thereof) are presented to the MSA Executive Director.

· The MSA Executive Director reviews the invoices and submits them to the Community.

· The Community will inspect the project to assure that the work has been completed to the satisfaction of the program requirements and to the owner.  The Community is held harmless from quality of work and materials issues and any future litigation and/or disputes involving same.  By signing the final inspection certificate, the owner assumes all liability for any future deficiencies and/or quality of work or materials.  The Community offers no warranties or guarantees on either work or material quality regardless of the source of funds used to pay for the work/materials.

· The Community requests the funds from the State of Ohio.  Receipt of funds could take up to 3-6 weeks.  Once funds are received, the Community reimburses the property owner for 50% balance of contract, up to $10,000, whichever is less.  


Please note that you have 30 days from the date of this agreement to enter into an agreement with a contractor to start the improvements to your building.  Failure to execute said agreement within this time frame nullifies this agreement.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT

Commissioner Kokoski said Stormwater meet and approved various projects.  Don Romancak, Director – LCCDD stated that there was over $400,000 awarded this morning in projects that were recommended from the SWAC and 12 townships will be benefiting.  Mr. Cordes noted that a joint meeting of Stormwater District and SWAC will be held in late March to discuss projects that were done and will be done relating to log jams, flooding issues, retention and drainage.  Commissioner Kokoski said this is not general fund monies it is the assessment of fees township residents pay

Commissioner Kokoski said Investment Advisory meet this past Tuesday and interest income looks to be the same.


Commissioner Kokoski said Landbank meet this Thursday.

Commissioner Kalo said the Landbank meet and Assistant Prosecutor Pyanowski stated that there was around $9.3 million dollars collected in delinquent property taxes through the land bank.  The county only receives $1.63/$100.  He also noted the landbank received another $1.2 million because there are many other landbank in the state now.  Mr. Cordes said landbank is doing well, there are about 400 parcels and maintenance is being cued.  
Mr. Cordes noted that the Commissioners serve on a lot of committees; Investment Advisory (IAC), Transportation Improvement District (TID), Stormwater, Landbank, etc and all the work that is absorbed by the employees that are here, such as; County Administrator Cordes, Clerk Upton, Community Development Director Romancak, County Engineer Carney and Staff, etc. there were no additional staff hired and no one has been brought back since 2010 when the layoffs occurred.

Commissioner Kalo said he was at CCAO this past Friday and discussed voting machines (money for equipment, etc, but no maintenance), indigent attorney fees were at 50% now at 44%.  Mr. Cordes said he is meeting with Domestic Relations Court Administrator and Bar Association next week on the appointed council.  There is a new law stating that each member can now have an attorney so this is an additional expense to general fund, Commissioner Kalo said he will be attending this meeting as well.
Commissioner Kalo said CCAO also discussed safety funding for jail advocacy groups drug/mental, infrastructure, workforce development and children family council.  Mr. Cordes said the Children Families council started in the late 90’s and was to have collaboration with multiple agencies on comprehensive management, help me grow, but not a lot of achicieme3nt.  Mr. Cordes said it’s just like the state has changed Developmental Disability as an overseer no longer service provider, Commissioner Kalo said like Mental Health.  Mr. Cordes said the program does well for teen pregnancy, etc he would hope that this program would continue.


Commissioner Kalo also gave condolences to the family of Officer David Fahey, who was struck and killed on I90 yesterday, doing his job putting out flares for an accident.  He stated please slow down, move over for flashing lights, when he drove through PA there are signs that state slow down your mom/dad work here….Mr. Cordes said he does not understand the neglect of some people not moving over for 1st responders. Commissioner Lundy said when he was in State there was legislation for heavy fines for construction zones, but this seems like it does not work anymore either.  There are people lives at stake, just slow down.
Commissioner Lundy said he is proud of the land bank and the work Prosecutors office is doing in collecting $9.3 million in delinquent taxes.  He said a mainly the schools receive the money; the county only receives $1.63/$100 collected.
Commissioner Lundy attended a town hall in southern Elyria with Marcus Madison, Dr. Jama and Frank Whitefield

Commissioner Lundy attended the township meeting the other night and townships seemed pleased with the stormwater district and projects

Commissioner Lundy said there is concern with the flash hoods of voter fraud and conspiracy theory.  There were 143,296 voters in Lorain County, 1 case was sent to Secretary of State as a non citizens which was not processed and the State of Ohio has no concern with voter fraud here

Commissioner Lundy said President Trump is signing a lot of executive orders and one is the EPA and shut down.  Mr. Romancak said the county received a Brownfield grant in amount of $200,000 and was told that this is now on hold, he is hoping that the other 5 USEPA grants that are in process are still ok. These grants are needed to clean up areas and retain jobs, not sure what will happen if they stop these grants, because the works still needs to be done.
