WHEREAS, this Board has heretofore laid out and established Lorain County General Sewer District; and


WHEREAS, on or about July 2015, the Board of Commissioners received a Request For Sewer Improvements Pursuant to Revised Code Chapter 6117 from the Pheasant Run (homeowners) Association, PRA, to construct and assess the installation of sewers to connect the homes in Pheasant Run Village to the Village of LaGrange; and


WHEREAS, the PRA subsequently entered into an agreement with the County for said project to proceed and further to enter into an agreement with the Village of LaGrange for the expansion of treatment plant facilities to accommodate PRA properties;


WHEREAS, said project is being entertained to assist the PRA and homeowners located therein address deficiencies in their sewer facilities under investigation by the EPA, and is subject to possible findings and penalties from the EPA; and


WHEREAS, the plans, specifications, estimates of cost and tentative assessments for Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 123,124 and 125 hereafter described have been filed and are now on file in the office of Lorain County Sanitary Engineer and are available for examination therein; and


WHEREAS, the Lorain County Sanitary Engineer has certified to this Board that no properties proposed to be assessed for Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos.123, 124 & 125 are listed on the records of the Lorain County Auditor for current agricultural use value taxation pursuant to Section 5713.31 of the Ohio Revised Code, except those that are already located in an agricultural district established under Section 929.02 of the Ohio Revised Code; and


WHEREAS, on instructions from the Board, the Lorain County Sanitary Engineer in conjunction with K.E. McCartney & Associates has heretofore prepared or cause to be prepared, detailed plans, specifications, estimates of cost and tentative assessments for the construction in the Lorain County General Sewer District of the following improvement:

Sanitary Improvement No. 123:


The project calls for Cured-in-Place Pipe lining of 4,324 linear feet of 6” sanitary sewer; 4,508 linear feet of 8” sanitary sewer; 2,366 linear feet of 10” sanitary sewer; and 6,745 linear feet of 12” sanitary sewer. This project also includes grouting of the first 4’ of 213 laterals and lining of 286 vertical feet of manholes. Manhole inflow inserts will be installed in 55 manholes. The project will require a point repair in the sanitary sewer. This project is located in the Pheasant Run Association Subdivision along Diagonal Road and Webster Road in LaGrange Township of Lorain County.


Sanitary Improvement No. 124:


This project calls for the abandonment of the existing Pheasant Run Association Wastewater Treatment Plant. The abandonment includes redirecting the 12” diameter sanitary sewer to a new above ground packaged lift station. The lift station and wet well includes one duty and one standby pump capable of a maximum pumping capacity of 675 gallons per minute each. The project also includes the installation of approximately 23,500 linear feet of an 8” diameter force main from the lift station to the LaGrange WWTP. This force main will include four air release valve manholes, an isolation valve manhole for railroad installation, jack and bore installation under CSX railroad, and two flow meter vaults located at the pump station and the LaGrange WWTP. The existing WWTP at Pheasant Run will be demolished with the exception of the existing blower building, the equalization tank, and the final clarifiers. The existing structures will be converted to equalization for the lift station. The force main will be installed in the existing right of way along Diagonal Road, Whitney Road, Whitehead Road, State Route 303, and West Street.


Sanitary Improvement No. 125:


The project calls for installation of 536 new water meters within the Pheasant Run Association Subdivision for the purpose of metering the water usage for billing of sanitary sewer services provided by the County. The installation will include removal of any existing meters and new drive-by reading software and equipment.

The entire cost of constructing Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 123, 124 & 125 shall be specifically assessed as an assessment district assessment against the properties described in Exhibit A attached hereto, which is incorporated herein as if set forth herein, such properties being hereby determined to be the property within or subject to the Lorain County General Sewer District benefited by such Improvement.


Section 6.
That the 4th of April, 2017 at 9:30 a.m. shall be, and it is hereby fixed as the time; and 4th Floor, Public Hearing Room, Commissioners Office, J. Grant Keys Administration Building, 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio 44035, as the place for hearing of objections to Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos.123, 124 & 125, to the tentative assessments therefor or to the boundaries of the assessment district for the same.


Section 7.
That the Clerk of this Board be and she is hereby directed to have a notice of adoption of this resolution published once a week for two consecutive weeks in a newspaper printed and of general circulation in Lorain County, the first such publication to be made at least 24 days prior to the hearing date fixed in Section 6 hereof, and on or before the date of the second publication, to send by mail a notice of the time and place of such hearing to every owner of property to be assessed for Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 123, 124 & 125 whose address is known, which notices shall state that the property of the addressee will be assessed for Sanitary Sewer Improvement Nos. 123, 124 & 125.
