	Commissioner Kokoski asked County Administrator Cordes and/or Assistant Prosecutor Innes to explain the process of what is happening today.
	Mr. Cordes said this a notice of a request by a developer to form a TIF and by law we have to give notice to begin the process and then further discussion can take place.  Said there have been discussions for over a year and the developers agreement is just about done and Mr. Romancak is reviewing the details with Mr. Innes.  In a developers agreement is spells out we can recover the cost if the property is not developed.
	Mr. Innes said this is just an initial administrative step, just like issue a notice to bid a project out, it notifies the schools and township and have 14 days minimum, probably a longer time, sometime in the future and don’t have to have a public hearing, but everyone has indicated a desire of the township and schools to participated. Commissioner Kokoski said the elected officials, Mr. Innes said yes.
	Commissioner Lundy thanked his colleagues and we waited on things because there was a misperception in the community that the vote was going to enact a TIF and that was not the case and dealing with the issue we are dealing with and that is why we are on the meeting doing it in this format today.  He said Mr. Cordes and Mr. Innes each indicated clearly that this is just a notification because a request was received from a developer and begins and had several informal talks but tis would begin the formal discussions.  He said for clarification on record that was reported the 10/75 approach would also make it possible for roads and improvements and that is not the case at all. He said the only question he had was if a PILOT project was done going above the 10/75 what opportunities that could provide, there are different options. This Board is trying to very responsible by first having informal conversation with board, trustees and school superintendent and this begin the formal process in working things through.  He said Columbia is going through growth and reality we want what is best for the area and this is the change to have more formalized conversations with getting this process started.

	Mr. Cordes said this was voted on last week after executive session because it was a legal matter and had to conclude the arbitration documents that was time sensitive. Commissioners felt that that given the sensitivity of raising sewer rates and the area where it was wanted on the official agenda to have this discussion. He thanked the Board for considering the agreement last week through legal issues. He said this resolves the dispute with the City of Lorain going back several years and held back funds that we should have been paying because we were not sure what the outcome would be which was $3.5 million is plus the retro fee increase is what the City was looking for and they would do a 200% intercity rate for growth. They received 150% in some areas and ready to go. The problem in the Townships of Sheffield and Elyria is an ancient one that predates us all and residents were charged a rate less than the intercity rate and for various reasons this rate was never increased or discussed.
	Commissioner Kokoski said the letter that will be sent to the residents states they were paying $1.09/cubic feet and Lorain residents are paying $6.38/cubic feet so this had to be adjusted.  
Mr. Cordes said there were several years of negotiations, it is just not sustainable the way it is and City is not incorrect for wanting to be paid for their services and trying to find a reasonable rate for residents.  He stated this is a huge increase for these residents but there is no choice which is part of the agreement and where does this cap out and how fast do we get there because we were not going to pay 150% of the ready to service fee or close to 200% and if that happened it would have been taking from us through binding arbitration. The county negotiated 125% of the intercity rate, 1st year would be 105% of the intercity rate than it would go up 5% thereafter each year for 5 years and yes the first year will be a huge increase because they were paying so little.  He did state a waiver was received that there is no other fees and once it is stabilized we will be at a flat rate of 125% intercity rate and the bills will be going out within the next month or so and the county has to pay $1.5 million to the City.  Mr. Cordes said the county will look at the OMR and appreciate the city resolving this and could have been much worse but there were some responsible people at the table and reach a good resolution

	Commissioner Lundy thanked Mr. Cordes and Mr. Innes on all this work and for a long time these residents were paying less than what city residents paid and the bill could have been higher if we did not negotiate these terms and we are also phasing in these rates for the next 5 years.  He said they try to be as sensitive as possible and no one likes to see an increase and certainly not at this time, but the reality is the payment was well below where it should have been and at same time negotiated something less than what it could have been and hope people take this into account. He thanked Mayor Bradley for reaching out when he came into office to get this resolved, and the Commissioners always wanted to get it resolved and finally the right folks were at the table. 
	Commissioner Sweda gave a shout out to Mayor Bradley and there was a huge difference in the approach that was taken on this settlement and feel comfortable that this was the best solution out of this issue and thanked Mr. Innes and Mr. Cordes as well
	Commissioner Kokoski said this has been worked on a long time and finding there was a serious problem, the county put money into escrow and thanked Mr. Cordes for that forethought and $1.5 million will not be as steep 
Mr. Cordes appreciates that and it is a very old problem and this predates all of us and not having a complete understanding of the situation because before the sides were reporting different and wished it was concluded sooner, but it is done now.  He said there is a similar agreement for the Oberlin Road agreement and 90% of those residents saw some reduction, some slight increase and also having conversation with using this for Hidden Valley. He stated Hidden Valley is not the county’s issue but we are activity talking to both sides 7-800 homes are affected and years ago tried to help out but the county does not own these sewers, they are serviced by the city, owed by the city and in the City of Lorain sewer system.  He said we are still working on this issue as a partner because they all lie within the incorporated areas and reasons why we are more willed to owning the sewers and if city wants to own in our service area than they need to incorporate area into the city or we need to own the sewers so we can represent those people in the unincorporated area and they want trustees and followed by us to be their voice and represent but don’t have ability to represent, Hidden Valley is a case in point on sewers.    He said the issue of Elyria Schools sewer was just resolved down Lake Avenue and Griswold and JEDD funds will be used for this and county will own sewer and have ability to respond to residents needs
Commissioner Lundy said this has been going on a long time and sure Commissioner Kokoski is thrilled to see this, Commissioner Kokoski said yes. Commissioner Lundy said this is an example and to all due respect when attorneys get involved, there are different opinions and glad this was resolved there was a lot of cooperation with Mayor Bradley
Mr. Cordes said there will be angry people but fact is that for 20 years plus they were not paying the intercity rate and no matter what Commissioners do there will be discontent and even when residents see a decrease they don’t thank you.
Commissioner Kokoski said an increase is an increase and no one likes that and thank you for the willing partners, it works.

He also thanked the restaurants for being opened and Restaurant Association was reporting significant loses and if you can please support with carry out and we have a Lorain County Strong site that has helpful information on it.
	Commissioner Lundy said get out and vote with absentee ballot until April 28
	Commissioner Lundy said Complete Count Census group and thanked this Board for support on initiate and doing well in our county. National response is 48%, Ohio is 51% and the county is at 56%; N. Ridgeville at 65%, Avon Lake 64.8% and Avon is 64.3%, Oberlin 52%, Elyria 51% and Lorain is 47%. 	Commissioner Sweda said we are progressing in different all new fashions, updates with zoom, conference calls.
	Commissioner Sweda gave a shout out to Sheffield Township who in conjunction with homeland security, state highway patrol, other 1st responders and guidance of health department, they held a porch parade for Easter. All participations stayed in their vehicles and drove up and down each street in Sheffield Township and Easter Bunny was there and brought joy and happiness and all residents stayed on their porches.
	Commissioner Sweda said she continues to receive calls from people on what is acceptable activities.
