	9:35 a.m.	-	MHARS – Elaine Georgas, Executive Director and Proclaim May as Mental Health Month
	Commissioners presented a Proclamation proclaiming May as Mental Health Month
	Ms. Georgas thanked the Commissioners and stated 1 in 5 suffer from mental illness and all households have been impacted by COVID-19.  They continue to provide services by teleconference and through CDC guidelines. MHARS is here to help all and also providing free naloxone kits  by mail through health department and daily checking in on clients.  There is also a “Strive for Five”, was developed by New York Coalition for Behavioral Health and Ohio has brought it here, to reach out to 5 people per day to help individuals and families cope with feelings of stress, anxiety, and isolation by connecting with others. 
A video was played on #OHStrive5 https://www.facebook.com/mharsloraincounty/videos/364487071121693/ 
	Ms. Georgas encourages everyone to connect with others, it makes you feel good we need this connection of people who may be isolated, lonely or live alone, and to reach out to neighbors, friends, families and co-workers, also first responders, healthcare workers and other individuals who are courageously keeping our essential services open also need support now, as do caregivers who are hard at work taking care of others. She said the people we serve, in recovery from mental health or substance use related conditions, especially understand the great and unique power of personal peer to peer support and connection to others at times of crisis to allay the anxiety and fears we all face at this time. We might not be able to touch each other physically, but we can certainly touch each other through these other forms of connection.
The Strive for 5 Challenge was developed by the New York Coalition for Behavioral Health and brought to Ohio by the Mental Health, Addiction and Recovery Services Board of Lorain County. 
	Commissioner Kokoski said this is a great concept, Ms. Georgas said yes everyone can do this by whatever means they have to connect
	Commissioner Lundy said he has not heard much media on OD’s, he can’t believe this has declined, especially with people being isolated, no job, this all has tendency of relapsing and using more alcohol. Ms. Georgas said we have seen a 50% decline in warm hand off at the Emergency rooms, but the recovery houses are on total lockdown with the residents. Yes during this pandemic people can be stressed and turn to alcohol or other forms of addiction and it’s a new social isolation.  There continue to connect via phone, zoom, etc. with clients and there is a new wave of behavioral issues that will be forthcoming, just like after 911. She said the many received stimulus checks and many residential recovery housing have instituted a money management class for these residents
	Commissioner Sweda said she heard alcohol sales have increased and a lot of people are doing it out of boredom and this could lead to a long time issue and need to get ahead of this. Ms. Georgas said they have asked the state and Senator Portman to release some funds to the alcohol addiction side because yes there is a need there.
	Commissioner Lundy asked about domestic violence has this increased. Ms. Georgas said yes, but the reports are low and they work daily with Safe Harbor and Genesis House and also Children Services has seen a decline n referrals, this is not good either.  A few weeks ago they put together a flyer and dropped into bags of food that Journey Church, Avon was handing out
	Commissioner Sweda said there is a void with teachers and schools, students would discuss things with them or they could find a resource. Ms. Georgas said yes but there is a google tool that helps kids out and connects with a teacher if there is an issue. Commissioner Lundy said everyone has a right to get out if they still need to, Ms. Georgas said yes help is available
	Commissioner Lundy asked about the first responders are they getting help through MHARS for stress, pdst, etc. through this pandemic. Ms. Georgas said yes, she actually watched a webinar from Wuhan, China “Resilience Circle” and how they helped the first responders/medical staff there and she has shared it with Firelands Healthcare, which provides a Peer to Peer support group and is safe for anyone because alto of them do not go to their EPT’s
	Commissioner Sweda said the stress, is stress of fear and the ability to test individual would do a huge service to the frontlines
	Commissioner Lundy said there was a doctor recently that committed suicide because of the stress of COVID. Ms. Georgas said they provide many different support and resources and the virtual first responders/frontline should all be up by May 11
	Commissioner Lundy asked how the MHARS is meeting. Ms. Georgas said go to meeting format and she spoke with IT Cameron MacDonald on fb live and their board continues to push the funds into the provider area to continue the service’s to people that need it
	Commissioner Kokoski asked about the services at the jail. Mrs. Georgas said they had stopped for the new inmates due to the pandemic but will be staring up shortly.
