	9:35 a.m.	-	Mayor Frank Whitfield, City of Elyria said the pandemic was thrown into the mix as a newly elected Mayor but it is not intimidating and encourage everyone to work together. His offices are doing a lot of work from home and inspired by the partnership the county and city have.  There will be a memorial day parade down Middle Avenue in cars and he will ride his bike and no throwing of candy.  There have been budget concerns due to revenue loss from income taxes and the bulk of the budget is for police and fire and courts.  He said the safety forces, utilities are all first responders and he salutes all city employees for working. He said city hall has been closed and all the workers from home have access and utility calls are going to their home and he is not rushing anything, learning as they go.
Commissioner Lundy praised his leadership and said he has a great finance director Ted Pileski to manage the numbers. Mayor stated that some CARES funds have been received and looking at 20% income tax reduction hit and this is a huge challenge and developed 
PEOPLE (projects, equipment, operations, personnel, layoffs and elimination). They have looked at PEOPLE and did a $2 million savings but has to be $4 million. He is pushing Columbus, Senator Jordan for paycheck protection for local government because services are needed instead of layoffs in order to keep the city safe and this is a nonpartisan issue.
	Commissioner Lundy said in 2007/2008 governments were streamlined and the city at that time had 50 people now only 12-13. Mayor said yes city services are lean but this puts us all at jeopardy and we need to rebuild and need to rebuild economy but we all need to have safe and healthy people.
	Commissioner Kokoski asked about opening city hall and courts. Mayor said he has spoken with the City judges and Elyria PD and there was an issue with a security guard ad is removing that is why courts were closed and he will not risk others, so when the judges feel safe then they will look into reopening
	Commissioner Lundy asked the Mayor if there was a criteria to opening the building. Mayor Whitfield said they have been working with Case Western Reserve and an origination from UK and doing contact tracing and right not there is not enough testing, this needs to be better and he is in no rush to reopen, they are making it work until there is a handle on this virus and no risk factors
	Commissioner Sweda said she supports the Mayor and does not want to be responsible for putting employees at a higher risk and if employees can continue to work from home remotely to keep safe. Mayor said you need to create safe places and he has 2 little ones, so he understands the dynamics of working remotely and being interrupted and we need to have less pressure on performance to get the work done on a daily 9-5 job. The work can be done anytime as long as it is getting done.
	Commissioner Sweda said the virus hit Mr. Ballard grandfather of a city worker, he was a wonderful person and you can not predict who the virus will affect because he was a health 80 year old man
	Commissioner Lundy said he knows that the Mayor’s have had some tough decisions on opening parks and pools for the community. Mayor said yes he spoke with Avon Mayor Jensen and them closing their city pool, these are tough decisions but the health and safety of the public comes firs and reminded people that the parks are open just social distance.  He stated that he is looking into using some CDBG funds and working with non profits for recreation kits to be given to children of the city; like jump ropes balls, etc. to keep them engaged. Commissioner Sweda said like her childhood, kick ball, jump rope just something to stay active
	Commissioner Kokoski said she saw the Mayor on his hoverboard in a suit the other day. Mayor said yes
