Mr. Adams said County Commissioners Association (CCAO) and Ohio Association of Elections Officials (OAEO) have been working for several years seeking a plan for the replacement of all Ohio’s voting equipment.  Advisory 2017-04 from Secretary of State required a meeting between elections and commissioners in helping legislators with the need for new voting equipment funding.
He stated that the current system was built in 2004 operational in 2005, so 13 years old and has around 1200 units.  Any given election throughout the county takes around 1100 units so there are around 80 to spare, lose around 20-25/year due to hardware issues; such as printers, bolts, stands, etc. Replacement parts can be purchased from a warehouse in TX but these were also from 2004. 
Mr. Adams believes they will be able to continue to use the voting equipment for 1-2 years but then it will become critical and would have to have new prior to the 2020 election to start implementing in 2019. There are 1200 poll workers that need training. In 2005 there were HAVA funds in amount of $3.5 million.  He believes the current cycle high-end cost would be around $7 million based upon the figures received from the state bid out, but we as the 9th largest county in the state, we would have more quantity so the figure should decrease.  There have been some counties that have already purchased like; Cuyahoga and Ashland due to needing equipment and asking for state reimbursement.
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Commissioner Kalo said he sits on the election committee with CCAO and not sure what the split will be but trying to gauge were the counties are since some are asking to backfill the payments.  Mr. Adams said percentage could be 50/50 or 80/20 but he heard it will not be provided in the state budget this year, probably not until capital budget of 2018.   He also noted that there is also discussion on leasing the machines just like copiers so when new come out they are replaced but legislators are not sure how to budget for that.  He also indicated that it is still several months before vendors are certified. Their vendor Dominion has not finished their federal certification which is due sometime in September then the state certification thereafter
Mr. Adams said some counties are looking at optical scanning with touch screen. The Lorain County Board of Elections wants to continue to do touch screen but does require a higher speed scanner for all the paper ballots which seems to be increasing annual due to the bi-lingual and absentee ballots. There were over 35,000 absentee ballots and in 2012 they did not finish scanning until 7 am the next morning after the election. In 2016 they rented a high speed scanner to get it done in a timely manner Commissioner Kalo asked how much is needed. Mr. Adams said based on the Secretary of State formula there were 206,000 voters in this county divide by 175 = 1,155 units needed. Commissioner Kalo said 2-3% over. Mr. Adams said 80/100; there are 35 for poll worker training, in house voting, Commissioner Kalo said around 8%.
Commissioner Kalo said the poll books are 70/30 but not all in cost, in the figures you gave, is everything included like batteries, etc.  Mr. Adams said yes everything is included in DAS bid out.
Commissioner Kalo said he spoke with Senator Oboff and he indicated that the state has a $6 million shortfall and will not be in this year’s budget. Commissioner Kalo said the state should be in charge of the elections.
Commissioner Lundy said the numbers of early voters are increasing, yes this should be a state responsibility and he does not see any money in the state budget this year. The state is more concerned with giving tax breaks to the wealthy.
Mr. Adams also said some counties are just going to the optical scanner because it looks cheaper but there is a lot more maintenance required but in the long run would cost more
Commissioner Lundy said our board of elections is bi-partisan and agree on this. Mr. Adams said yes both republicans and both democrats on the board agree on touch screen.
	Commissioners thanked him for coming.

	County Administrator Cordes asked Mr. Adams about the storage issue.  Mr. Adams said yes he received an email from Mrs. Davis, Facility Director last week on the additional storage space. Mr. Cordes said the Elections Board was renting trailers for extra storage and no longer can sit on the property they were on; it is part of the wetland projects.  He said he is looking to extend the back by their parking lot on north side and put up storage unit buildings.  Mr. Adams said that would be great but should also look into equipment heating option due to plastic melting etc. Mr. Cordes said we need to make sure this is a permanent solution.
