	9:32 a.m.	- 	Dave Covell, Lorain County Health Commissioner – Updates
	Commissioner Kokoski thanked Mr. Covell for coming and give updates since it is a holiday weekend coming up.
	Mr. Covell said information is always provided at www.loraincountyhealth.com.  
	He stated there are 
· 829 confirmed cases
· 117 probable (these are people that are quarantined due to being in close contact with someone with COVID and developed symptoms during quarantine)
· Total of 946
· 562 people that have completely recovered and 60 deaths that contributed from younger to older people 
· 1,506 total quarantines (all people contact either being in close contact for 14 days)
· 1,000 already out of quarantined 
· 302 active quarantine (people that have become positive cases)
	Mr. Covell said look at the data page the numbers are up, average about 5 cases/day and now it is at 10 cases/day and could fluctuate higher due to nursing homes.  A few weeks ago at beginning of May we went back to 5 cases/day and since opening up and clearly in Ohio we lead the nation in closing down and opening slowly back up but now open back up to 10/day.  He stated there are a lot of 20-40 years of age people that make that difference, several are gathering more, like at Put n Bay and other places with younger folks and all feel invincible.  He cannot stress enough; wear a mask when you are in a public place and understand when outside keep social distance and it is not just about protecting you, it is about protecting others.   How do we help our neighbors, how do we help people in Lorain County with this not spreading, the more we can be courteous keeping space and wearing masks the better we will be and always wash your hands, cover your cough and stay home if you are sick, very important to not let this spread.   Remember, the virus has not gone away and will have until at least a vaccine comes which could be earliest late this year, early next year and do the best job we can and wear a mask when you need to, wash your hands, stay home if you are sick and keep your distance.  Mr. Covell said to business, we have had a few that had a case and because they were social distancing and wearing a mask they did not have anyone else quarantined, lost no other people and no one else got sick but then there was another business that did not do this and didn’t stress with their employees had a positive cases had other people quarantined on staff and spread throughout their business and this is tough because business are struggling as it is. The main reason as a businessowner even more than protecting your customers, protect your employees they are the ones working close together, the more spread apart, follow guidelines, wear mask when you need to your business will be better off as well.
	Commissioner Sweda how are the going to maintain distancing and effective job at Lorain County Fair; entrance, fair, hand stamp, money exchange, rides, benches, etc. Mr. Covell said he went to the fairgrounds and discussed with fair board and told them that it will not be the same old fair. His team of 5 along with the fair board went out and walked throughout the fair, walking the grandstand, working livestock, working on display buildings, thoroughfare, entrances, etc. and will continue and adjustments were made and they will have to maintain when people walk in that are not being courtesy to their neighbor; not wearing a mask and not staying away from other, how will this maintain. There will be people walking around wearing shirts and will speak with others and will just continue to work with them but will not be the same fair.
	Commissioner Sweda said will attendance be limited. Mr. Covell said grandstand yes, overall attendance it depends and if they get into a situation where it gets to crowded they will shut it down, but will not have a senior day, etc., and will continue and he was nervous but will continue to plan.
	Commissioner Sweda said it did raise eyebrows when they said they were going to go forth because so many were cancelled. Mr. Covell said there is a financial piece that is an issue and when you have a fair the entrance fee is where the money and a lot of fairs said they would not be able to meet the cost of the fair if it was limited, so the Governor came out and will give fairs $50,000 if the fair is held and that is the difference is in revenue so that is why Medina County said ok as well.
