d.								COMMISSIONERS REPORT		
Commissioner Kokoski said Kirsten Penton was quoted in the paper today that Lorain County’s share of the 6.75% sales tax is 1.50%. I wish. It is actually 1% after the increase that was imposed. If this is what has been told to the people signing the petitions that is a $20 million dollar discrepancy and she did provide maps to everyone showing that 50 of the 88 counties are at or above that 1.50%.  
So the State of Ohio gets 5.75% and the county’s 1% is divided by .75% goes to the general fund and .25% goes to the jail. The funds received for the jail has not been sufficient so the general fund has had to give the jail around $4 million a year. Just so you are aware the only amount of sales tax that was approved by the voters is the .25% for the jail. The rest of the sales tax the 6.50% that we all pay has been imposed by either the State and previous boards of commissioners. The jail was put before the voters 5 times before it was finally successful at the ballot box.  
I know that people are upset about how this was handled. 
#1 it is not the same tax that was on the ballot. The one on the ballot was going to be split 50/50 between our general fund and Lorain County Transit. We were approached by what I thought was a well respected group of leaders in our county that said they would help us campaign for the tax which did not happen because they wanted the whole .25% to go to transit and we could not allow that to happen.    
#2 you wanted to talk about transparency? It is unheard of to put a sales tax on the ballot the same time the commissioners are running. We did not hide behind the fact that his was needed and necessary. I believe if we had imposed it without a vote we would have another group here upset that we didn’t let them vote on the issue. Either way we were to going to win. I also believe that if everyone heard the testimony of the Sheriff, the Prosecutor and the Coroner they would agree that the sales tax was necessary. I don’t believe anyone here protesting the sales tax took the time to come to the numerous meetings we held throughout the county to hear how dire our future was without the sales tax. The cuts would be too severe to repeal it and put it back on the ballot. It is my understanding that Mr. Phillips agrees that the tax is necessary and says he will help us sell it. Well I have heard that before from the Move group and if our beloved Sheriff Phil Stammitti couldn’t sell it I don’t know what Mr. Phillips thinks he can do to sell it. Repealing it would mean severe cuts that would devastate the safety of our citizens. This is not a democrat or republican issue. There would be just as many employees of both parties layed off if we were to repeal this. You may not like what I did and I may pay the price for it in the future. I may not have done what was in the best interest but I did do what was in the county’s best interest.
Commissioner Kalo said we did what the county needed.

Commissioner Kalo attended Sheffield Township steak fry and St. Peters event.  
Commissioner Kalo and Mr. Cordes attending a CCAO meeting yesterday to discuss Tcap and we are one of the largest 10 counties that have to participate in this.  Mr. Cordes said the felony 5 not going to prison unless sex offense or multiple violent offenses, we keep them locally and use CBCF and other diversion methods to try to turn them around, expanding probation. Mr. Cordes said this will be a multi attack, not sure about keeping them here we just can’t sent them to the state.  Commissioner Kalo said we do have space at CBCF. Mr. Cordes said the county gets penalized if we send them to the state penitentiary and a reduction in Tcap funding. We can house locally, house F5, concentrate on misdemeanors, do diversion, treatment programs, half way house, etc. Commissioner Kalo said all but capital. Mr. Cordes said some counties are strolling and we had a meeting with the Sheriff and Courts and yesterday we made our position known to the state and funding might not be available after 2 years which is a concern with the 10 major counties, other counties are volunteers.  Commissioner Kalo if the prison population increases this is less funding. Mr. Cordes said Crawford County has five times the F5’s in their jail; the judges love to send them to jail. There is a lot of balance for equalization and need the courts to look at sentence with various programs and CBCF and he was not aware the county could send them to various CBCF’s.  Commissioner Kalo said we have 20 male beds available.  Mr. Cordes said he will have a meeting with the Court Administrators, Jail Staff and Adult Probation to see a creative solution, these folks don’t’ need incarceration, it is not rehabilitation other than repeat offenders for sex or violent.  He stated that if you incarcerate some then they turn their lives into a revolving door.  Commissioner Kalo said we have relations with the courts, sheriff and adult probation and most judges are doing diversion someone. Mr. Codes said we will be dealing with the first deadline quickly and these funds are like the Reclaim funds that domestic relations uses.  Commissioner Kokoski said what about treatment facilities, many other counties have these centers. Mr. Cordes said there are not enough funds for treatment centers and that is problematic in this county and it is like $1.3 million over 2 years.  Commissioner Kalo said he did ask about detox centers and they said not enough funds to do this.  Mr. Cordes said we have a drought with treatment facilities and suffer with lack of reentry or inadequate reentry and recidivism and hope that this would end the revolving door but we are not the only community in this situation.  

