	9:33 a.m. -	Celebrating 100 years of Women’s Right To Vote
	Commissioner Sweda read the proclamation.  
	In the matter of celebrating 100 years of  Women’s Rights To Vote in Lorain County, Ohio

	WHEREAS, the United States is celebrating 100 years of Women’s Rights to Vote; and

	WHEREAS,  in October 1850, the first National Women’s Rights Convention in Worcester, Massachusetts was organized. In April 1850, The Ohio Women's Convention was held in Salem, Ohio, the first women's rights convention to be organized on a statewide basis, which also endorsed women's suffrage. Opposition remained strong and the convention was disrupted by male opponents. Sojourner Truth, who delivered her famous speech "Ain't I a Woman?" at the convention, directly addressed some of this opposition in her speech; and

	WHEREAS, June 4, 1919, the 19th Amendment was passed referred to as Susan B. Anthony amendment, by a vote of 56 to 25 in the Senate but then ratified over the summer by 36 states. Tennessee was the last state to pass on August 18, 1920; and

	WHEREAS, the 19th Amendment made it illegal to stop any U.S. Citizen from voting based on their sex, more specifically, it gave women right to vote. This amendment came about because of the women’s suffrage movement in the U.S. which fought for women’s right to vote at state and national levels; and

	WHEREAS, the League of Women also celebrated 100 years on February 14, after their official founding in Chicago in 1920, 6 months before the 19th amendment was ratified and women won the vote.  Voters have evolved from a mighty political experiment designed to help 20 million newly enfranchised women vote in 1920, to what it is today: a unique, nonpartisan organization that is a recognized force in molding political leaders, shaping public policy, and promoting informed citizen participation at all levels of government. In Lorain County, Oberlin League of Women Voters are very active; and

	WHEREAS, Over the last century, WOMEN have fought for election protection, democratic reforms, and equal access to the ballot—and the presence of women in Congress gradually increased since 1920, with an especially steady increase from 1981. Today, women increasingly pursue politics as a career at the state and national level, women have brought attention to gender-sensitive topics, gender equality, and children's rights. Women's participation rate is higher at local levels of government; and

	WHEREAS, the first women to run for a presidential nomination was Shirley Chisholm in 1972, nominated for Democratic Party’s presidential nomination; 1984 was Geraldine Ferraro, vice presidential candidate to be nominated by major party and in 2016 Hillary Clinton, first presidential candidate to be nominated by major party and in 2020 Kamala Harris, was nominated to be first vice-presidential candidate; and

	WHEREAS, Lorain County elected officials have seen many women make a difference at the county level being elected as Judges, Recorder and Commissioners. Also many women serve as officials in the Lorain County Cities, Village and Township. 

	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that we hereby celebrate 100 years of Women’s Rights To Vote and the Yellow Rose Bushes that are planted at the Lorain County Courthouse yard symbolizes this historic victory for Women in Lorain County.

	Commissioner Kokoski stated they all wore yellow in commemoration men in support of women’s right to vote wearing yellow roses.  She also thanked her assistant Toni Shanahan for the pin for women’s suffrage.  Commissioner Lundy said he likes to remind women that still don’t vote that is wasn’t that it was only 100 years ago that they didn’t have that right and it wasn’t until the Voting Rights Act of 1965 that Africa American women got the right to vote.  He said that even then women couldn’t get credit on their own until the Equal Credit Act of 1974.  He said we still have a lot of work let today with women only making 87 cents to every dollar earned by men.  Lundy stated it is an honor and privilege to serve with to amazing women.  Commissioner Sweda stated we really have to take our hats off to the brave men that promoted and voted for women.						_________________(discussion was held on the above)

[bookmark: _Hlk46750035]	9:40 a.m. -	Barb Tamas, Director – Job & Family Services updates
	Ms. Tamas thanks the Commissioners for having her on to talk and said she was going to talk about how the pandemic has affected Job & Family Services.  Since March the food stamp/ food assistance program SNAP has had an increase of 2 million dollars going out into the community.  SNAP has seen an increase of 19,600 households, 4,000 adults, and 3,500 children since March.  There has been an increase of 7,806 Medicaid cases since March.  Their publicly funded summer camps were unfortunately canceled due to the pandemic.  These camps are paid for with allocations from the Federal Government to provide services in the community called a Temporary Assistance to Needy Families Grant.  These dollars were able to be spent to provide 3,181 children with new school clothing compared to the 900 children who received new school clothing in the past.  Barb said they were able to work with LCCC’s food pantry and Second Harvest’s senior citizens food boxes and use some title 20 funding.  Ms. Tamas stated she has been working with Dr. Ballinger and Tracy Green with LCCC to help students with food assistance and that students schooling will qualify for the usual requirement of working 20 hour per week, 80 hours per month.  Tamas stated that she is troubled by the child care benefits do to the ORC 5104.01 not allowing them to provide child care to children during normal school hours for students that will be home schooled do to the pandemic and their parents must go to work during those normal school hours.  Commissioner Kokoski stated she would bring it up with the CCAO to try to get this issue in front of the Governor.  
	Commissioner Lundy asked if there was anything that is coming down the line that gives Ms. Tamas great heartburn and stated there isn’t enough good things he can say about the people at JFS and all the great work they do.  Tamas stated that the one thing that gives her the greatest heartburn is Medicaid and open enrollment because of overtime.  She wanted to thank the Commissioners for approving her staff to be able to work remotely, she has about 238 staff members and about 100 of them are working remotely which has allowed them to be able to spread out and keep working.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if she had lost any employees to layoff.  Tamas responded she has some aids on lay-off but is happy to be bringing them back on September 8th.  Kokoski asked if they got the phone system issues worked out.  Tamas stated they started a new service called county share services and there was some issue but that has been worked out but sometimes they have some long wait times on lunch hours.  
	Commissioner Sweda stated they really struggled with the decision to cancel summer camps but she is just happy they were able to reroute and reuse those funds and asked if Barb could share what exactly is in the bags that the children get.  Tamas stated they partnered with Boys and Girls Club and they were able to provide a 3 in one coat, 2 hats, a backpack, 1 pair of shoes, a dozen socks, 1 hoodie, and there are different options for pants and shirts.
	Mr. Cordes asked Ms. Tamas to talk about Adult Protective Services because people don’t realize how much effort is put in adult protective services.  Ms. Tamas stated Adult Protective Services provides deals with abuse, neglect, and financial exploitation of those 60 years and older.  Initially during the pandemic, the calls were down but they are back up now and are getting between 150-200 calls a month.  They are 8 case workers and each of them has about 10-15 ongoing cases each.  They work closely with the Probate Courts and County Prosecutors office to investigate these cases.  Commissioner Kokoski stated she got to see them in action once and they did a fantastic job.  Mr. Cordes said the bulk of these services are funded by title twenty funds.  
	Commissioner Sweda thanked Barb and her team for all their working through the pandemic.  Barb thanked her and said she would convey her message.  						_________________(discussion was held on the above)
