5:30 p.m. – 	1st hearing – Establishment of Lorain County Building Department

	Don Romancak, Director – Lorain County Community Development Department stated today is a big day for all in the fist step to create a state certified building department in the county for unincorporated areas. This step is required by revised code and county entered into a contract with CT Consultants to assist us with this process. This will be an overview of what a building department is, what it means, where we are going and how to continue and we are the only county of our size with no county building department.
	Bill Gallagher, CT Consultants thanked the Commissioners for this opportunity. He is an Architect with CT Consultants, 35 years Principal of Board of Directors and Instructor at Lakeland Community College, Certified Building Official, contract services have provided support for Cleveland, Canton, Euclid, Ashtabula County, etc. He is also a teacher at national level as well as state and local levels.
	Mr. Gallagher asked why codes are needed, because there are a lot of safety issues in the world and protection is needed for all and here is an outline how to get it accomplished.

Health & Safety
· Building Codes are adopted throughout the State of Ohio to provide standards to safeguard the health, safety, and welfare of the public.
· First is protection of human life from the failure of building life safety provisions or from structural collapse.
· Second is property protection but in no case does property protection considerations have primacy over life safety. 

Consumer Protection
Lorain County residents are afforded additional resources through the buildings department from: 
1. Inspections by Certified Staff at various times throughout the construction process. 
2. Construction drawings review for code requirement's including electrical and energy compliance.
3. Contractors’ registration with bonding up to $10,000.
4. Coordination reviews by other County Departments including Engineering, Health, Sewer, Water, and Local fire and zoning staff. 

Department Funding Source
Building Department funding will be independent for County’s General Funding
1. Permits fees will be collected from licensed contractors to off-set operational costs.
2. Permit fees may be based on total value of work.
3. Unit pricing and/or construction area. An equitable and consistent procedure will be developed for assessing fees related to the permit process.
4. Permit fees are set to only cover the department’s operations cost

State Certification Process
Steps to become Board of Building Standards Certified
1. Retain/hire staff for all required positions including building official, inspectors and office staff.
2. Submit application to the Certification Committee.
3. Upon acceptance, submit application to the Board of Building Standards for approval.
4. Maintain all State of Ohio certifications, reports and assessments through-out the years. 
 
Code Intent
1. The purpose of this code is to establish uniform minimum requirements
2. To the fullest extent feasible, the use of materials which tend to reduce the cost of construction without affecting minimum requirements for the health, safety, and security of the occupants of buildings
3. Standardization of construction practices, methods, equipment, material, and techniques, and shall be liberally construed in order to promote its purpose
4. Where the building official finds that the proposed design is a reasonable interpretation of the provisions of this code, it shall be approved.

Prescriptive vs. Designed
Application. Buildings and structures, and all parts thereof, shall be constructed to safely support all loads, including dead loads, live loads, roof loads, flood loads, snow loads, wind loads and seismic loads as prescribed by this code. The construction of buildings and structures in accordance with the provisions of this code shall result in a system that provides a complete load path that meets all requirements for the transfer of all loads from their point of origin through the load-resisting elements to the foundation. Buildings and structures constructed as prescribed by this code are deemed to comply with the requirements of this section. Its just like a cookbook, what goes first, etc. until you get the final product.
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	Mr. Gallagher said we are not here today to teach anyone the code, it is just knowledgeable of how to get started and the next step is to have the 2nd public hearing on October 1, 2019 at 9:30 am. and address additional concerns that could have arisen.  The county will also retain/hire additional certified staff and submit for Board of Building Standard Certifications, a 2-month process.

Commissioner Lundy said it will take some general revenue funds, seed money to get it off and running until self sufficient 
He said the staff would be six then grow from there. Mr. Cordes said the money has been budgeted and has various scenarios on employees; Chief Building Inspector that also includes 1 or 2 trades and then will consult with local contracts/firms.  Last time we did a building department, it was temporary employees, not covered a lot of territory and not much staff.
Commissioner Kokoski said the Health Department would be responsible for the plumbing inspections. Mr. Romancak said in the township unincorporated areas the health district its given authority and in municipalities is usually one by their building department. Commissioner Kokoski said they are inspected septic, stormwater. Mr. Cordes said yes and could be doing a contract with us for this.

