WHEREAS, Carvana Co., a Delaware corporation (the "Company"), owns 5 parcels of real property, within the
unincorporated territory of Elyria Township (the "Property"); and

distribution facility and maintenance garage to be used in connection with the sale of automobiles (the “Project"); and 

WHEREAS, in order to promote the welfare of the people of the County, stabilize the economy, provide employment and
assist in the development of industrial, commercial, distribution and research activities to the benefit of the people of the County, and to preserve, maintain or provide additional opportunities for their gainful employment, the Board desires to provide assistance to the Owner by making or causing to be made certain public infrastructure improvements in the County described the Development Agreement attached as Exhibit A to this Resolution (the “Development Agreement”), which Development Agreement would provide for, among other things, the payment of service payments by the Company and future owners of the lots to be located on the Property and the creation of jobs and employment opportunities and increased values within the County;

	Section 1. The Development Agreement between the County and the Company, substantially in the form attached to this Resolution 	as Exhibit A is hereby approved and authorized, with changes or amendments thereto not inconsistent with this Resolution and not substantially 	adverse to the County as determined by the County Administrator. The County Administrator, for and in the name of the County, is hereby authorized to 	execute the Development Agreement and any amendments thereto deemed by the County Administrator to be necessary. The approval of changes or 	amendments by the County Administrator, and the character of the changes or amendments as not being inconsistent with this Resolution and not being 	substantially adverse to the County, shall be evidenced conclusively by the execution thereof by the County Administrator.

	WHEREAS, to assist with the completion of the Project, this Board desires to make or cause to be made the public infrastructure improvements in the County described in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein (the "Public Infrastructure Improvements"), that once made would benefit or serve Property; and

	WHEREAS, this Board has determined that it is necessary and appropriate and in the best interests of the County to provide for service payments in lieu of real property taxes ("Service Payments," as further defined below) with respect to the  parcels within Property, pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.79; and

	WHEREAS, notice of this proposed Resolution has been delivered to the Boards of Education of the Elyria City School District and of the Lorain County Joint Vocational School District in accordance with R.C. Sections 5709.78 and 5709.83; and

	WHEREAS, R.C. Section 5709.85(A) requires the legislative authority of any county granting an exemption from taxation under R.C. Section 5709.78 to create a tax incentive review council ("TIRC"), where the TIRC is required to perform an annual review of exemptions from taxation granted pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.78; and

	WHEREAS, pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.832, the legislative authority of any county that grants an exemption from taxation under R.C. Sections 3735.67, 5709.63, 5709.632 or 5709.78 must develop policies that ensure that the recipient of the exemption practices nondiscriminatory hiring in its operations;

	Section 1. Pursuant to and in accordance with R.C. Section 5709.78(B), this Board hereby creates the TIF District including the Property as identified on Exhibit A.
	Section 2. The Public Infrastructure Improvements described in Exhibit B hereto are hereby designated as those Public Infrastructure Improvements that directly benefit, or that once made will directly  benefit, the Property in the TIF District, as indicated in Exhibit A.

