Commissioner Sweda read the proclamation. Mr. St. Clair said he has been an active member for the last 30 yeas and thanks the commissioners for their support of the inspection program., he uses to be the county’s apiary and now Jon Reichel is. Commissioner Lundy asked about the status of the bees. Mr. St. Clair said Lorain County is still primitive and bees, honey bees are always in jeopardy annually the keepers loose about 30-50% which is $1-1.5 billion annually.  There are 2-300 beekeepers in the county and he teaches 1-150 annually. Commissioners Sweda said the pollinators contribute to billions which contributes to 1/3 of our food consumed. B. 								PRESENTATIONS

Transportation for Veterans - Terry Stone, Exe Dir., Veterans Service Commission & Judy Nedwick, Recorder
Terry Stone, Exe., Dir., Lorain County Veterans Service Commission said also in attendance are Jose Torres-Purple Heart and Steve 
Bansek-Amvets.  He stated would like to make a proposal to the Commissioners for the use of the county transit system for the Veterans.  The Veterans Commission transports Veterans to their VA appointments at the CBOC in Sheffield, Parma and Louis Stokes VA facility Cleveland. They do contract with Lifecare for a number of dialysis patients that the VA has contracted out to local dialysis clinics through the county as well as other clients that they do not have ability to transport due to their special needs.  He stated all the trips that are provided to the Veterans they still request trips to the stores, restaurants, work and other areas in the county which they are not able to do in the keeping within the scope of the Ohio Revised Code.  He would like to establish a Free Ride System for any eligible Veteran. The Veteran would have to show the Veteran ID card that is issued by the County Recorder Office in order to receive this ride and then Lorain County Transit would bill the Veterans Service Commissioner monthly.  He hopes that this would be another benefit that the Veterans would use which hopefully would; 1 – increase ridership and 2 give the Veteran ability to move around the county for their other needs above their medical appointments.
Mr. S tone stated that many of the clients do not have transportation and have to rely on friends or neighbors who often want money for gas or lack the funds for the bus ride because of their financial situation and would only be available to the Veterans  He stated Medina County Veterans Service Commission has been doing this and works great for them and gives their clients a little more independence which makes them feel like they are receiving another benefit, be it small, for their service to our country.  He stated that Medina County had increased their ridership by 30% in the first month.  He would like to advertise this service on the buses and start the first of the year
	Judy Nedwick, Lorain County Recorder said it is a pleasure standing there today.  Her office does issue Veterans ID cards at no charge with the DD214 reordered at no charge. Her highlight is seeing a veteran get his card and to listen to their stories and this is a great program and God Bless Our Vets.
	Mr. Cordes, County Administrator said he remembers a conversation about 10 years ago with VSC in this same room, with a similar suggestion by the commissioners and they were told, their veterans deserve more than riding with those other people.  He said he is proud of our Veterans Service Commission they are doing a great job and so glad we continue to collaborate on things that are needed.  Mr. Stone said in the commissioner has purchased tickets from the transit but this way they can just get an id which is more convenient get on a bus and transit can then bill monthly.
Commissioner Lundy said we all need to move forward and thanked the Veterans for their service to the Country and this County and hope this develops a broad system due to the funding can be matched.
Commissioner Kokoski asked if Recorders office is the only play to get this. Recorder Nedwick said yes, but anytime she is at an event she talks about the Veteran ID cards.
Commissioner Sweda said this will improve the quality of life for the Veterans it is a great program.  Recorder Nedwick spoke with Medina Recorder and he stated that it has a been a great program.  Commissioner Kokoski is glad the Veterans are willing working partners

