	Clerk Upton said in accordance with ORC Section 6131.07 notice was given of a petition filed with the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County on August 15 to clean the Freeland Drive Outfall Ditch, Elyria Township, Lorain County, Ohio.

	August 15, 2017 - Elyria Township Trustees and several owners submitted said petition through the Stormwater District, which by Resolution SWD 17-1 approved $50,000 for said project

The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public 
welfare.  The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:
Commencing at the right of way line of the ODOT I90 connector to the Turnpike and progressing southerly along the westerly property lines of the westerly parcels along Freeland Drive

	Nature of work is the water course is heavily treed in some areas blocking the flow line; clearing and cleaning the Freeland Drive Outfall ditch.

	August 16, Res#17-531 accepted the petition and ordered fixing time and view on September 11 and hearing on October 3. Publication was in the Chronicle on August 28 & September 4

August 21, 112 postcards were mailed to residents.

September 29 via email received the Preliminary Report from Peter Zwick, Deputy County Engineer.
The project will clean and restore the ditch from the rear of #7142 Freeland Drive to the I-90 connector right of way line fence as shown in red color on following benefit map. Project will feasibly reduce flooding of house basements in the west portion of the Cresthaven Subdivision neighborhood. This project will restore the outfall of storm sewers that drain to the ditch, by removing sediments and vegetation from ditch. Project will also provide for ongoing inspection and maintenance
Estimate is assessed cost of $51,500 and benefits of project will likely exceed its estimated costs.

Commissioner Kokoski had Assistant Prosecutor Innes swear in anyone wishing to give testimony.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Engineers Office if they had any comments.
Peter Zwick, Deputy Engineer said this request was made because of residents basement flooding and SWAC ranked this project very high and easement will be along rear property in order to restore the ditch in the subdivision to flow properly. The estimate cost is $51,150 and expects the benefits to outweigh costs. The ditch will be cleaned and 
restored while clearing trees and vegetation within the ditch, plus new access on west side. The sediment will be excavated and the ditch will have a forever easement.
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Mr. Zwick said the wetland report has not been received.

Commissioner Kokoski asked Elyria Township if they had any comments.
Bill Holtzman said the Township supports this project and residents are excited. There are a few residents that they will speak with regards to some sheds and fences located close or within the ditch.

There were no residents present.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the Wagner property. Mr. Holtzman said discussions will occur.

Mr. Zwick said he spoke with Clerk Upton this morning about the time request of 90 days and she is looking to schedule the final hearing within 65 days by December 5.  Commissioners would like to move this up due to the upcoming holidays and get project bid. Clerk stated November 28, Mr. Zwick said that should work.
