For him it is a consumer protection issue, also a safety issue and pleased that we are moving forward and making application at this time.
	Commissioner Sweda said she has been doing extra exploration into this because some of the concern raised and we have had a lot of support and request for the county to organize and establish this building department. She said a few things she has been able to uncover with the help of Mr. Romancak is that first of all repair work is nearly omitted from the requirements of the building department by the state statue. All of this has parameters around it, but repair work is one of the exceptions, sheds are exempt as well as certain size square footage of decks are also exempt. There are some small project items that folks were concerned about that she is pleased to say that will be exempt items. Commissioner Kokoski also said roofing, as long as you don’t take it all they way original, like a reroof. Commissioner Sweda said there will be a handful of exemption for those that are concerned how it would affect them as a homeowner and should be minimal invasive if invasive at all also this is self-reporting as well. The county will be enlisting an advisory group to make sure that this is established in conjunction with the state code and amenable to our county
	Commissioner Kokoski said this is really the first step putting the building department together then we will ask for some additional information from the township and it is a user type of fee. If your township is not growing and don’t have a lot of builds then you will not be going to see the department, its for the townships that are building and developments. She said Mr. Lundy said there are about 30,000 people in the townships that are interested in having a building department established, so that is at least more than half residents in township, majority are in favor of the building department. We need to look out for the residents and the areas that are growing and make sure that the homes and work being done in homes are safe.  Commissioner Sweda said that is not saying we are not listen to everyone, we just need to respond to the greatest needs.
