DOMESTIC RELATIONS YOUTH ASSESSMENT & RESOURCE CENTER

	Jody Barilla, Court Administrator – Lorain County Domestic Relations/Juvenile Court, along with Domestic Relations Judge Lisa Swenski were present on the New Assessment and Resource Center.
	Ms. Barilla said we had a number of changes this year and under umbrella of Probation Transformation, needing to provide the right services at the right time for the delinquent, unruly youth.  Children’s brain changes and there is a small percentage of danger children that need to be treated and detained and larger population just need help with permanent behavior changed along with the family. Last Friday was our grand opening and thanked the Commissioners for the use of the trolley getting people to and from the facility and already had 29 kids/families participate since September and law enforcement has used the center as well.  This is a volunteer program and anyone can use to get help.
Ms. Barilla said there needs to be;
Probation Transformation
· The right service, for the right child, at the right time. 
· Youth and families have changed over the last 20 years.
· Program Evaluation- looking for most effective results 
· Ohio Department of Youth Services.
· Ohio Department of Job and Family Services.
Primary Areas of Focus in New Program
· Low risk-light touch.  
· Avoid mixing low risk youth with high risk youth in programming.
· Front-loading services in an effort to divert future delinquent behavior.
· Holding parents accountable- the juvenile is only a portion of the problem.
· All community-based efforts should be exhausted prior to removing a child from their home.
Assessment Center
· Purpose: to front load services to youth and families at the onset of problems.
· Voluntary program.
· Referral Sources: local law enforcement, schools and community walk-ins.
· We assess risk, needs, psychosocial factors, health and family dynamics.
· We make referrals to services that will immediately address needs.
· Let the community partners be the lead.
Crossroads
· Day Treatment Model designed to provide intensive supervision to moderate to high risk youth with many needs.  
· Goals: prevent removal from the home, change behaviors and eliminate criminogenic factors.
· Youth are with us after school until 8:00 p.m. (prime-time crime time).
· Programming: two dual-diagnosis clinicians to meet the therapeutic needs of the youth and parents. 
· Primary Intervention: Thinking for a Change (Cognitive Behavioral Therapy Model).
· Evidence-based practices, pro-social activities, rewards/incentives, etc.
· 16-week program with 4-6 weeks of aftercare (supervision).
· Required parental involvement in services.
· Level system based on performance.
· Secure detention is not the only way to hold youth accountable. 
Conclusion
· Probation should be child specific, specialized and always individualized. 
· Generally, the Court should attempt to make removal from the home the last option after exhausting every reasonable effort. 
· Informed change is always good. 
· Evidence-based practices have better results.

	Commissioner Lundy asked if the MHRAS board is assisting. Ms. Barilla said they have helped in consultant services but this program is grant funded now.  He said don’t be afraid to ask them, they have money.  
	Judge Swenski wanted to point out we do focus on fact that these are child center and following science and trying to make behavior changes for the family not just the children, sometimes there is a push back, you are not doing anything, you are not locking them up. The fact is and it is a fact and know in this country right now; facts, laws, science don’t mean a lot, but it is a fact that delinquencies, misdemeanors and felonies have gone down and dropping down since the 90’s.  So, we cannot just lock a kid up, it is not effective use of our lead sources, not affective use of tax dollars, but do lock up the ones that need to be kept away from the community and do what we can do for them prior, but sometimes there is more treatment to be had.  She stated this has been a long time coming it’s a big change and we want to be on the forefront in the whole country.  
	Commissioner Sweda said she had the opportunity to attend the open house and the facility is beautiful and looks to be very productive.
She asked what the caseload would be and capability. Ms. Barilla said caseload is a good question, the center is opened 7 days per week from noon to midnight, eventually if capacity requires it, it could become a 24-hour facility but at the moment it is 7 days per week, 12 hours and 2 staff members per shift.  The grant they wrote was to serve 400 kids this year and hope to serve this would mean families are being provided for
Commissioner Sweda said the family dynamic is different; younger parents, single families, and this will help equipment them with not just tools and resources but a back up with their enforcement of an unruly child, it is a team to help and would like to see the numbers associated with this
Judge Sweniski said we had a soft opening to not be inundated, because when Cuyahoga first opened theirs they only did police officer referrals but we will accept anyone
	Commissioner Kokoski said do you need to have a referral by law enforcement. Judge Sweniski said no, parents can get help. Commissioner Kokoski said getting help for the whole family will be good. Ms. Barilla said the assessment center is age 8-17 years of age, and parent is frustrated they can bring them down and just get the resources available in the community. She said we are also seeing grandparents raise kids so it is a nontraditional family anymore
Judge Swenski said Crossroads is 4-month program and assessment center can be one and done and never see again.
Commissioner Sweda asked if Crossroad is the same age. Ms. Barilla said no it is 12-18 years old.
Commissioner Kokoski said she is very excited about this, Commissioner Sweda thanked them and said keep up the good work
Judge Swenski said if the Commissioner hear any pushback, please direct them to the courts because we need to see what could be tweaked if anything and this is good use of grant money. 
	Commissioner Lundy said it is so unwise that so many think just lock them up, it’s the answer. He said if anyone has every counseled or in law enforcement being in correction only hardens people and continue on the wrong road sometime and hope this helps everyone get on the good road.  He asked how addiction and mental health plays into this. Ms. Barilla said on the assessment center side they have 1 -2 clinicians there everyday under the grant and will be there form noon-8 Monday – Friday. The idea is the assessors with their assessment identify a mental health issue or substance issue and we have Applewood in the building they can see that staff and then they would do a more intense assessment and due to their outcome, they would then match that individual to a resource based upon their insurance.  Commissioner Kokoski asked what if they don’t have insurance. Ms. Barilla said Medicaid and then maybe MHARS could offset.
Commissioner Lundy said he would strongly encourage you to invite the MHARS board to come take a look, they are taking a tour of the jail and see what the needs are in the community. He can’t stress enough how there is dual diagnosis, co-occurring issues and can’t continue to put mental health in one box and addiction in another box, this is why the merger was done
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Commissioner Sweda said sometimes families don’t recognize there is a mental health issue or other issues, but there can get help
Judge Swenski said we still have Juvenile Drug Court, Family drug Court and she runs the Juvenile Mental Health court so it is not parents recognize a child has mental health issues, the parent can recognize they could also have an issue. Sometime this is the problem recognizing what is going on with the child and we are removing barriers. There are no excuses anymore, like they have no transportation, they can provide transportation, we don’t have insurance, well they can hook you up with insurance and will give them the resources in which they can succeed to better their life’s and better citizens
Commissioner Kokoski said she is very proud of this county’s justice system even for adults; Recovery Court, Veterans Treatment Court and all the specialty courts that are really getting to the core of a persons life to not end up in jail now getting to the child, this should help and thanked them.
