This Agreement made and entered into this 13th day of October, 2016, between Lorain County (herein after referred to as Community) and Dr. Jeremy Watson of J. Watson Properties LLC, Building/Business Owner, for a grant to the Building/Business Owner for renovation work to be completed at 160 Park Avenue, Amherst, Ohio, in an amount of $5,201.80 or 50% of the total project cost, up to $10,000, whichever is less.

Building/Business Owner agrees:


To implement the renovation project according to the requirements of the CDBG program as presented by the Community and its representatives, including:

· Providing a sketch of the facade improvements.

· Providing work write-ups or specifications adequate for acquiring quotes or bids from contractors.

· Providing cost estimates from a qualified third party.

· Submitting the project to the Design Review Board and obtaining approval from this Board, when necessary.

· Assuring that OHPO clearance is acquired, when necessary.

· Acquiring the necessary permits to complete the project (building, zoning, and planning commission).

· Acquiring at least three quote/bids from qualified contractors to construct the proposed improvements.

· Assuring that the contractors are not on the State’s debarred list.

· Reviewing quotes/bids as submitted and assuring the Community that the lowest and best quote/bid is being selected, or providing adequate documentation otherwise.  Quote/bid must be within 10% of estimate.

· Assuring that current prevailing wage rates (Davis-Bacon) are provided to the contractors (to be obtained from the MSA Executive Director), when necessary.

· Acquiring authorization to proceed from the MSA Executive Director prior to authorizing the contractor to start construction.

· Permitting the Community’s Labor Compliance Officer on-site during construction to interview the contractor’s employees.

· Acquiring invoices from all contractors and suppliers along with weekly payroll reports.

· Providing invoices to the MSA Executive Director for the project expenditures (those funded both with public and private funds) and requesting payment for 50 percent of those invoices, up to $10,000, whichever is less.

· Allowing the Community’s inspector on the site to review the construction and to determine completeness.

· Agreeing to withhold final reimbursements to the contractor until Community approval is received.

· Agreeing that the building will not be intentionally demolished for at least five years from the date of project completion.

· Agreeing that all contracts over $2,000 must comply with the Executive Order 11246 regarding non-discrimination.

· Agreeing to hold the Community harmless from any potential litigation or disputes involving quality of work and materials used on this project.  The Community is in no way responsible for warranties or quality of work issues regardless of the source of funds used on this project.

· Otherwise cooperating with the Community to assure that the CDBG program requirements are being met.

Building/Business Owner understands the following:

· The Community is bound by CDBG regulations to require the above information and steps.

· The Community is under no obligation to provide a grant to the Owner if the Owner fails to comply with program regulations.

· No construction can start until all clearances are provided and authorization to proceed is provided to the Owner.

· The Community agrees to provide a grant of $5,201.80 or 50% of the total project costs not to exceed $10,000, whichever is less, to the Building/Business Owner to complete the improvements described on Attachment A, once all the above requirements are met.

Payment of this grant will be made based on the following schedule:

· Proper invoices in the amount of the entire project (or a completed portion thereof) are presented to the MSA Executive Director.

· The MSA Executive Director reviews the invoices and submits them to the Community.

· The Community will inspect the project to assure that the work has been completed to the satisfaction of the program requirements and to the owner.  The Community is held harmless from quality of work and materials issues and any future litigation and/or disputes involving same.  By signing the final inspection certificate, the owner assumes all liability for any future deficiencies and/or quality of work or materials.  The Community offers no warranties or guarantees on either work or material quality regardless of the source of funds used to pay for the work/materials.

· The Community requests the funds from the State of Ohio.  Receipt of funds could take up to 3-6 weeks.  Once funds are received, the Community reimburses the property owner for 50% balance of contract, up to $10,000, whichever is less.  


Please note that you have 30 days from the date of this agreement to enter into an agreement with a contractor to start the improvements to your building.  Failure to execute said agreement within this time frame nullifies this agreement.

WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer by letter dated October 26, 2016 submitted the following:

“The Lorain County Engineer, as part of the Off-Road Ditch and Detention program, finds it necessary to contract out various types of 

work that may need performed on the off-rod ditches/detentions. To facilitate this, quotes were obtained for various pieces of heavy equipment, operator, laborer and mobilization costs. Four local vendors were solicited, three responded and Nagel Masonry is the low quote. Attached to this correspondence is the recap, along with the detailed quotes received.

The normal procedure is now to issue a Purchase Order for work to be performed based on said quotes. However, with the sub—fund 

accounting that the ditch fund has, issuing Purchase Orders isn’t a logical or feasible option. That would require numerous (20+) purchase orders.

To allow us to work with Nagel Masonry on each ditch/detention, on an “as needed basis” we are requesting that the Board of 

Commissioners pass a resolution” Authorizing the Lorain County Engineer to enter into an agreement with Nagel Masonry for necessary off-road ditch and detention work to be performed in accordance with the terms of the submitted quotes and to be paid for by the individual ditch fund as required.” This will streamline the accounting and allow for each ditch/fund to be addressed and paid separately. Ditch accounts will be charted accordingly until depleted, at which time SWAC will be invoiced, SWAC ditches will be paid with SWAC funds if work is required.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT



