	Assistant Prosecutor Jerry Innes swore in people wishing to give testimony.

	Janice Mokosh, Secretary read the following:

	A petition was received on July 10, 2018.

		Project Description: Clear within and along the drainage ditch from Mapleview Dr. approx. 1,350 LF north to roadside culvert, including cleaning sediment and excavating the ditch bottom, shaping both sides of its channel, and providing a new easterly access lanes off West River Rd. and off Mapleview Dr.  Also construct ditch enclosure opposite nearest house.

		12/9/19 – Received from the County Engineer the final estimate of construction costs and damages.  Included were construction plans, specifications and schedules of proposed assessment with the total cost being $98,609.00.

		Commissioner Lundy asked if anyone wished to give testimony.	

Mayor Jim Forthofer, Vermilion thanked the Board for allowing him to speak.  He said my concern is simply on behalf of the residents of the City of Vermilion, that in the course of construction and maintenance, that if the Commissioners and Engineers declare acquiring any property in the course of doing this and if the property is later sold in either part or in whole, that the residents of the City of Vermilion who are being assessed would receive an adjustment for such.  I’m not sure if that’s going to end up being the final plan or not, but just in case it is I’m here to represent that. Commissioner Lundy asked Mr. Zwick for any comments from the Engineer’s office.

Peter Zwick gave a brief recap in addition to what Ms. Mokosh read.  October 22nd was the last public hearing and the Commissioners accepted the Engineer’s report and it indicated construction cost at $98,609, and I mentioned at that time that funds are available for that through the already appropriated SWAC.  On November 19th , which was actually the last hearing, the Prosecutor reported that he is negotiating a separate agreement for a land acquisition and subsequent to November 19th, the Prosecutor advised me that the acquisition cost, if any acquisition, does not fall into the damages category, therefore, today the Engineer confirms that $98,609 project costs, with $0.00 damages recommended by the County Engineer, and that is per the December 9th report that I distributed to the Board yesterday.  You’ve all received that recent report.  It’s very similar to the previous reports, and in that report I state the all-important opinion from the Engineer’s office that the benefits of this project will exceed its cost.  Are there any questions?  Commissioner Lundy asked if anyone from the public would like to address the Board and come up to the podium.

	Attorney Laura Houser, representing the homeowners as well as Lois Hartwick and Susan Stone, said my clients have not determined whether they would formally proceed with a claim for compensation through the litigation process.  That is something they may determine later, but because this is the final hearing, they are required to put any claim that they may have in the future on the record and that is what we’re here to do today.  I have a claim submission that I would like to present to the Clerk.  I would like to read a couple of short things for the record on behalf of my clients.  First of all, there has been some discussions between my Client and representatives of the County about a potential alternative design that would then minimize any damage to the property; and that would be changing the current design of the access or ingress for the project so that it would not be going into a culvert, but instead be like a driveway or just a change of where they would then access the property with the construction itself.  That has been a suggestion.  I don’t think that it has been undertaken as a design, but my clients are certainly amenable in continuing those discussions just for the record.  Secondly, because this is a final hearing, and to minimize some time with you this morning, I’ve had some discussions with Mr. Innes and just wanted to, for the record, that we have stipulated as the admissibility of  the first two items on the list of the claim that we provided and accompanied documents as to there admissibility, and again if my clients determine whether to proceed later to protect their rights through a claim for compensation.  She asked if there were any questions; and asked Mr. Innes if he agreed with that, and Mr. Innes replied “yes” that everything is correct and further said that we have reached an agreement contingent on whether the whole thing is completed and whether there are other appeals and everything, and everything Attorney Houser has indicated is correct. Commissioner Lundy asked if others wished to give testimonies this morning to please come forward and state their name.
	
