“In November of 2013, the Lorain County Engineer’s Office received notification from the County Engineers Association of 
Ohio that the above referenced project had been selected to receive federal highway funding to address noted safety concerns at the intersection of Baumhart Road (CR51) and Middle Ridge Road (TR32).  The project has been approved by the Northeast Ohio Areawide  Coordinating Agency (NOACA) for inclusion on their Transportation Plan and the County Engineer has entered into an LPA Federal Local-Let Project Agreement with the Ohio Department of Transportation.

Rudolph J. Breglia, Avon Lake thanked the Commissioners for giving him a few moments to alert everyone on the school bus safety concerns that exist and gain help and support for actions that would lead to the installation of lap-shoulder seat belts on school buses.  

He said school bus safety concerns and the seat belt received his attention even greater with the Chattanooga School Bus Rollover in November of 2016.. There were six children killed and 20 injured children but the bus driver that is required to wear a seat belt protection was fine.  He said Seat Belts Save Lives.

His goals are to:

1.
ALERT COMMUNITY TO A SCHOOL BUS SAFETY CONCERN
2.
HELP SCHOOL DISTRICT RESOLVE PROBLEMS
The Federal government does not require seat belts because of a 1970’s theory that used padded seat backs to absorb the impacts of children’s bodies to minimize injuries. Theory is crude and violent means of protection complete theory failure occurs with rollovers and side crashers.  In 2015, new government policy recommendations where 3 point seat belt for every children in every school bus.
Currently bus safety features inadequate since 6 children die/year and 7,000 are injured. There are six states that required seat belts (NY, NJ, FL, LA, CA, TX).  

Why don’t all school districts have seat belts?

He said the cost would be around $5/student/year but would reduce insurance and litigation costs because the bus costs around $100,00, lasting 10-15 years

Also the delay in escape with a belt quick release and no release for an unconscious or injured child

The conclusion is that seat belts do save lives.

He showed a video on a simulation of children in a roll over crash without seat belts.

Mr. Breglia also indicated that having seat belts would also reduce the bullyness and disruption of children on a bus

Commissioner Lundy said when he was in Columbus this was mentioned several times but never went anywhere. It is up to the federal government to do this.

Commissioner Kokoski said it seems like a small price to pay for saving a life and said you can’t buy a car/vehicle these days without a seat belt already installed, so why not buses.  Mr. Breglia said correct, the cost for buses would decrease with the volume

Commissioner Lundy said what about the legal exposure of seat belt installation. Mr. Breglia said he is visiting a seat belt manufacturer next week


Commissioner Kalo suggested he go to Columbus or even speak with local superintendents.  


Mr. Breglia said the National Highway Safety has grants that could help with the seat belts and Lorain County could be a model, he said Avon Lake buys 2 new buses a year. 

Commissioners thanked him for coming and with the media here, hope they pick up on this important issue. Mr. Breglia thanked the Board and said it’s all about the kids and this debate has been going on for over 40 years.