	Commissioner Lundy said Mr. Covell has been in the health care profession for 32 years and the county has seen a spike following memorial day weekend and now we are coming up on 4th of July and Dr. Fauci is concerned that we could see 100,000 positive cases/day and how do we manage contract tracing and Lorain County is not in a bubble, everyone goes somewhere. Is this starting to reach a serious plateau and more assertive in the messaging. Mr. Covell said we have extra contract tracers including Spanish speaking people and Governor encouraged this to get ready for this and if people stay in Ohio, all health departments are all connected and it is easy to trace but it is when people go out of state and now was there exposures. Today Harvard released a risk discussion and Ohio is reviewing a risk system what is going on in the community and hospitalization rates and if we get into situation with a high risk scenario like we don’t have enough hospitalization beds because hospitalization cases have increased, so you will hear him say a lot of different things than he is saying right now and will come to the Commissioners and we need to get more serious and think about mandating masks and whatever else will need to be done. He said this point we don’t need to do that, yes case count has increased but hospitalization is dead flat and gone down and it is the ages of 20 year old that are getting symptoms and have testing unlike the older adults and people that have heard this message enough have taken precaution not to spread. He said if we get there he will be serious and will come to the county and things will be different, just like Florida you see what is happening there and we need to just monitor. Commissioner Lundy said you are the health care profession and he is elected officials and no politician wants to shut down and the only option is that masks would be mandated and we don’t’ live in a bubble see numbers go up daily in other counties. Mr. Covell said yes, if we can not get people to do the things we have asked volunteer and social distance to protect others than yes this would be a scenario, at this point we are not there but we all need to be understanding and in order to keep business moving in this county we need to be respectful of other people and respectful of that business and we are not there now, but if and when we get there it will be a county commissioner decision along with health commissioner and hope we don’t get there and just stay and don’t overwhelm our healthcare system.  He said it is not easy to keep your children home, he has 2 sons 22 and 24

	Commissioner Sweda asked what the threshold is. Mr. Covell said it is not about case count, it is a combination with hospital rate and could have a problem with overrun and once 20 years old visit grandparents could have problems. Mr. Covell said he is more worried in fall because people want to get together and that is in indoors but we just need to keep the habits going to be better in the end
	Commissioner Kokoski said she had a discussion with a good friend of hers and she refuses to wear a mask. She said wearing a mask is like keeping mosquitos out of a chain link fence and if you look at the box of the masks it states it does not prevent COVID. Mr. Covell said on a webinar, Ohio State professor said “if he is wearing a mask and you are wearing a mask and we are 6 feet apart, that is 3 barriers to this virus and not all perfect. If he takes off his mask and you are wearing a mask and still 6 feet, we have 2 barriers and both not wearing masks and still 6 feet were still having 1 barrier”, its when we don’t do anything there are no barriers and think about how to reduce risks, everyone wear masks and stay apart and no nothing completely stops the virus unless it is a n95 masks and that is only available for hospital personnel at this time and reduce dramatically. If he wears a mask; coughs, sneezes, sing, talk its harder for things to come out, each mask is not perfect but will help spread
Commissioner Lundy said pictures of Ottawa County and people at Put in Bay and people think that health department can enforce since it is tourism. Mr. Covell said there are enforcement teams in all counties and ours mostly help people in order to comply and most business want to do this and have successful business and have received complaints and they do discuss the issue with business and all bars/restaurants are regulated by health department anyways and most are in compliance but will receive warning letters. There are 2 pieces, separate things out and have employees wear masks and control while you are busy and same with food safety different with dinner rush to lunch and made it clear at the beginning that they have responsible to control your staff and clientele.

	Commissioner Kokoski thanked Mr. Ballard for joining us this morning and unfortunately his father contracted COVID19 and passed away recently and wanted him to join us to share his story
	Mr. Ballard thanked the Commissioners and said he is native of Lorain and parents still own the same house he grew up in and always been home except when he went to college and lived in Louisville for a short while. He owns a radio station 89.1 WNZN and also worked as District Director for Congresswoman Betty Sutton, worked as Safety/Service Director, City of Lorain and owned restaurants and currently President of Lorain City Schools. He is also very active in his church; family of faith and we get our strong hold in the community by giving back to the community and his parents were very passionate in this and continued to help people during this time.  When he heard of the very first case, he called Mr. Covell, because there are 6500 students and a lot of employees in Lorain City School and they count on them to make a right decision.  He went to his parents after that phone call and he was lucky enough to get 8 of the N95 masks, going into his parents how with the masks, sanitizer, gloves and his parents were like why are you wearing a masks. He explained the situation and said he would do the errands for them, they took it seriously but continued to do the community things they had always did; feeding people, visiting people, going to funerals.  