Commissioner Lundy said Columbus always talks a good game but no money and the taxpayers should be upset about that.
Commissioner Lundy said the lakefront initiative in Avon Lake went well lot of good ideas for concept developments along the lakeshore
Commissioner Lundy said he heard the Elyria bi-centennial parade was good but long at 2.5 miles
Commissioner Lundy said the Taste of South at south rec was good and glad to see so many youths participate on a3 on 3 basketball
Commissioner Lundy said he did not make the Amherst Dancing in the Streets but heard it was also a good event
Commissioner Lundy said the FOP of Cleveland and Lorain with some council members played a softball game at Crushers Stadium and glad to see that everyone can get along but when he left the score was 16-3, Cleveland
Commissioner Lundy said Joel Arrendondo had a nice event at Mexican Mutual
Commissioner Lundy gave sympathy to the Chief Petty Officer Garret Green, who saved lives while the navy ship was struck by a cargo ship in Japan. g.								PUBLIC COMMENT 														(Please limit your comments to three minutes)

	Gerald Phillips, Avon Lake wanted to comment on #11 and #12 appointing outside counsel on the charter proposal because of conflict.  As we stand now, the Board of Elections and County Commissioners are not parties to that protest may become parties if the Secretary of State makes another terrible decision and denies the protest because he will be filing a prohibition to the Supreme Court to overturn that decision and then likely he would have to join all necessary parties or parties that will be affected and may include Board of Elections and County Commissioners.  He is not sure that is required but will look at that when the time comes.  He stated that Dr. Evans is an elector, individual elector in the county and his protest was a legal action and under 307.95 b, he filed his protest as an individual elector as the requirement of the statue and not quite sure that this appropriation due to provide legal fees to Dr. Evans, and if it is then legal to provide legal fees to an individual elector protesting than the county can compensate him too. 
Mr. Phillips said on August 8, yesterday the repeal sales tax filed petition, 235 part petitions with 11,844 signatures with only 7,782 needed and he personally got 2,526 signatures.  The commissioner’s approval rating has not gone up.  One very important comment that was made over and over to him and the circulators, Thanks, we appreciate what you are doing, we appreciate your dedicated volunteer service to go out on countless days, events all over the county; parade, fireworks, festivals to give the people a right to vote.  Their group was volunteer; we were not the 7th district that hired circulators to get petitions done. This is a citizen effort, you may not agree, but it is government in action, what is meant by democracy and getting people to involve.  
Mr. Phillips said the next step the Board of Elections will determine the number of valid signatures, which he believes it will be excess the numbers needed, Elections will then hold a hearing on the validity of signatures of petition.  He said in Mr. Innes opinion, the petition is illegal and expect the elections board to be 4-0 contrary to the tie of 2-2 because the 2 republicans board members stay true to what they stated in the paper, it is non partisan and the reason they voted that way, was to give people the right to vote and have ballot access, it’ll be a 2-2 vote but don’t’ expect because he does think that was the intention it was clearly partisan maybe they would prove him wrong. So this will end up in court litigation and the courts will have to determine the structure of 3739.022 and Mr. Innes and he will argue decision.  
Mr. Phillips stated that Mr. Innes has made statements on his professional character and his reputation.  He claims that he is an incompetent lawyer; don’t know the law, file frivolous lawsuits, always loose and cases are always thrown out.  Based on these comments, Commissioners have no fears.  