Commissioner Lundy said to Mr. Gallagher you seem to be very knowledgeable and from his perspective how important it is to have this department. Mr. Gallagher said this is one of his passions in life and he goes to national conference to make sure that we are in compliance with all standards, it is not just a job to him.  He said we have to take care of residents to make sure that they are being provided safety as well.
Commissioner Lundy said its upsetting when we here those stories. Commissioner Sweda said in her background she has seen many things such as improperly installed foundation, floating slabs, water that should not be under house. She said the biggest concern is when people purchase homes and as time and age progress on home, the defects are revealed and then they have a product they can’t sell or what it should be sold for and then they have a repair costs on top of all this. There are so many stories, roofs not vented properly, etc. and there are safety factors; house fires, leakages and homeowners are not getting a discount because it was built poorly.

Commissioner Lundy asked if there were any public comments.

Jim Hozalski, Camden Township Trustee asked if the Townships could opt in or opt out. Commissioner Kokoski said no, we tried that before and not worked out so well. Mr. Cordes said this will cover all incorporated areas in Lorain County.
Mr. Hozalski said what if you change hot water tank or furnace, Mr. Cordes said under the regulations you would be required to get permit. Mr. Hozalski said homeowner or contractor pay for a permit. Mr. Cordes said you still have to get permit. Mr. Hozalski asked who initiated the building department. Mr. Cordes said the county . Mr. Hozalski if a contractor is charged it would be tacked on to the bill for installation of hot water tank or furnace. Mr. Cordes said probably, when a permit is a required homeowner can or contractor can. Mr. Hozalski said if an inspector comes out and there is an issue down the line, he, who is responsible for not catching something, how long will the inspector be responsible for.  Mr. Cordes said he would not be responsible for the inspector, there is no liability on the inspector for the inspection, they are required to do due diligence, not sure what defect you would be looking at. Mr. Hozalski said a basement wall cracks, Mr. Cordes said if it calls for a 6” concrete and it is poured, but if it is self-standard concrete, the inspector is not doing a test of the concrete and Mr. Gallagher maybe could speak of this but they are not liable for this and if there is 6” needed, then that’s the inspection. If you have 2 x 10 with a foot apart but without a building department you could use 2x8 with 18” apart because there is no building department to inspect this, that is what they are looking for, not specially the grade. Mr. Hozalski asked about agricultural buildings, Mr. Cordes said ag buildings are exempt. Mr. Hozalski said existing structures. Mr. Cordes said existing structures are grandfathered under the code that they were built under, but if they are improved they would have to be permitted.  Commissioner Sweda said for clarity, if an inspector is coming out for a foundation, he is going to make sure that the code standards are being met for installing, the code standards already encompass factors that determine greatly like hood of longevity.  As we know, in the State of Ohio the ground freezes and thaws so no basement is precluded from ever having a crack, but if you had not met those standards you might have a higher likelihood of cracks and foundation problems. This is what the purpose of the inspector is for to make sure by the code standard of Ohio the contractor does not come in and proposed addition, repair or replacement that does not meet these 
Mr. Hozalski said this issue does not have to be voted on or go on a ballot , Mr. Cordes said no.

	John Ciavone, Camden Township asked if the county would be opened to having a township representative on the planning process. Mr. Cordes said there is a proposal in the layout to get an advisory council which will include 2-3 townships, similar to our  stormwater district.