The TIF District shall have a 10-year life with new Improvements made within  the TIF  District  exempt from real property taxation as provided in Section 4 of this resolution commencing as of the first full  tax year in which the value of Improvements is reflected on the real estate tax duplicate and extending until the tenth anniversary of such effective date but not beyond December 31, 2036 (the “Exemption Period”).   No Service Payments are due or payable by any party until commencement of this 10-year exemption period. 
	Section 4. Seventy-five percent (75%) of the increase in the assessed value of each separate parcel to be located on each parcel comprising the Property (as it may be combined and/or subdivided) within the TIF District subsequent to the effective date of this Resolution (the "Exempted Portion of the Improvement") shall be a public purpose, and shall be exempt from real property taxation for the period specified in Section 3.
	Section 5.  The County shall at its sole cost and expense construct, or cause to be constructed, the Public Infrastructure Improvements, more fully described in “Exhibit B”.
	Section 6.  As provided in R.C. Section 5709.79, each owner of a parcel with Improvements within the TIF District is required hereby to make annual service payments in lieu of taxes to the Lorain County Treasurer (the "County Treasurer") on or before the final dates for payment of real property taxes. Each such payment (including interest and penalties) shall be charged and collected in the same manner and in the same amount as the real property taxes that would have been charged and payable against the Exempted Portion of the Improvement with respect to the parcel if such Exempted Portion of the Improvement were not exempt from taxation. The payments in lieu of taxes are collectively referred to herein, together with any penalties and interest, as the "Payments in Lieu of Taxes” or “PILOTS". The County Treasurer shall remit all Payments in Lieu of Taxes, together with any associated roll back payments received in accordance with R.C. Section 319.302 (the "Property Tax Rollback Payments") in respect of the Exempted Portion of the Improvement as to each parcel within the TIF District, to the County for deposit in the Lorain County/Carvana  Redevelopment Tax Equivalent Fund established in Section 7 hereof. This Board hereby authorizes the County Administrator or other appropriate officers of the County to provide such information and certifications and execute and deliver or accept delivery of such instruments as are necessary and incidental to collect those Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments and to make such arrangements as are necessary and proper for payment to the County of the Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments. 
Any late payments shall be subject to penalty and bear interest at the then current rate established under R.C. Sections 323.121 and 5703.47, as may be amended from time to time, or any successor provisions thereto, as the same may be amended from time to time. Payments in Lieu of Taxes and Property Tax Rollback Payments are collectively referred to herein as the "Service Payments." The Service Payments shall be allocated and deposited in accordance with Section 7 of this Resolution.
	Section 7. This Board hereby establishes, pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of R.C. Section 5709.80, the Lorain County/Carvana Redevelopment Tax Equivalent Fund (the "Fund"), into which shall be deposited all of the Service Payments distributed to the County by or on behalf of the County Treasurer in respect of the Exempted Portion of the Improvement to each parcel within the TIF District as provided in R.C. Section 5709.79. 
The Fund and any accounts therein shall remain in existence so long as Service Payments are collected and used for the aforesaid purposes, after which said Fund and any accounts shall be dissolved in accordance with R.C. Section 5709.80. Upon dissolution, any incidental surplus money remaining in the Fund and any accounts shall be transferred to the general fund of the County, as provided in R.C. Section 5709.80.  This may only occur after all acquisition, construction, installation, financing and all other direct and indirect costs of the Public Infrastructure Improvements have been paid.  
	Section 8. This Board hereby authorizes the County Administrator, or other appropriate officers of the County, to provide such information and certifications, and execute and deliver or accept delivery of such instruments, as are necessary and incidental to collect the Service Payments and to take such actions as are necessary or appropriate to implement the transactions contemplated by this Resolution, including the filing of one or more applications for exemption as provided in R.C. Section 5709.911.
	Section 9. The TIF Exemption is subject to annual review by the Lorain County Tax Incentive Review Council (TIRC) pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.85. The TIRC (consisting of the members described in R.C. 5709.85(A)(2)) shall review all agreements granting exemptions from property taxation and shall determine whether the owner of the exempted property has complied with the agreement. 
	Section 10. The County hereby incorporates by reference the nondiscriminatory hiring policies adopted pursuant to Resolution No. 06-320 for use in connection with construction of the Public Infrastructure Improvements.
	Section 11. Pursuant to R.C. Section 5709.78, the Clerk to the Board of Commissioners is hereby directed to deliver a copy of this Resolution to the Director of Ohio Development Services Agency within fifteen days after its passage. 	The Public Infrastructure Improvements may include, but are not limited to, the following, as the Board of Commissioners may deem necessary, all of which are expected to directly benefit the Property:
	
	Sewer Project I: an approximately 150 ft extension of the 15-inch trunk sewer extension off of the existing gravity sewer  to allow for a point where the property owners can connect, and includes all tap-in charges to such sewer payable by property owners within the Site. 

	Sewer Project II: an upgrade to the existing gravity collection sanitary sewer line and extension thereof south of SR 2, including a pump station and force main to get the flows to the new manhole included in Phase 1.

	Roadway Improvements: Widening of Broadway north of SR 2 to accommodate a right turn lane, left turn lanes and traffic signalization.