  10:02 a.m.	U.S. Census – Samuel Arriaga, Partnership Specialist						October 2, 2019
Mr. Sam Arriaga stated he lives in Elyria and works through the Philadelphia US Census Office.  He said we need to Count Everyone Once, In The Right Place.  It’s in the Constitution Article 1, Section 2 of the U.S. Constitution mandates an “enumeration” to be made of the populace “within every subsequent term of 10 years.”    He stated that 1790 was the first US Census was conducted under Secretary of State Thomas Jefferson, 1970 – Census forms were mailed to 60% US households with a mail back feature; 1990 – electronic data collection and telephone response began; 2010 the long form was eliminated and 2020 first census where there will be an online self-response option.
He stated there are 4 uses for the data collection; apportionment, redistricting, funding and planning.  The redistricting after each census, state officials use the results to redraw the boundaries of their congressional and state legislative districts, adapting to population shifts and In 2000, Ohio had 18 seats, now there are only 16 seats due to the census counts.
There are billions of dollars eligible to the United States like $675 billion in federal funds and many are being lost due to the counts that would help for SNAP, WIC, Housing, transportation and roads, healthcare system, pre-k, headstart and school lunches.
He stated the planning is for local government officials to use for public safety and plan new schools and hospitals; residents use the census to support community initiatives, legislation, quality of life and consumer advocacy.  The real estate developers and city planners use to plan for new homes and improve neighborhoods and businesses use to decide where to build factories, offices and stores and these create jobs.
Mr. Arriaga stated the 2020 census will invite everyone to respond by online, mail or phone and will be received by either postal worker or a census worker and 95% of households will receive their census invitation in the mail, almost 5% will receive by census taker drop off and less than 1% will be counted in person but will not be delivered to post office boxes

	Mr. Arriaga stated that the undercounted groups are: children under 5; age group 18-24; veterans, non-English speakers; immigrants, persons with a disability and seniors.
He stated that there is a legal confidentiality and privacy with all information collected by the Census Bureau under the authority of Sec. 9, Title 13 of the U.S. Code (13 U.S.C. 9) is strictly confidential and would not release until after 75 years of a person’s death.
The law requires that the Census Bureau that all responses are confidential, safe, and secure; answers cannot be used against you in any way and responses are protected by federal law. All Census Bureau staff take a lifetime oath to protect your personal information and any violation comes with a penalty of up to $250,000 and/or up to 5 years in prison, there are no exceptions. The law requires the Census Bureau to keep everyone’s information confidential. By law, your responses cannot be used against you by any government agency or court in any way. 
The Census Bureau will not share an individual’s responses with immigration enforcement agencies, law enforcement agencies, or allow that information to be used to determine eligibility for government benefits.   He stated Title 13 makes it very clear that the data we collect can only be used for statistical purposes—we cannot allow it to be used for anything else, including law enforcement. 
We will never ask for: your full social security number, Money or donations, Anything on behalf of a political party, Your full bank or credit card account numbers.
Self-Response Is Easier Than Ever and you will be able to respond anytime, from anywhere. Regardless of how households receive their invitation to respond they will be able to do so online, by mail, or over the phone.
The Internet Self-Response instrument has been optimized for responses from smartphones and mobile devices and is available in English or one of 12 non-English languages and Print and video language guides are in 59 non-English languages provided to field partnership specialists and available online. Also, the Video language guide will be available in American Sign Language, print guides will be available in braille and large print.
Mr. Arriaga said the Partnership specialists will be hired from within local communities, emphasizing the importance of communicating in local languages. Also looking for complete county committees and ask governments/organizations to set up a CCC, if feasible, that represent a broad range of community interests. Volunteers will play a major role in census outreach and promotion activities for its community and its members with 3 phases; Education Phase (Thru – September 2019 – has been extended); Promotion Phase (April 2019 – January 2020) and  Motivation/Action Phase (February 2020 – June 2020).
	Commissioner Sweda asked about an accurate count or identified where there is a gap. Mr. Arriaga said yes working with Low Response Score which has been working closely with Elyria and Lorain. Like where he lives is a 24-apartment building and the post office does not leave the forms, so this shows no response. The study has shown that that for the last 10 years there is 2000 person count and there is an estimate of 2.4 million undercounted but could be overcounted with a duplicate of 1.3 million so there is around 1.1 million that affects the outcome of funding
Commissioner Lundy said our county is very diverse and what are the areas to help with immigration families that could go into hiding to assure that this is confidential and no ICE. Mr. Arriaga said he is working with City of Lorain on complete county committee and also with El Centro, Valor and St. Elizabeth to get community outreach and the citizenship question is no longer on the forms, so he hopes that the community outreach will alleviate all the anxiety.
Commissioner Sweda said she hopes that community outreach is a safety zone for communities and also the faith-based community will help.
Mr. Arriaga said he is meeting with the Urban League after this to see what community events are upcoming so a table can be set up because they are doing a recruit drive for specialist that start at $15/hour