Commissioner Kokoski attended a Stepping-up Initiative meeting on Thursday, which is trying to help people with mental illness and addiction issues and to help keep them from going to jail.  She would like to have more First Responders take Crisis Intervention Training (CRT), and currently about 28% of the County’s officers are CRT trained.  The training is helpful when there is a need to de-escalate situations, and to keep people from entering the jail system in the first place.  Now that Issue 35 did not pass, it will be even more important to find ways to help people who are in crisis situations.  She had also talked with Lorain County Jail Administrator Andy Laubenthal about a body scanner for the jail, and it looks like they may have one to use on a trial basis for six months, and might have an opportunity to purchase it at a lower cost than was anticipated.   
She attended many events:  Sheriff Stammitti’s fundraiser in New Russia Township with a great turnout and food; Lorain Palace, where veterans received a coin that had all the military branches on it and Valor Home on the other side.  They were presented by the ROTC.  It was a very emotional night.   She had hoped that this will be done every year so more people can attend.  The pancake breakfast at the Lions club was very well attended.  She spent some time at the Board of Elections over the weekend.  She also attended the UAW benefit for the needy at the Eagles in Amherst.  Tuesday night was a long night, and she congratulated all the winners, and almost everyone ran a professional campaign.  She thanked her opponent for her professionalism during the campaign, and thanked everyone who voted.   
Commissioners report cont.









November 9, 2016
Commissioner Kalo attended the NOACA governance meeting to nominate the executive board for next year, and Holly Brinda was elected as Assistant Treasurer.  He attended a Children’s forum on Saturday night, and there was a packed house at German’s Villa.  He congratulated Commissioner Kokoski for winning re-election; and he commented that President-Elect Trump would be leading, and we hope for the best.  At the local level, the County has many challenges because the levies have failed.  He congratulated all the schools whose levies were passed.  Since the County sales tax failed, he recommended advertising for sales tax public hearings.  
Mr. Cordes stated that the financial issues still remain with Medicaid changes next year and substantial decreased revenues. It is not just a $2 million problem, but there has also been a steady loss of $50-60 million in interest income over the years that has really hurt the County.  The revenue has not been steady, and he does not foresee any improvement in the bond market anytime soon, and $7-8 million a year equals ¼% of sales tax dollars.  Commissioner Lundy said ¼% is dedicated to the County Jail; and the State receives 5 ¾%.  Mr. Cordes affirmed that this is not a good balanced equation since the State continues to give the County less and they take more.  The Casino revenue that was promised to the County did not materialize because the State reneged on the Racino gambling.  The money that was received did not have the same caveats as what was voted on by Ohio voters.  Budget Director Lisa Hobart was asked about the casino revenues and stated that the County received a little over $3-6 million in casino revenues.  Mr. Cordes stated that the problems are there and are not going away, and 2017 does not look pretty.  The County needs significant revenue enhancements or changes.  Commissioner Kalo suggested that they set up dates to advertise public hearings to discuss the sales tax; and Commissioner Lundy agreed.  

Commissioner Lundy said the County’s finances looked very dark when he came into office, and he wondered how the County had gotten this far. It is popular for the public to think that the County is spending money like drunken sailors, but that is not the case here, the County has been managing to pay the bills.  The public questions why the County is asking for more money now, and they do not stop to think about all the years that have gone by when the County had not asked for more money.  The Band-Aid box is out of Band-Aids.  We are looking at a $2-3 million shortfall carryover.  He said that when he served in Columbus, he expressed concern about the impact that the State’s changes would have for local governments, and he was in the minority.  When they voted, it resulted in less money to run local governments.  There are reasons why schools, communities and the County have put forth levies on the ballot.  People are shocked when they are told that out of  6½%,  5¾% is given to the State.  There have been discussions with the Prosecutor’s office that they may need to prioritize cases, because of the overwhelming heroin epidemic and managing and prosecuting cases.  The Commissioners’ responsibility is to keep the County safe.  Also, the Sheriff Department has loans on cars that have too much mileage and not fit to drive.  Between the heroin epidemic, safety concerns, etc., the County has no choice other than going to the voters to ask for their support to help with the severe financial crisis.  With private sector businesses, it is their business to make a profit, and to make a profit, they have to raise prices sometimes to keep their business successful and keep their employees employed.  The government is not motivated by profit, but is responsible for providing a service.  In order to provide service, the County has to have revenue, and the revenue comes from tax dollars. The sales tax public hearings are necessary in order to have discussions and educate the public about the seriousness of the County’s financial situation.  Needs do not go away and the heroin epidemic does not magically disappear.  There is still a problem for some people who cannot get to work or look for work because they do not have public transportation.  The need is now!  
Commissioner Lundy met with Lakefront Committee community leaders, and they will announce shortly a vendor that was selected. They will put together a lakefront plan for Lorain County, and this is something that has never before been done.  This is another example of how the commissioners our working as a facilitator and partnering with communities to move forward.  This will be good for the whole county and especially the lakefront communities.  
The Chamber Expo in Avon was well attended again.  It is important to keep as much business in the county as possible.  He also attended Sheriff Stammitti’s event in New Russia Township, but was unable to attend the special tribute to Valor Home on Friday night.  The video presented today was very moving about the reality of veterans.  The government does do a lot of good things.  El Centro had a nice event Saturday night, and the bagel brunch at the Temple in Elyria was great, friendly, and they enjoyed being face-to-face with the candidates.  He was also unable to attend the “Feed the Needy” at the UAW on Sunday.  His wife is a Browns fan and Cowboys fan so he took her to the game, and six rows behind them, was a loge where Lebron James and the Cavaliers were watching the game.  
Commissioner Lundy also read a letter from Judge Betleski and County Administrator Lubbe commending everyone who helped with the relocation of the Adult Probation Department.  He personally thanked the County Administrator, Karen Davis, Ernie Smith, and the Maintenance and IT Departments for all their hard work.