	Ken Cassell, Vermilion, said that my concern is the property that I own south of this as to whether or not this is going to be assessed.  The latest notice that I got said that the properties – adding assessments to your parcel have been recommended to be suspended.  Are they suspended or not?  James Cordes responded that with regard to suspension of assessments, it is the intent to use as much grant money as possible, but given the complexity of potential damages and unknown costs, it’s completely hard to say if there will be assessments or not.  If there needs to be assessments it will be mitigated by two grants that are being applied to the work.  Initially, it had been anticipated that if the project had gone smoothly, the grant would be sufficient to be able to complete the work as originally prescribed, but there are obstacles to that that may increase the cost. Any cost above the amounts that are presently in the grants would probably be assessed because there would be no additional funds to complete the project, that’s if the project goes forward.  We still have undetermined costs because there are still variables within the project that have not clearly identified themselves yet.  Mr. Cassell said that is my concern whether or not I’m going to be assessed for property.  The way I view what you are proposing is that you are only going to be coming from north to south to the Mapleview street. Is that right?  Mr. Cordes said I think the County Engineer could speak better about the project from beginning to ending. Mr. Zwick said actually the 
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project does extend about several hundred feet south of Mapleview Drive.  Mr. Cassell said so if I may in showing the Engineer, then you’re saying that this is Mapleview Drive and so that is going to include these houses and then down to this through this property here several hundred feet, and coming down into - how far south of Mapleview is it?  Mr. Zwick said if you give me a minute I’ll check my notes and give you an answer.  It basically includes the first two houses that you pointed to.  The house at the corner of Mapleview Drive and Rolling Acres and the Rosa house, which I believe is that the next house, and the last house, and it ends at approximately at that location.  Do you need the footage?  Mr. Cassell  said it would be nice to know whether the house coming to - I own the property south of there, I’m sorry I don’t have a map to show you.  I own property south of there, it’s different from what it was at the last meeting.  At the last meeting, I understood you were talking about Mapleview; and Mr. Zwick said no that is not correct – no it never stopped at Mapleview, and the property that you own in Vermilion south of the last houses on Rolling Acres partially drains toward the ditch and is therefore benefitted by the ditch, and it is the County Engineer’s determination that that area should be assessed like all the other areas that drain to and would benefit from the drain.  Mr. Cassell said that is what I understand, but if all the properties north of this are not being assessed, then it’s the same property, then why is this being assessed.  Mr. Zwick said it’s not the case that the property is more on Mapleview Dr. on the east side of Rolling Acres that are not being served.  They received the same notification that you did.  Mr. Cassell said this property here where all the  houses are on Mapleview Drive, I’m sorry.  Commissioner Kokoski said that’s okay as long as we can see.  Mr. Zwick said are you pointing to the dozen or more houses on the east side of Rolling Meadows; and Mr. Cassell said “yes.” So none of this is being assessed; and Mr. Zwick replied “incorrect,” and Mr. Cassell said “everything is being assessed?”  Mr. Zwick said “yes.”  Mr. Cassell said that is what I’m looking to is fairness of each, so if this is being assessed then I can understand why mine would be.  If that is not being assessed then it stands in my mind that I should not be assessed either.  So if you’re assessing them that’s fine. I mean it’s not fine, nobody wants to say fine.  Ms. Kokoski said you’re saying that it’s fair.  Mr. Cassell said, I’m just looking at it that it’s being fairness, and if this is the final hearing, then you come back later and to determine well there are other costs and we have to do something else, and yet you had the final hearing  and we don’t have an opportunity to say well wait a minute, let’s look at this again and see where these costs are coming from,  then this is my concern. I wanted to put my concern out. If everybody is being assessed, then I am agreeing to accept my fair share, but If some are being forgiven then all should be forgiven.  That is where I stand.  Commissioner Sweda said “We agree.”  Mr. Cassell asked if there were any questions; and Commissioner Kokoski said “no and thank you.”  Commissioner Lundy said we always stress fairness here.
Jerry Innes said so just so I understand and Don you can clarify.  We believe we have grant money for the $98,609.  Is that correct?
Don Romancak said “that is correct.”  We have a total of approximately $88,000 coming through the Storm Water District community grant programs and then Brownhelm Township has come up with $10,000 to be added to the project to install a culvert along a portion of the project.
Mr. Innes said it’s at least our intention that we are not going to assess, but there is some unpredictably as to what is going to happen moving forward, and that could add additional expense to it, but as of right now that much is not likely to be assessed.  Commissioner Lundy asked if others wished to provide public comments.