He said around April, his dad was sitting in his chair and it was not like him, he was a very active 80 year old he owned real estate, owned food trucks, climb roofs, worked with the church and his dad said he felt tired, lazy and said maybe it was because he did not take his medication the other day. But after taking medication he still felt bad and said let’s go to the ER, his dad said he will just rest for a few and then he called his brother Greg Ballard and they both convinced his dad he was going to the ER. They took him to the ER, left him there because no one was allowed in and he called the nurse answered the phone and said his dad was sleeping and that is what happens with COVID patients and that was the first they learned he tested positive and this was Easter weekend.  His dad did call him and said to him the food is terrible will you bring me salt because he lost his taste buds and then called back don’t worry about it they said he would be coming home tomorrow and that was the day before Easter. He picked him up and on Easter Sunday all stayed at home and did a family zoom, had a good day, but overnight his oxygen levels went down to 85 and doctors told him before they left if it goes to low 90’s bring him back, so he dropped him off at the hospital at the door and an hour later he called and said they are taking him from Cleveland Clinic Avon to Fairview park and he called said he was there, an hour later he was placed into ICU because we can monitor him better there. This was on a Monday but had to increase his oxygen level but then on Thursday they received a call around midnight that he would be incubated and stayed a few weeks and other things started to go wrong and treated him with a medication that has since been banned the hydroxychloroquine  and sure they did all they could to keep these patients alive and then a few days later other thing started to go wrong with his heart and his dad had never been or stayed in the hospital prior to this he had a clean bill of health and then Sunday morning his father passed and that was hard because you were unable to visit him. With us having a big family and his father was a well liked guy, the funeral had to reduced and the City of Lorain did allow a parade a very warm send off and in a world wind of a month went from a guy he knew probably had another 15-20 years on the clock and he is still in disbelief that his father is not hear and been a difficult time for his family.  The most concern is we still don’t’ have vaccine or solution but seems like the economy is pushing everyone to go back to normal and he is telling you now is not the time to go back to normal. We are a hugging family and this has been hard for them to do and he has to protect his mom and himself and they continue to wear the n95 masks and talk to people through the windows and scary to see on tv or go pick up carry out food and people are gathering with no masks. Then there is a debate on wearing the masks is just bizarre to him and from what they see on MSNBC or Fox it is different when he says his father is gone and knows someone and pleading to everyone we do not want to lose anyone else to this disease or virus. He said he likes Dr. Fauci and he is a straight shooter and read his body language and between the lines there is no control on this virus and you have to fight for yourself and take it seriously and protect yourself at all times.
	Commissioner Sweda said you have no contact tracing and your father was masking and while he was moving he was not throwing caution to the wind, he was healthy this is staggering but to the see the sendoff was emotional and he always said he did not want to die with only 10 people in attendance but he existed with all paraments is an eyeopener. Mr. Ballard said yes, they had all the stuff, N95, washing hands and his father and mother were always together so its freighting how he would have contacted it and his mom is still safe and his office is in very close proximity and he spent a lot of time with both so he don’t understand how it attack him and saved the rest of them. Commissioner Sweda said this is an impacting story and everyone that knows the family she hopes this resonates with everyone. Mr. Ballard said he started advertising with what CDC was stating and made that a daily format
	Commissioner Lundy said once a loved one goes into the hospital you just cannot see them, this was a difficult conversation and thanked him for his story. Mr. Ballard said his father was in the hospital 20+ days and him and his mothers stayed together and he spoke with the health professionals and there were 35 patients on floor and it was hard for them not be with him or others that were sick because that is something that they would do and there was no daily sayings or final good byes.
	Commissioner Lundy said he knows they are a deep faith family and what do you say to people that say “god says it is your time to go” and said the good lord also give us common sense to protect ourselves and take care of ourselves so what is your message. Mr. Ballard said the bible says god will give you a choice and the choice that you make you are responsible for but you can’t just jump off a cliff and say god said it was ok or covered by the blood of god. He said everyone gets to a point in life that they will expire but don’t’ think it is a choice of god saying that it is ok or created, you need have common sense
	Commissioners thanked him for coming and said stay safe and well and hope maybe people will wear masks and people think just because people are old does not mean a family should lose anyone to this virus.
	Commissioner Sweda said age was not relevant to your dad. Mr. Ballard said for sure you knew when he was in the room and said everyone needs to keep up the good work.			__________________(discussion was held on the above)