Mr. Phillips said he has been up here several times making demands that the Commissioners repeal the sales tax, putting a new on the ballot specifying funds that would be earmarked for what he believes and 2,536 electros voters want and also part of this proposal he personally agreed to dismiss the lawsuit so the county could keep $5 million dollars.  This was rejected, you had until today to repeal the sales tax and have not done it.  He thinks the Commissioners have made a terrible decision.  The comments, the project $2.3 million deficit and the $5 million would solve that problem you just have to go to the people to convince them.  In the rejection of that, it was a slap in the face to the voters and for the right to vote.  He thinks that answers Commissioner Kokoski question. We would solve the problem but did not take the opportunity to accept the proposal.  As a result, an exploratory group has been formed and will precede 3 actions; 1) potential removal of Auditor Snodgrass for his unlawful legal action in December when he ……. the efforts of the sales tax petitioners.  2) Removal of Commissioner Kokoski for a flip flop decision in what is perceived to be deception, misrepresentation and fraud on the voters and 3) to go out and get county reform in this county.  Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Phillips to repeat what he said on his #2 action.  Mr. Phillips to get a charter petition to have greater access, county executive, term limits, not partisan, greater ballot access for all people; libertarians, republican, democrats, green parties and independents, combine/create the fiscal officer, combine the treasurer, recorder and auditors, provide for greater voter rights, greater taxpayer rights and to have it mandatory that all sales tax increases have to be put on the ballot for the vote of the people, so the voters rights will never be violated and never have to do another petition drive.  Also voter approval and compensation for the commissioners, provide for recall and rule provisions do have districts and council at large. They will take upon the good points of the 7 districts petition and will improve on this concept. The new charter petition will be a gold standard for county reform for all counties to imitate.  Everyone has clipboards, petitions, pens, t-shirts, signs and tags and he will wear his straw hat.  Commissioner Kokoski said don’t forget the map.  Mr. Philips said the statements or alleged statements from Kirstin Hill those were never made, they did not make any statements about the amount of sales tax that was collected, we never had to. All they had to tell the people, for that 5 weeks after 74% voted against it was the Commissioners ignored their vote and people signed the petitions readily and never had to ask because the signs were out there, people even stopped in cars and stopped to sign petitions.  He said the commissioners are out of touch with the reality of what you did and this new charter will make the Commissioners more accountable and responsive to the voters of this county.
Thank you.
	Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the statements that Mr. Phillips stated about what he said are absolutely and categorically false with the exception of one issue he was giving advice to one of his clients and Mr. Phillips first attacked him and told his clients that the interpretation of law was wrong.  Secondly he just said he will sue the Board of Elections, Commissioners and it is likely that these 2 will get their positions so that would be a conflict of interest in the prosecutor’s office, therefore the Commissioners and Elections Board will have to get counsel.  Thirdly, he already offered Mr. Phillips the proposal that Mr. McTigue would present him and he refused that representation so we are not treating Dr. Evans or anyone else than any different than the offer that was proposed to Mr. Phillips.

	Commissioner Kokoski asked if there were any other comments…Seeing none, see moved to go into executive session.

	Cliff Riverbark, Sheffield Lake said he has many disabilities and on medications and apologized for slowing up other speakers.  He said growing up his family took money, loose change and never made middle class and will speak from the same shoes as many is this county.  They would take the change and fill the pig to take 2 day vacation to Geauga Lake and Sea World, this was the only joy in their lives.  He said we need jobs, he will put some to rest; Fruehauf, Fisher Guide, York, Bendix, Shipyards, Steel Plant, Ford and Midway Mall, these are gone we need to move forward.  How he became here it was poke the bear, he was in this room during all the discussions before the sales tax with the presentations and he is a flea, a mosquito and only one voice. He is not naive to believe we the people run things, he respects and thankful to the people that died so we have our rights and can only pass this to his children, what they earn they can only spend and the thought to stand up what you believe firmly in even though it might not be popular.  Maybe bring in an Amazon distribution center to the mall and maybe everything would be ok, joke.  He was here and certain people came forward and talked about things and he listened, most people don’t vote and when you listen they say their vote does not matter, that is a terrible thing.  No one knows what is going on, many people don’t even know in their own cities they don’t’ attend these meetings, they don’t attend their city meetings they don’t care unless it affects them and he has been taught that.  He wasted his time with the City of Elyria charter, wow was that boring but he did it because he was interested in City of Elyria politics and saw them just create monuments with capital improvements and lived there is 1979-current. His mother passed from pancreatic stage 4 cancer and thankful for affordable care so she could have appropriate care and her house would stay in the family and that’s where he is now.  After he saw this group and wanted to go sign but things were more important never made effort or time to sign the petition.  This time he did volunteer to help, it was a joke at first, limited time and efforts and always getting ready to quit but someone always gave him one more sheet and people thanked him and listened to people and also people came to this county because our sales tax was lower. Looking forward to this and thanked everyone one was involved he had his anchor, dragged it and as the time went on people wanted this to succeed and it was good for him emotional for him to be part of this group and it has been encouraging and he would be encouraged to do another one and will bring people with him and bring 3,000 votes with his signature.  He said government don't live on balanced budget it is wasted and hope we can fix the healthcare and also ODOT and trying to force companies that have record profits in the industry of insurance needing double digit profits and it is a tough job to work on things but that is your job. He was a manager at one time and understands tough decisions.  But at the end of the month he only has this much money cant beg or pull monopoly money at the end of the month and crazy to think why not have government on a balanced budget and he spends his rainy day fund; savings, 401K, sell his assets to balance and that is a different perception of common folks.  He said why spend $ 5milion across the street and it insulting that terrible things have said about the state and no one wants to balance the budget the state stole our money and the money is on our back (he had a money necklace on the back of his shirt and addressed the commissioners backwards).  Cut spending, adjust expenses he can’t reach in and saw something on Oprah, and people will remember how you make them fill and his shoes are different but if he has to live in his shoes and this is a once a week meeting, he would offer you the chair in the audience and he would sell all the chairs at Jamie’s if you really need money lots of people have to do this.  Don’t talk about building new jails, fire, etc if don’t have money.  His choices are diffident, never doubt small group of thoughtful concerned citizens can change the world, in need it is the only way it has and we have to rename his porky pig, he is in retirement; feed me, feed me……

	Commissioner Kokoski said she usually does not keep people to 3 minutes because sometimes it could go longer, but would like this to try to stay closer to the 3minutes so everyone here has a chance to speak.