	Marvin Finn, Camden Township said he does not personally think this is necessarily required for unincorporated areas or in a lot of incorporated areas too. He lived in Massachusetts and was involved in the housing industry building low/moderate income housing using Hud financing. He said HUD had their requirements and the local building community so it was very highly over sought, VA, FHA, HUD or multifamily housing that know the building regulations have their own inspectors too. This would raise the cost of building a house and delay the process. You might have to plan 1 year ahead because banks are responsible to loan money for housing and they should oversea housing construction they are financing.  He thinks something that could be used is for people that might want to build a house themselves is an advisory board group they could go to for ideas but if you make it to heavy handy for permits, because they already have many codes, he thinks it will impede innovation in housing if they have to follow strict state or local codes. They have a township, he built his own house and sure somethings he would have done differently if he had more experience, he is going to suffer with it but he has lived there for 35 years and it is still standing.  He would put a thumbs down on this and understand that housing experts needs job but he would rather see them in advisory position rather than a strict permitting process. 
Commissioner Sweda said they rarely see new construction with HUD financing, VA anymore, typically this would be a resale product. The experience you have had in the past we don’t see quit as much in new construction. All the local incorporated areas do use a code system as well as a building department. For experience her and her husband were involved in the building business for a lot of years, built a lot of homes, commercial property and what happens, when a new code or regulations they look at the price as well, but with time a reputable builder or building contractors will accustom to those practices and protocols and you will see a greater consistency in the product and housing that is constructed because of this. For the do it yourselfers, you are fortunate because you had a foundational knowledge how to construct a house. So, a lot of do it yourselfers, you know it was a do it yourself. Mr. Finn said that is where the advisory would come in and he does recognize some places that do need it. He said a lot of people in New York City found they could not afford to build in NY or NJ so they went 100 miles to East Strasburg, who did not have building codes and there were shyster builders, not putting tar paper between the roofing/siding and gas went up to $4/gallon so people that would drive 100 miles to work and back finally found themselves not able to do this, so they had housing for sale and could not sell because it was self-standard construction.  Commissioner Kokoski said you made our point.
Commissioner Sweda said we are also trying to protect consumers you have found that a contractor that hops to city to city, county to county and before anyone can catch up with their building practices they have taken advantage of another person.

	Rick Hutman, Elyria Township Trustee asked about existing structures would be exempt from the building code, is this like roofing, siding, door, etc. Commissioner Kokoski said if its adding new too. Mr. Hutman so replacing windows, doors, roof, siding, is this subject to permits. Mr. Gallagher said yes, that is new construction. Mr. Hutman said if you say additions are subject to permit that is going to mislead so need clarification. Mr. Romancak said repair, rehabilitation, replacement and that is subject to a permit
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	Mark McConnell, Pittsfield Township Trustee said at their last township meeting, there were about 20 people present and he explained that this hearing would be happening and explained general terms what would be perceived in the future if this was implemented and he received no positive responses. He spoke with Commissioner Kokoski in the past and most live in the country and all feel self sufficient and if they make a mistake they live with it. He said this is viewed as another level of government intrusion in their lives and Pittsfield township is not interested, that’s the bottom line.

	Jed Lamb, Huntington Township Trustee said ditto… It’s the same issue, its extra money and been involved in the building trades for 20 years and the amount of money time and cost to add this to a bureaucratic regulation is ridiculous and we don’t need it.

	Joe Siekeres, Fiscal Officer, Henrietta Township said he spoke to about 40 of their residents at their last meeting and they have no interest in this. They have had no resident come forward and complain about building issues.  
Commissioner Kokoski said some townships are growing more than other townships and a few years back we did have a building department and unfortunately our building inspector worked full time somewhere else and only did inspections after hours and weekends so it did take a lot of time for inspections. So, we said if we did this again, we would have a full-time building inspector and don’t waste peoples time.  We talked with all the townships and we disbanded the building department and township association said give them a chance to put their own department together and that never happened and that was over almost 10 years ago.  We all need to be on a level playing field and need to protect our citizens. We are the 9th largest county in State of Ohio and its embarrassing that we don’t’ have one and it cost a little extra money but it makes everyone safer in her opinion and she was in the building industry for awhile and a realtor and she has seen some things that probably should have never seen
Commissioner Lundy said Lori’s has experience in the past and worked through the building department back then and putting something together and nothing was done. When he served in Columbus and even when a reporter he was a pro consumer, make sure people are protected and not victims of shotty workmanship and not have someone lose a family during the middle of the night because someone did not do electrical or whatever it may have been. This is a big consumer and safety issue and yes with everything that is done there are associated costs and, in any business,  model is that if a business has to inherit expense it would be past onto the consumer but at the end of the day he thinks people will have most cases the biggest and most important investment protected and this helps and overall reduces the cost of follow up expenses. When you first get into a new home, everyone is excited but then things pop up so it is overall consumer protection and safety.  He said they are not here to be big brother but we are making sure that people are doing things the right way and said if you are walking into a skyscraper and the sign above one elevator is inspected by the owner and the other elevator was inspected by the state, I am sure you will be taking the state inspection. If you walk into a restaurant and we keep tabs on the food by night manager compared to someone from the health department, I’m sure you want the one that was inspected by the health department.  There is a reason for regulations and oversight, its not a bad thing.  He said when he was in Columbus he wanted to make sure that there was not too much oversight, but when it comes to consumer protection and safety for our families this is an important role.