John Brennan came to the podium and apologized for the glasses, he just had his eyes dilated.  Mr. Brennan said my wife and I live at 1321 Rolling Meadow Drive and we’re on the north end, and I know that when we talked a couple of times with the County Commissioners and they did their survey and put their stakes in.  My main concern now is our property has a six-foot vinyl fence that we installed basically butting up against the edge of the creek, not knowing that any of this was going to happen, and I have a building in the back.  Originally, I think at one of the meetings they said you may have to move the fence and another meeting later they said you do not have to move it, so when I got the notice, I was concerned about this being the final meeting, that I wanted to verify whether or not I do have to move the fence and quite possibly the building, and whether there is going to be a notification, or whether they are going to come back and re-survey or what, that is kind of my concern.  Commissioner Kokoski said Mr. Zwick is looking up your address as we speak.  Mr. Brennan said I don’t know if you recall but we talked in the past and we walked all the property.  We’re the second house on the corner.  Mr. Zwick said “I remember you Mr. Brennan.”  Okay, so, you’re the second house from the corner.  You have an existing garage or at least a large shift very close to the top of the Ditch; and Mr. Brennan said “correct.”  Mr. Zwick said he was not aware of a new fence.  So what we’ve done is with Mr. Brennan’s property and other properties nearby is that in every possible case we’ve adjusted the ditch side slope so that this fence can remain.  What you would see if you look over the fence in the back yard in the future would be the beginning of a slope down the bottom, so your shed or your garage and your fence will remain undisturbed.  Mr. Brennan said he just wanted to make sure, based on the fact that they said this was the final meeting.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if we are moving the slope to the other side or how are we getting around the construction.  Mr. Zwick said we are increasing the slope of that side of the ditch and providing additional erosion protection; and Commissioner Kokoski said that was good.  Commissioner Lundy said thank you so much, and are there others wishing to provide public testimony this morning.
	
	Tom Rini, 6707 Candy Lane said thank you all for your time and effort.  I hope this is the final meeting.  I hope that there is no more funds necessary.  I will say, though, that the need to have the Ditch remediated as soon as possible, whether it’s done all the way to West River Road or not is real, and the possibility for my home, which I’m just speaking for, I’m not speaking for others, just myself, the possibility for flooding to continue in my home is real, and that I hear that there may be some negotiations on something to happen moving forward.  I hope it moves swiftly.  I flooded again last January 21st, I’m not quite sue of the date, but it’s ongoing, and I’ve sent pictures, you’ve seen it all, you’re all aware of it. Thanks, hopefully we can do it under budget, or within budget.  I just wanted to let you know that I’m still at risk, and I know that there are others here who are as well, and that’s why they are here, so thanks and have a good holiday.  The Commissioners thanked him for his remarks.

Commissioner Kokoski addressed Mr. Zwick by saying that it’s just not impacting housing, it’s impacting safety as well; and Mr. Zwick 
said “that’s right.”  Commissioner Lundy asked if anyone else wished to provide testimony this morning, and no one responded.  Commissioner Lundy then said at this point Jerry, I would need to what close the hearing?  Mr. Innes asked Ms. Mokosh, am I understanding, other than the exception filed from Attorney Houser, that no other exceptions have been filed; and Ms. Mokosh replied, I’m not aware of any.”  Mr. Innes said then we can close the hearing.  Commissioner Lundy asked Mr. Innes whether we would  continue for a final decision at our next meeting; and  Mr. Innes said I think we are set to go if there are no other claims.  Commissioner Lundy asked Mr. Zwick if he was good with everything and everything is wrapped up on your end and he replied “yes.”  Commissioner Lundy was ready to make a motion, but Mr. Innes interjected that he was not going to read the entire motion because there are many pages, but basically you need to move that after considering the evidence and testimony given today that we are required to renew and reconsider the bulk that after considering the factors listed in 5131.21 of the Ohio Revised Code to find that the improvement is necessary and outweighs the cost and approving and confirming the orders to proceed with the improvement along the term and set forth by the Engineer according to the assessments to spend $98,609; and the Commissioners made a motion to approve as to what was stated by Mr. Innes.  Mr. Innes said as a part of that, we will wait to see if anyone appeals, and then we will proceed.