	Kristin Penton Hill, Amherst Township asked what is $.25 cents worth, what can you buy for $.25 cents. Would you miss $.25 cents more out of your pocket. Would your neighbor miss $.25 cents out of their pocket. What is $.25 cents on $100 worth to you.  What is $.25 cents on $100 worth to Lorain County government. The resource from December 15, 2016 Chronicle Telegram the $.25 cents on $100 is $10 million dollars.  ¼ of a percent of sales tax in Lorain County is estimated to generate $10 million.  Yesterday they did have a press conference in front of the board of elections and she was not certain of the portion that went to the state versus the county and was not accurate but it was not displayed in the article that there was hesitancy and she did question what she said. But she did confirm last night that 5.75% does go to the state which actually equals 23 ¼ of a % which is worth $230 million dollars, that’s what goes to Columbus.  Commissioner Lundy said and stays there. Ms. Hill said the current 1% stays in Lorain County unless they take a fee and this would equal $40 million annually.  She said it is just $.25 cents on $100 and that penny pinching frugal customer that shops in her store, $.25 cents is worth a lot. There are customers that break the stems off the top of a red pepper and hide it amongst the others on the display and she weight they stem of a red pepper and it was .02 lbs, not to encourage everyone to do this at your favorite grocery store.  But this stem on this red pepper and take .02 lbs times the prices cost 4.9 cents today, $.25 cents is worth something to that customer and is very careful with each $.25 cents.  
She read comments from Evelyn Kennedy, N. Ridgeville.  Ms. Kennedy wrote “she was unable to be here today to speak on my own but other commitments kept her from being here.  County Commissioners are charged with a  duty of doing the will of the people to run the county government and caring out the duties they have a moral duty to be prudent with spending taxpayers money, you have a responsibility to be transparent and informing the shoppers in Lorain county how their money is spent.  It all circumstances you must remember that it is not your money that is being spent, but hard working citizens of Lorain county and in the case of the sales tax, the citizens from surrounding counties come here to shop and boost the success of business owners in this county.  On November 8, the voters went to the ballot box and made their wishes known loud and clear 99,780 voters said no sales tax increase. On December 14, 2016, you, Commissioner Kalo and Commissioner Kokoski spoke loud and clear with your votes telling Lorain county voters that the voters don’t matter. You said you will take their money no matter what they say and drop the $10 million collected annually in the general fund and waste it anyway they want.  You did it in the frozen winter, in the midst of your Christmas holiday and laughed all the way to the bank, confident that no matter the voters wanted, they could not complete a petition in less than 1 month to stop for policing the shoppers. You won then, but the group of taxpayers she is associated with is a hearty bunch, they do not give up when you put an obstacle in their way.  They are coming back strong, sacrificed their summer and traveled the county far and wide and all at their own expense, no one is being paid to do this. They have educated thousands of voters, they have awakened them to the dirty politics and we will make sure that you, no passage of time will roll them back to sleep. They eagerly signed the petitions to repeal the sales tax increase and time and time again they said how grateful they are that they have stepped up to wage this battle on their behalf.  Those 1000 of voters are angry and they want you to be removed from office and come 2020 they will have the opportunity to vote you out. She has told people over and over when you go to the ballot box in 3 ½ years remember the 2 K’s, the 2 K’s that were the ones that confiscated your money. Yesterday the petitions were filed at the board of elections, today we are here to make sure you get our message, we won’t go away, and this is just the first step. The voters are wise to your antics. Repeal the tax now, or the voters will do it for you this fall.  