	Carl Wesemeyer, Grafton Township Trustee said he is hearing here, that a lot of people think there is a lot of wasted time in a building department. He said he deals with Medina County building department and had some issues, they recently gone on line. Its not the easiest thing for older people to transition, but sees the merit of it and saves a lot of time driving around. Being a licensed plumber, he deals with Medina County Health Department and gets his permits on line, is this being discussed here, because the whole point people are complaining it’s a waste of time and you can try to solve that problem with speeding up and paying for on line. Mr. Romancak said they have been looking at 3-4 internet services for permit on line and submitting on line and payment is out of our control that goes through our county treasurer. Commissioner Sweda said we pay for dog license on line. Mr. Cordes said automation is needed and will be looked into. Mr. Wesemeyer said if you are doing all the work to get certified you need to look at other counties that do things on line and with Medina County health department he can pay over the phone with a credit card and he said it took him 2 minutes from placing the call, doing an addition, gave list of fixtures and gave him a total and he paid and then schedule an inspection. Mr. Cordes said he is not resistance he will look into it and we still can’t pay property taxes on line. Mr. Wesemeyer said some of the problems that are being brought up today that could eliminate one. Commissioner Sweda said if there is a way to automate and do electronically we need to explore.

	Jed Lamb, Huntington wanted to ask Carl Wesemeyer since he works in Medina County and asked what the percentage of a cost of job increased with a permitting process. 
Commissioner Kokoski said we are planning on the state building fees. Mr. Cordes said the development fees were look at in our area to be comparable to others. Commissioner Lundy said we looked at Medina. Mr. Lamb said it was stated earlier that you had no fees set yet. Mr. Cordes said there are various fees being looked at and no not set ye.
Mr. Wesemeyer said the fee increase to the cost of the job, permit itself. Mr. Lamb said permitting fees and extra costs associated with testing and time waiting for inspectors, permits, etc. Mr. Wesemeyer said when he does plumbing he would test it anyway to make sure that his system is watertight. Mr. Lamb said you air test everything. Mr. Wesemeyer said he does. With that, that type of the inspection is no different, but he has to be there for the inspector to show up, there is some extra time, no question about that but how much it adds to the job, depends on the size of your job. If you are doing a whole house well more than likely you can schedule your inspection later date and if everything goes as it should you might have 1 extra day but if you get permit over the phone or on line that saves a world of time, the running around kills you.  Example for Medina for plumbing if you call at 8:30 in the morning they will give you a time within an hour when an inspector will be there and he has never been held up by that.  If an inspector is going to be there between 2-3 then he does another job and comes back. He does not think that kind of a fee is a lot of money to him, for a small job, if you are doing a small hot water replacement then it became consumerism and not arguing, but trying to bring ideas to make it better.

John Ciavone, Camden Township said as he sits here listening many are against but what if more of the county is on a consultant agency 
more of a resource and get help with zoning. Mr. Cordes aid this is not zoning its building codes.
Mr. Ciavone said homeowner in Eaton and Columbia can consult with the county. Mr. Cordes said you cannot bifurcate the building department, we had tried this before. He would love to take a lot of the argument of the table and take the areas of the county that are not experiencing rapid growth and put them into a model of a mature fully building department but could not get state certification, so that is why we have to include all.  Mr. Ciavone said that why you need advisory committee. Mr. Cordes said advisory will not work with the county and the township that are experiencing rapid growth. Commissioner Sweda said advisory committee to put together of ideas.  Mr. Cordes said under the regulation of the stat there is a way to form building department there are no alternatives. Mr. Ciavone said you have hired CT Consultants so why not just keep it that way rather than having a department. 
Commissioner Lundy said under ORC 307.37 this is what the state put in place.
Mr. Ciavone said we are not obligated to do this, there are other counties that don’t have so if we are not obligated it’s a chose the Commissioners are making. Commissioner Sweda said we are the only county of our size that does not have one. Mr. Ciavone said if that is your only reason. Commissioner Kokoski said no, it is also growth .
Commissioner Lundy said if you are not experiencing growth you would not have any encounter with the building department, its demand driven