Mr. Cordes said we will have a clear line of sight after time passes.  This is a substantial amount for the project.  We are almost at $100,000.  Commissioner Kokoski said it’s a big investment but obviously it’s needed; and Mr. Cordes said he thought it was time to move on; and Commissioner Kokoski said it’s been a couple years.  
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Commissioner Lundy said it’s important to point out that we did a lot of homework, we do a lot of research, and to Mr. Cassell and others we try to be as fair as we can be.  Sometimes when people don’t get the answers they want, sometimes they feel it’s unfair, but we really try to stress to be fair and reasonable at the way we approach things. We try to engineer and look at all the angles possible so they can work out, and hopefully keep a lot more people happy than are not happy about it.  This is something that this Board has taken seriously to try to make improvements as it relates to storm water issues.  The reality is that a lot of these have lingered for a long long time, and this Board has decided to step up and address these issues, and the previous Board addressed these issues as well too. With the decision-making process comes sometimes some of the heartburn comes with it, not everybody is happy about it sometimes.  I think these are fair solutions and we try to be as responsible as we can.  We obviously are responsible for the taxpayers’ money, that’s why we try to make sure we dot all the I’s and cross all the T’s, and this is a big project, as these projects go, so it’s a substantial project.  Hopefully, it will provide important relief for the homeowners, and as my colleague pointed out, and some of the safety issues that can pop up because of the flooding that takes place in the southern area.  So we do the best we can, and we think, at least I believe,  this is a fair and reasonable approach to this problem.  

Commissioner Kokoski thanked the Engineer’s office, and said the first meeting we had when we went out there was very contentious, and it was mostly because of the buildings and fences and the things of that nature, and I’m glad you went the extra mile to figure out a way to preserve some of that because it was very important to a lot of those people.  It was also a learning experience for them to I think because when you go for a building permit they tell you yes you can put a shed there, but they don’t check the assessment, so you really have to look and see what you have on your property before you erect any kind of structure.  Thank you for your patience.  I know you’ve been asking for this for a long time, and it’s been necessary and needed.  So here we are and hopefully we are going to move forward, and the timeframe would maybe be next Spring.  She asked Mr. Zwick when it would start, and he said I guess we have a 30-day period to bid it out and in the Spring if possible.  He said he was not going to hold it up and is ready to go.

Mr. Innes also wanted to say his appreciation to Attorney Houser and her clients Lois Hartwick and Susan Stone.  This has been a difficult experience for you folks and we appreciate your cooperation with us.

A person from the audience raised his hand, but did not identify himself, and Commissioner Lundy asked if he wanted to come to the podium, but he said no that was fine, and he asked, based on that last discussion, will they send out notices to everyone once it’s finalized and saying this is when we will start the project.  Commissioner Kokoski said no not normally; and he said will they just show up and start cutting trees.  Mr. Cordes said that is up to the Engineer’s office, and we are not going to be leading the project after this meeting.  Mr. Innes interjected to say that we have a court reporter, and we have to speak one at a time.

Mr. Romancak said we would be happy to work with the Engineer’s office to make sure we get a notice out once a contract is awarded and the expected start date is known.  Commissioner Lundy said we’ll do better than the cable company, we’ll be there between June and December.

	Janice Mokosh, Secretary read the following:

	ON A PETITION REQUEST FROM CARLISLE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES AND RESIDENTS TO IMPROVE THE DRAIN KNOWN AS THE GRAFTON ROAD OUTFALL STORM SEWER, CARLISLE TOWNSHIP 

		September 28, 2018 petition was received to replace existing broken and undersized drainage pipe and drainage appurtenances with necessary tree removal.

		Project Description:  The course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  Commencing in Grafton 
Road, thence running about 350 feet to its outfall into the East Branch of Black River.

		November 20, Res#19-749, with testimony, the final hearing was continued until December 10, therefore no publication or notification was sent.

		12/9/19 – Received from the County Engineer the final estimate of construction costs and damages.  Included were construction plans, specifications and schedules of proposed assessment with the total cost being $57,900.00.