Assistant Prosecutor Innes asked Ms. Hill if this tax was repealed especially the prosecutor’s office, sheriff’s department and coroner’s office each would lose 25-30%. That means that 1 out of every 4 criminals will not be prosecuted. So can you please go back and get the value of these numbers. What is the value of a child that is molested, because 1 out of 4 child molesters go free. What is the value of a senior citizen that loses their entire savings from cons, because 1 of 4 con artists goes free. What are the value of a person’s life that is murdered, 1 out of 4 murders go free. What is the value of a teenager’s life that is ruined by drug dealers, because 1 out of 4 drug dealers go free. What are these values, can you really compare that value to $.25 cents on $100.
Commissioner Kokoski said that was very powerful.

Jeff Baxter, Elyria said he has spoken before and the first time was on June 14. At that meeting he asked for a resolution to be passed to stop collecting the tax after 1 year that was ignored.  He asked for detailed plans how the money that is coming in how it would be spent and not sure how that comes in and believe today that there are some funds that have been put into the county coffers, but no plans where it has gone. He thanked Commission Lundy for again to continue and would be remised that he comes to the Commissioners meetings because he knows Commissioner Lundy will always bash the state legislators. Commissioner Lundy said he is only stating the facts.  Mr. Baxter said he also asked to put a renewal increase for future years and put together a collation of community leaders, mayors and township and this was also ignored.  He said the county should look at a rainy day fund and still sees nothing like this.  He said the year is ½ over and surmising that there was about $4-5 million dollars received from the tax. Commissioner Kokoski and Kalo said no. Commissioner Kalo said we did not collect until July. Mr. Baxter said it started in April 1. Commissioner Kalo said we are 2-2/12 months behind and business collect sales tax for 1 month and have until the 23rd following month as retailers to report to the state.  Mr. Baxter said he intrigued about all this back in June.  He personally collected 1698 signatures and left 2 off because he always wanted something else to obtain and he knows there will be another effort and he wants to get 1700. During the time the 3 months of circulation he talked to around 3,000 voters in City of Lorain, Elyria, Amherst, Oberlin, Avon, N. Ridgeville, Vermilion, Grafton, LaGrange, Eaton Township, Columbia Township, Sheffield, Sheffield Lake, Amherst, Amherst Township and these spoke to lots and a lot mirrored what Mr. Phillips, Ms. Hill and Mr. Riverbark said voters are not happy. This all came about because unfortunately because of Commissioner Kokoski because of her actions.  She changed her vote from December 7 to yes on December 14.  He said to show good faith, he would ask that Commissioner Kokoski resign immediately and have someone take your place that would better serve the citizens of Lorain County.
Commissioner Kokoski said the reason why she said not to a sales tax increase originally is because the voters said no. She said ok, she will give the voters what they want and not increase sales tax.  Mr. Baxter said that was a good decision. Commissioner Kokoski said she thought at that time it was at that time too, but then she talked with the Sheriff, Sheriff Office and all the people that were hired and trained and suited up with uniforms and now all these people were going to get laid off because of a decision she made. The prosecutors were going to lose major staff, our coroner’s office that is dealing with people dying every single day and they would be cut dramatically. We were going to let the drug dealers run this county, no, after a week she could not sleep or live with herself with this decision. This is why she changed her mind, not for her benefit, she makes no more money, don’t benefit her, it benefits her sheriff, her recorder, every department in this entire county would have been affected by if we did not receive the sales tax. Then find out we are going to lose another $2 million dollars because of the state sales tax change, how are we suppose to function.  This is why she changed her mind, not to benefit her; it actually was to benefit you and your family.