Rick Hutman, Elyria Township said they have done residential and commercial and they have commercial inspector through the state, so 
they would just do residential through the county, or both.  Mr. Cordes said it will be done through the county and certification through the state but not affect existing projects.  Mr. Hutman said going forth, doing commercial now, everything would be handled through county. Mr. Cordes said yes.
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Jim Hozalski, Camden Township Trustee said if we replace a hot water tank how would anyone know that he did not get a permit and 
what would the penalty be? Mr. Cordes said exactly, he would not unless you said something. Commissioner Kokoski said unless your neighbor said anything. Mr. Cordes said they are not going to be guarding stores to see what people are buying a lot of this is people complying and not complying but someone’s grandmother is going to call someone to put in a hot water heater and would you not like to know that that person is to be certified to be safer.  

Mark Cunningham, Columbia Township Trustee said there is a lot of growth in Columbia Township and that is true and it is an issue in 
the township with a lot of the different builders and the fact the matter is they township is awaiting to see what the county is going to do because they are in preliminary negotiations with Olmsted Township to pony up with their building department. They are very much wanting our township because they have the resources and people in place, so he is looking to see how fast this is going to happen, if it will be residential and commercial which Jim has mentioned. He said in his other life, well he is an inspector and work at Cleveland State and know how some of the state inspections went, they were, never saw inspectors. Mr. Cordes said they are limited resources, stretched thin. Mr. Cunningham said always elevator inspectors, Mr. Cordes said yes only 2 elevator companies out there.  He anticipates early next year, as soon as possible, want to do this right and money was budgeted and we are a little behind, but once we go through state process for certification it should be hope around January. Mr. Cunningham said they do not want to go to Olmsted Township and by ORC and the county gets a department, they would have one year to disband so actually some of the builders and developer are hiring a private contractor to do a number of inspections to protect themselves. Mr. Cordes said they are doing a lot of sub work and make sure it is completely. Mr. Cunningham said once you get a building department are you going to try to get help with other departments.  Mr. Cordes aid he has Safe Built on his desk right now, but they have looked at others and want a coral of resources so we have maximum flexibility to get people out to the site. Mr. Cunningham said he would like to back up Carly Wesemeyer also, if we could do payments and submit on line for permits that would save time. Mr. Cordes said he sent items to Mr. Romancak to look at various software and everything is being reviewed and know that Columbia Township has their hands full as well as other and there will be hiccups but we will get it done.

	Roger Kuhl, LaGrange Township said he has been 25-27 years of civil engineer and work with EPA permits and not only breads headaches with clients and the money involved, but how will this affect the township like theirs. Example if it cost $100 for a house permit, pay township $100, will there be an additional fee on top of that. Roger said you go to zoning inspector and pay x amount of dollars and goes to the township general fund, will there be an additional fee on top of what they are already charged. Mr. Cordes said there will be permitting fees, not sure what the township charges he does not know. Mr. Kuhl said zoning permits will be in addition too, Mr. Cordes said yes.  He asked Commissioner Sweda if she could shed some light on the housing side.  He said his son built a house in Carlisle Township and they have to do so much work before bank releases money for someone to inspect. Commissioner Sweda said they are looking at completion and what money is being spent at that point, they just look to see if the foundation is done, walls up, windows in, etc. they stage by levels of completion and what money have been released are spent.  Mr. Kuhl said talking with the Trustees and Zoning Inspector you not only have zoning fees but now building fees and people already complain that they have to pay x amount of money and now more fees and spoke with some residents and they are against it. Commissioner Sweda said in most areas where the builders are working under the building codes and permit requirements, it will be the contractor that gets the permit and it will be in their price. Mr. Cordes said the same builders are building in Medina and elsewhere and they are paying it and there is no building department in Cuyahoga County and they are bigger and don’t have, not sure why, but these developers are paying is most counties and building the fee into their cost model and its part of their business practice. We are not really concerned with the self-help person, not going to be banging on their door, we are concerned with safety, health and welfare and for the people that cannot help themselves and people are getting their product they are suppose to be getting, this is the biggest concern.

	Clerk stated the next hearing will be October 1 at 9:30 a.m.

	Commissioners thanked everyone for coming, very good dialogue