		Commissioner Lundy asked if anyone wished to give testimony.	

	Jerry Innes swore in people wishing to give testimony.

	Commissioner Kokoski stated for the record that when the Clerk was reading she should have said 350 feet instead of 300 feet.

	Commissioner Lundy stated that there was no representation speaking on behalf of the Township Trustees.

	Peter Zwick gave a short recap of the recent hearings.  He said on October 22, 2019, you accepted the Engineer’s report for the cost-effective method of installation and that cost was $57,900.00.  At that time, I indicated that funds and grants and local participation are currently available in that amount.  More recently on November 19, 2019, the Commissioners instructed the Engineer to assist the Prosecutor’s office with negotiations for separate compensation for one of the owners – the Plas family; and the intent was to avoid further litigation delay.
Per the Assistant Prosecutor, more recently, he has advised me that the compensation would be separate, and he is working on a forthcoming      agreement with the Plas family to sort out all the details; and I would advise, as the Engineer, that any separate compensation would not fall into the damages category.  So, therefore, today I have submitted the report dated December 6, 2019 that you have confirming the $57,900.00 project assessments with zero dollars damages recommended in my report.  The report also states that the benefits of this project are expected to exceed its cost.  Mr. Zwick asked if anyone had any questions; and Commissioner Kokoski stated so the benefits exceed the cost; and he replied “right.”

	Commissioner Lundy asked if any residents wished to provide testimony or comments, and there was no response.

	Mr. Innes asked the same question as he did in the previous hearing.  Do we have grant money available for $57,900.00; and Don Romancak replied “yes we do,” it is a combination of district funds in this case and community grant, and the Stormwater Advisory Committee recommended the Board approve to do this project for approximately – and Mr. Cordes interrupted and asked what did we ask for, and Mr. Romancak answered $17,750.00 - we are pretty much right at the project cost.  Mr. Innes asked that Mr. Romancak identify his name for the court reporter, and he stated his name, Don Romancak, Assistant Director for the Lorain County Stormwater Management District.  
Mr. Cordes said so we have two pieces to this; and Mr. Romancak said “correct,” this time district and community grant.  

		Mr. Innes said I am also in negotiations with, and I believe, we have an agreement with the Plas’s.  We have, last week, exchanged an agreement for acquisition of an easement.   Mr. Zwick had some minor changes sent over to them and I have not heard back from them.  There was also a cost associated in restoring the property back to its original condition.  First we were going to do it, and then we decided to let them go ahead and do it and give us an estimate on that, and we have not received that, so that’s still out there a little bit.  But if you want to do the same thing we did with the last one, go ahead, and indicate that we will suspend the assessments up to; and Commissioner Lundy intercepted $57.900.00; and Mr. Innes said then we can get it done.  The Commissioners asked that Mr. Innes let them know what their official legal motion should be.  Mr. Innes said its pretty much the same one that, and I’ll be working with Janice, to get this draft in a written form correctly.  Basically after hearing the evidence and testimony here, and considering the report of the Engineer, the Board has reviewed and reconsidered its former order, and after so doing, and considering the factors in ORC Section 6131.21, that this is still a necessary improvement, and the benefits outweigh the costs, and therefore approve to affirm the previous order, and proceed with the improvement allowing what has been set forth by the Engineer,
and authorize the Engineer to proceed with the project, and we will suspend the assessments in the amount of – and Commissioner Kokoski and Commissioner Lundy interrupted and said at the same time, $57,900.00 - and we will suspend the maintenance.  

With nothing further, Motion by Lundy, seconded by Kokoski to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken, thereon, resulted as: Ayes: all Lundy, Kokoski & Sweda / Nays: None

WHEREAS, Said board finds that due and legal notice of this final hearing set for November 19, 2019 was published in Chronicle Telegram on November 5 and 12, 2019 as required by law and continuance to this date was announced at the hearing on November 19, 2019; and
WHEREAS, Said Board has heard all the evidence offered in the proceedings and received and considered all the schedules and reports filed by the County Engineer; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, that said Board review and reconsider its former order made and dated the 22nd 
day of October, 2019 by Resolution No. 19-677 in favor of said improvement; and 
	WHEREAS, this board has considered the cost of location and constructing, the compensation of land taken, the damages to land along or in the vicinity of the route of the improvement, the damages to land below the lower terminus of the improvement which may be caused by constructing the improvement, the sufficiency of the outlet, the benefits to the public welfare, and the special benefits to land needing the improvement, etc; therefore be it resolved,