Jean Anderson, Vermilion she thanked god that we live in a country that allows us to disagree and have defense ad do peacefully and thanked the Veterans and the safety forces all people that keep us safe in our communities and our homes especially our veterans that continue to make sure that we have those rights, constitutional rights. She also thanked the Commissioners for their service that the provide to our county because even though she does not agree with some of the decisions that are made from time to time she does appreciates the service and we all know that everyone steps up to the plate to serve and she appreciates that.  She said in response to Mr. Innes asking the cost of value, her issue is the cost of principal. She does not doubt that the money was needed and would like to help make a case that the count needs the money but to her is the real cost that was damaged that was done to the citizens of Lorain County and the voters who feel betrayed by the vote they made, over 70% of them rejected the sales tax increase only to have it go into effect after the election.  Now, when she helped circulate petitions, she heard a lot of thank you, lots of passion, a lot of people are angry and very frustrated but also heard that what is the use in voting, it just does not matter, no one pays attention to our vote anyways. To her that is the fundamental cost, that we have an issue, with this issue. As people are losing faith in their government, not showing up at their polls to vote and that is the lost, that is the cost so if we can inspire our people to vote because it matters and communicate the message and educate them properly she believes most citizens want the best for their county. They will do the right thing.  Commissioner Kokoski said we have not been able to reach them, we have had multiple meetings everywhere, begging people to come to hear what is going on and can’t get them, can’t pay attention, it is like the gentleman said, if it is not affecting them directly they don’t come. Glad to see that he came and don’t remember begin at other meetings, but thanked him for taking the time to come. 
Ms. Anderson said yes, he is the perfect example of what is brewing out there and she agrees the method has to be changed. She is a firm believer of grassroots person and there are grassroots ways to communicate the message and believe it is possible and do believe disregarding their vote does damage and alienates them, so if we are having trouble getting them out now, can you imagine when more and more voters, more and more disenfranchised they are going to come out more.  Her intent and work is going to be harder to get them back in and motivated and with the decision that was made, she thinks there are 2 options; 1) it continues to disenfranchise more and more voters; they don’t show up, don’t care and that is a sorry situation to her and the other outcome 2) is to motivate and energize and inspire more people to get involved because they want to be heard and don’t want the government making decisions that ignore their vote.  So they are going to be looking at ways to tie your hands, put more regulations in place so that they are not disregarded anymore and it will be one of these 2 options and personally she agrees that we can continue to motivate, inspire and energize the people of this county to get involved and take an interest. We really need a shot of positive attitude in Lorain County and know there has been talk about it in economic development meetings but we need a boost, we don’t need thumbs down and be disregarded.  She hopes that we choose the 2nd path, be more inspired, more goals orientated and thanked the Commissioners very much and glad Commissioner Kokoski shared her frustration and now you know the people of Lorain County will continue to share theirs.  
Commissioner Lundy said as former Vermilion Mayor, you know the decisions made in Columbus and we are at the mercy of them and it is a matter of fact Mr. Baxter, if you Google September 1, 2013. The state legislators imposed a ¼% sales tax increase Senator Gayle Manning voted for that, Governor very much wanted that, the republicans majority voted, he voted no and he understands all politics are local but really wish that some of this concern could also be taken to Columbus because that is where a lot of these issues begin.  Ms. Anderson said yes as a former Mayor, that so much of this is at a grassroots level and politics are local and that is why the Commissioners are baring the blunt with peoples frustration so rather than ignore and abuse their vote or made a decision on their behalf because they did not know any better or something, whatever it is, it is disenfranchise more and more people and that is exactly the opposite of what we need and hope that we can begin to address this locally at local grassroots and also Columbus has to get the message with the unfunded mandates, local government funds but making a decision to override the vote of the people, she does not believe this is positive. Commissioner Lundy said you also know as a former Mayor that as a public servant you try to do the best you can in listening and be responsive and respond to the wishes of the voters and the unfortunate thing in today’s society is the lack of civility and hope that we can all be peaceful about it and we can have strong disagreements but in a civil manner with respect and focus on issue and don’t make it personal, personal attacks do not solve anything. So he could not agree with her more about maintaining civility it is very important with democracy, unfortunately we have seen an erosion of that. Ms. Anderson said optimism and positivity are wonderful things and not giving up hope.

Ryan Terry, Sheffield Lake said no means no and he voted no in November and supports everyone here and he is the resistance and that is why he is here to see what he looks like.

	Pastor Rick Young, Liberty Baptist Church, Elyria said he represents the working poor. He has a person’s pay stub from the church and this person earned $753 of that $162 was paid in taxes; local income tax, social security, medicare, ohio state income tax, LaGrange income tax and that is before the 97 other taxes that we pay.  $162 out of this persons check represents 22% of their 2 weeks pay. Mr. Cordes asked him to stop yelling.  Pastor said if you would hear. Mr. Cordes said stop yelling, you can speak but if you will not stop yelling you can leave the podium. Pastor said that is your people’s problem. Mr. Cordes said not us people, please keep yourself in good decorum or you can leave the podium. Pastor said he is in good decorum. Mr. Cordes said than lower your voice, Pastor told Mr. Cordes he was yelling.  Pastor said this is the problem, no one listens.  Commissioner Kokoski said we are listening. Pastor said if you would have listened, you would have listened to the people that said no, you did not listen and that is on the record.  The problem is we spend too much. He spent 9 years in the Marine Corp. Mr. Cordes said he spent 20 in the Navy and doesn’t act like you. Commissioner Lundy thanked him for his serve. Pastor said then you understand government waste. Mr. Cordes said he understands a lot of things and he understands that you also have the right to speak respectfully. Pastor said he respects, the bible teaches that. Mr. Cordes said then why not follow it. Pastor said because the people that are supposed to be respected are not being respected. Mr. Cordes said he did not know that there was a because in the bible.  Pastor said you treat people properly and if they don’t listen you turn it up. Commissioner Kokoski said we are listening. 