	RESOLVED, that said former order find in favor of said improvement made at the first hearing on the 22nd of October 2019, by Resolution No. 19-677 be and hereby affirmed; and

Peter Zwick, Deputy Engineer confirms the reports dated December 6, 2019, that is the final estimate of the cost to improve the ditch as petitioned is $57,900.00 per their updated schedule of assessments. In their opinion, the benefits of this project will exceed its estimated cost

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, The Board has heard all evidence offered by any owner of land for or against the granting of the proposed improvement, or for or against the granting of any laterals, branches or spurs, or change of route, course, termini, or manner of construction described in the petition, or in any application; and

	WHEREAS, the Board determines that suspending assessments and maintenance adequately compensates owners for any damages or taking resulting from the improvement; and

WHEREAS, and having hearing all evidence offered for or against the assessment proposed to be levied against any owner or any land, as shown by the schedule of assessments filed by County Engineer and any competent evidence on the question of benefits, and from an actual view of the premises; therefore be it

	RESOLVED, that $57,900.00 total amount of construction assessment be and the same is hereby assessed for benefits to the general public by reason of the improvement being necessary and conducive to the public welfare and cost will be less than the benefits and shall be paid by the landowners and assessed by the County, and  $0.00  found to benefit State or County Roads or Highways be and the same is hereby assessed adjacent the County, and the following sums found to benefit the following political subdivisions of the State be and the same are hereby assessed against such political subdivisions, $57,900.00–Stormwater Management District and $0.00-Carlisle Township Trustees;

and be it further

	RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land

	RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land in cash within thirty days after the contracts are approved and such assessments are levied, without paying any interest thereon.

	WHEREAS, assessments under $25.00 the same shall be paid in full, and not in installments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and due and payable as with other taxes upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer next issue tax bills; and

	WHEREAS, assessments $500.00 or under shall be placed on the next tax duplicate to be due and payable as with other taxes in two equal installments commenting upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and

	WHEREAS, assessment in excess of $500.00 shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and payable as with other taxes in 5 years, 10 equal installments commencing upon issuance on the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and

	WHEREAS, annual maintenance assessments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and payable semi-annually each year as with other taxes upon issuance of tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and

	WHEREAS, The Lorain County Stormwater Management District will and hereby authorized to pay for the construction of said Grafton Road Outfall, Carlisle Township in the amount of $57,900.00 and therefore no property owners will be charged said amount and authorize said construction assessment for the (27) owners benefiting (32) parcels be suspended; and

RESOLVED, that the County Engineer be and he is hereby directed to give notice as where quotes will be received for furnishing any material for the improvement and all quotes be received and that the County Engineer be and is hereby directed to let the contracts for the construction of the proposed improvement; and

WHEREAS, costs of the improvement will be paid with Stormwater District funds, and the annual maintenance will be paid by Stormwater District funds, subject to further resolution of the District;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the assessments shall not be placed on the tax duplicate as a lien against the properties assessed, and the annual maintenance is hereby suspended until such time as the Board of Commissioners by resolution resume collection, at which time the maintenance shall be certified to the County Auditor to be placed on the tax duplicate as a lien upon the properties for the following landowners and parcels.
	
	WHEREAS, The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare, and will benefit the petitioners and property owners in the watershed; and

WHEREAS, The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:  
	Commencing in Grafton Road, thence running about 350 feet to its outfall into East Branch of Black River; and

	Therefore be it:

RESOLVED, that the construction of the improvement will be conducive to the public welfare, and the Commissioners find:
· That an improvement is necessary and cost outweighs the benefit
· For disposal or removal of surplus water
· For controlled drainage of land
· For irrigation
· For storage of water to regulate steam flow
· For prevision of overflow of any land in the county, or
· For water conservation