Pastor said to Mr. Innes that he addressed someone and heard pleas for more money; we need money for this, money for that, you need to spend money properly.  He is a pastor for the church that pays him $525 per week and has been there 35 years and lives within his budget and he sees that is prudent, he knows government waste. Mr. Innes said in 2008 our budget was $80 million it is now $55 million. Mr. Innes said what business do you know that cut 35% and services, we can cut millions and go to gravel roads, how do you pave without engineer employees do you know what it cost to have a truck to plow snow, so go back to the budget and make it happen go back to gravel roads, so the people that are in your church will have to repair their vehicles on gravel roads and that cost more money, cut back on prosecutor, cut back on Sheriff and all he is saying is that his family and safety of friends is more important than the $.25 cents of $100, it is not even comparable.  
Pastor said you don’t live on what the most of people live on, it is easy for you. Mr. Innes said this past Monday he was in LaGrange Township at 3 pm to talk then to Columbia township at 5 pm and then Brownhelm township at 7 pm and did not get home until 10 pm and he does this week in and week out, so don’t tell him that government people don’t work. Pastor said he would never say you don’t’ work. Mr. Innes said when he was out in Brownhelm; the people were complaining that the government did not do their jobs.  There were no personnel to do that, they are complaining about a board making a mistake and couldn’t have an attorney help them at the meeting. Why couldn’t they have an attorney, because he has 2 attorneys to cover 54 township boards and you want us to cut back.  How are we supposed to cut 2 attorneys for 54 townships, and get the job done with any hope of competency.  Pastor said cut the budget so far and this room is not filled. Mr. Innes said what are the specific things you would like to be cut. Get rid of Sheriffs, Prosecutors, Jail, what services do you want cut. Do you want us to get rid of the Recorder so when you sell your house you can’t because no one is in that office. Give us ideas, not just magic and get it to work.
Commissioner Kalo said back in 2008/2009 the recession and he is all in favor of raising the sales tax, everyone complains that we don’t have anything here, but everyone else around us does. He was in Franklin County yesterday and Commissioners put a ¼% sales tax on unopposed and a ¼% on for 5 years and business community is saying keep that ¼% - 5 year so our communicates will continue to improve.  Lorain County has not been able to do this, there was no foresight to raise the sales tax 20 years ago and get sewers down our main corridors like Erie County.  This did cost some of those commissioners their jobs but that’s what happens when they are elected by the public but they also got all the economic development down route 250 and former Mayor Anderson, that was Lorain/Erie County knows what happened, there was a lot of foresight to do these things.  Lorain County did do massive cuts, laid of over 20 deputies, jail personnel, 15% pay cuts in prosecutors, and commissioners all chipped back in to help the general fund and laid off 25-30% in our departments which we still have not replaced, so we are still behind in economic development. So when people say they want jobs we don’t have bodies to do job because we don’t have anyone to do this work.  These are things we miss out on and that is why Lorain County is constantly behind and not moving ahead. We should be at 7% sales tax and would promote that, say it all the time, say it when he is on the ballot, said every voter in the county and all the papers have reported it, this is needed to make it a better place to live.  Pastor said you want revenue from most industry. Commissioner Kalo said we don’t have the economic development monies to put together all these packages other communities have because we don’t have the revenue, always running on a thin line, who are we laying off next.  There is a difference, you can only cut so much, and you cannot cut your way to success.  He said to the Pastor you cannot make your church any better by cutting amount of parishioners you have or the amount that goes into the plate to pay, you don’t make it a better church.
Pastor said there is a church next door to him and understands this is city government, not Lorain county government and they wanted to build a church and the sewer was 10 feet from the church and the government said they could not use that sewer you need to get access to another sewer. A church has meetings 3 times a week and the government in their brilliance said that sewer cannot handle it; you have to have another sewer.  See the waste and foolishness everywhere.  Mr. Cordes said maybe they could not use the sewer, maybe it was at capacity that is not waste, that is not foolishness.  Mr. Cordes runs the sanitary engineers department and don’t know for a fact but sometimes sanitary is at capacity and even if you were just to add one more it could cause over capacity and cause problems for others with back up. Pastor said there was no problem. Mr. Cordes said you don’t know. Pastor said this cost the church a lot of money. Mr. Cordes said rather than having facts you are providing or calling it waste and abuse and would love to know what sewer is at capacity, can’t believe that the government would just do this to do this, sometimes the sewers and storms are already at capacity or will be if one more would be added.  Pastor asked if there is fraud and abuse in government. Mr. Cordes said there is fraud and abuse everywhere. Pastor said thank you.  Mr. Cordes said it’s in the churches, abuse in religion. Pastor said yes. Mr. Cordes said it is everywhere. Pastor said that is why the people, you need to pay attention to the people and this place will be filled and deal with them.
Commissioner Kokoski said thank you, there is someone else at the podium, please take your seat.

	Curtis Weems, Avon Lake said shame on the Commissioners.  Your contempt for the will of the people, knew no bounds. When you unilaterally imposed the sales tax, when 74% of the voters overwhelmingly voted it down, shame on you.  First you claimed you needed $3 million, then $5 million and apparently don’t even know your own financials.  Commissioner Kokoski & Kalo wanted to answer and Mr. Weems asked if they could respect him speaking first.  So your claims to the contrary needing money fell really quit hollow.  The taxpayers, we voters, rejected would have given you $5 million with another $5 million going to transit. We wondered why the Commissioners did not actively campaign for the tax increase; well 5 weeks later we understood why, you unilaterally imposed a tax, which gives you $10 million, not $5 million shame on you commissioners for your cynical underhanded ploy to scoop up all the sales tax money you could without regard to the voters.  Given we have one commissioner here today that was sued by the City of Lorain for failure to pay loans secured by the county community development department. We have another commissioner and her chronicle telegram interview for re-election to only sight in 12 years she improve the Lorain County Dog Kennel.  Last but not least, we have a commissioner who would not know the difference between a balance sheet and a bed sheet.  Commissioner Lundy said that was his comment about civility. Mr. Weems said it is truly amazing to him that you all are in these positions. Shame on you for having no shame in confiscating our money and lacking the confidence to make the financial decision you are asked to make.  He can only hope and pray that when your terms are up all three of you will be voted out of office.  He borrows a phrase from President Trump “we need to clean this county government swamp”. When he came in, Commissioner Kokoski gave him a chart and as a business man he looks for competitive advantages, he looks for points of depreciation.  Rather than looking at this disadvantage he would look at this as we have a lower sales tax and advantage.  With gathering signatures over at Jamie’s, most of the people he spoke with where out of the county coming here to do business because of the sales tax. Only a 1% increase in the economy here would more than overcome your need for the quarter percent sales tax.  Your lack of understanding of a business, your lack of understanding common sense and most of all your contempt for the voters is astounding and he does hope that all three of you are voted out.
Commissioner Kalo said Mr. Weems, real quick since you said he could respond.  The dollar amounts is the change in the federal government to the state changed the MCO sales tax.  Mr. Weems said he has listened to all this nonsense and as a business person.  Commissioner Kalo so is he and asked Mr. Weems how many does he employs.  Mr. Weems said in October he could not find a financial statement for this county, could not find. Commissioner Kokoski said the checkbook is on line. Mr. Weems said any business he has ever run he has a rule of thumb, he can take a 25% percentage of cost out of it, it could be sometimes it is 10, sometimes it is 30, sometimes it is 5 and what you do in an organization is usually redundant or not necessary. Every business he has run, every single one has been able to increase the business dramatically improve bottom line without increasing the headcount or cutting the cost because there are cross places to cut it is not all ……. It’s not the hysteria that you claim. If you look at the $3 million you had out of your budget and anyone with a business education could figure it out without asking for a sales increase.
Commissioner Lundy said it is unfortunate that you can’t practice civility and will say and will make clear in a public session that he does not appreciate you telling their staff assistant that she could not read.  He does not know if you were being condescending or chauvinistic but that was totally uncalled for and she…..Mr. Innes said he is not even listening he walked out of the room.  Commissioner Kokoski said that was very rude.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was anyone else that was a little more friendly would like to speak.
