Case Management System Joint Project with Courts-Common Pleas Judge Mark Betleski, Domestic Court Judge Frank 
Janik, Probate Judge Jim Walther, Prosecutor Chief of Staff George Koury & Clerk of Courts Tom Orlando
Tom Orlando, Clerk of Courts said the time has arrived that all the county’s justice system should be integrated together all on one 

system.  He stated that Alisa Lieux and IT Rich Barrett traveled to other counties to see other systems and we have developed a team that will review and recommend.
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Clerk of Courts Orlando said The Elected Officials will choose a group to perform contract negotiations once a vendor has been selected. 

There are several reasons to have a new case management system.

· The Lorain County Justice Center is running four different case management systems across 5 departments.  Most systems are old and have failed to keep up with changing technologies.

· Where applicable, we need the ability to interface electronically as this creates a faster process that minimizes opportunities for mistakes. 

· Ability to expand access to public records and still be able to manage statutory requirements for privacy.

· We want to avoid any disruption or outage of service. 

Specific reasons for General Division Clerk of Courts is

CourtTRAC is a dead case management system and here are a few reasons why:
· Currently, there are only around 4 common pleas courts/clerks across the state using CourtTRAC. We are the largest. 

· In 2012, Courtview acquired CourtTRAC from GBS. Courtview employs only one former GBS CourtTRAC support specialist who handles the majority of our helpdesk calls. This leaves us vulnerable when this individual is not available.

· Courtview does not promote or sell CourtTRAC. (See website at: http://www.courtview.com/court)

· Software applications and operating systems that are necessary for use of CourtTRAC are rapidly approaching or have already exceeded end of sales, end of support, and end of life dates. We are approaching the limits of what configurations are supported as defined by Courtview and Microsoft. 

· Our collections process is very cumbersome and not cost effective. Collection of court costs is an important statutory duty     of the Clerk. 
Specific reasons for the Prosecutors Office is

· Our office must find a way to centralize our case data and move all data into one system. We are currently using Cops IV, Cops III, Word, Access, Excel, WordPerfect, and outside agencies (Courtview, GBS, affidavit maker, etc.) to manage our work load. 

· Out of all the departments in the Prosecutor’s Office, only criminal and parts of juvenile have any type of CMS. The other divisions rely on word and excel to track cases. This results in a massive pool of data that is currently not searchable and is not indexed into any type of managed system. 

· Cops III and Cops IV are very limited in scope, but more importantly, they have no future path.   We currently can wait up to six months to have reports made. Changes often don’t work and we have to find other ways to track our data. 

· We need a system that will integrate the sharing of case data with the defense (e-discovery). The system we currently have leads us to making hundreds of copies of CD’s, documents and files. This should be electronic.

· E-filing of evidence from law enforcement through a secure internet portal. This portal will remove the need for outside law agencies to come in person. They would upload their evidence and it would be automatically attached to the case. This would eliminate a huge amount of paperwork and time. 

Specific reasons for Probate Court

· E-filing and transmission of documents through a secure portal.

· E-payment of filing fees, costs and fines will increase payments and collections.

· Online marriage application process will dramatically increase efficiency.

· One system will be easier to learn and use. Currently the Probate Division uses four case management systems (Probate, Domestic, General Division and Probation) and two calendar systems.

· Online, fillable forms will allow greater public access.

· A kiosk located at the Court and/or remote locations will allow e-filing for persons who do not have internet access.

· As a result of an e-filing system, we believe that fewer persons will need to come to the Justice Center, alleviating some parking and security concerns. 

Specific reasons for Domestic Relations Court

· The Domestic Relations Court is a dual jurisdiction court, having both Domestic Relations and Juvenile Court jurisdiction.

· By law, the Domestic Relations court records are maintained by the Lorain County Clerk of Court’s office

· By law, the Juvenile Judge is the Juvenile Clerk of Courts, so Juvenile court records are maintained by a separate Juvenile Clerk’s office.

· As a result, the Domestic Relations docket is handled by the Lorain County Clerk of Court’s GBS CourtTRAC system.

· The Juvenile Division docket is handled by Courtview.  

· The two systems do not communicate with each other.

· Our Courtview version is more than 17 years old and not able to meet our current needs. The age of the system as well as having to work with two systems results in an inefficient duplication of work in several areas:

· Every time a Juvenile Court hearing is scheduled, it needs to be entered in both systems by the Assignment Commissioners to avoid double-booking

· We have to maintain data in multiple systems and software programs, requiring court personnel to enter the same data several times, which is not an efficient use of resources.

· The Juvenile Court deputy clerks have to manually enter journal entries into the docket, increasing the potential for error.   

· We need more efficient, paperless document management:

· E-filing

· E-notices of hearings would decrease postage costs

· Electronic journal entries would reduce paper and ink costs and improve processing time

· Document management would allow electronic storage of important documents for later retrieval in response to grant auditing and reduce storage costs

· Continuity of Operations: the newer, updated case management systems are web-based, potentially allowing for a faster, more seamless restoration to services in the event of a disaster. Under our current system, restoration to services will take much longer, resulting in significant costs in terms of lost of productivity as well as direct costs to restore operations.

· Like the Lorain County Clerk of Courts, the Juvenile Clerk’s office is also responsible for collecting court costs.  This process is cumbersome.  An updated system would allow for better collections and increased revenues. 

· The current system is not configurable.  Therefore, the vendor charges a fee each time a change is needed for operation, which happens regularly as the court’s statutory duties change. An updated system would allow our IT staff to make these changes as needed at no additional cost.

The goals for the management team is

· Find a vendor with a solution for all departments

System shall have the ability to:

· Interface between all departments to enhance efficiencies 

· Electronic filing

· Document imaging

· Goal to become 100% paperless

· File discovery and evidence electronically

· Streamline workflow

· Quickly provide information to other government agencies and the public

E-filing is a necessity for our Court and Clerk’s office as we are looking for new efficiencies in our operations.  It will allow case documents to be received, processed and considered by the Judges more rapidly.  There will be no delay caused by misplaced paper files. 

· Attorneys/filers can file cases and subsequent pleadings from anywhere

· Case information is immediately available

· Automated docketing 

Docket imaging allows immediate viewing of documents without producing the hard copy. Only one person can view a physical case file, whereas an unlimited number of users can simultaneously retrieve, download and/or print papers stored on digital technology. 

There will be public access

· Detailed case/name lookup

· Online “fillable” forms

· Public can search cases on which payments are due

· Pay multiple cases at a time 

· File on multiple cases at once 

· Better public access allows for less phone calls and public entering the building 

· Team members visited five different County Courts to see potential systems up and running. Wayne County and Ottawa County for Pioneer.  Cuyahoga County for Proware.  Holmes County for    Courtview 3.  Licking County for Amicus. 

· Completing a Request for Proposal without hiring outside consultants. 

· Lucas County purchased J Works in September of 2015. Paid $250,000 for two consultants to prepare an RFP. Integrated General, Juvenile, Domestic Relations, Prosecutor, Clerk, Probation and Sheriff’s Office. Paid $5,700,000 which includes 5 years maintenance. Lucas County’s population is 436,000. 

· Wayne County purchased Pioneer in February 2014. They paid $700,000.  The court decided to go 100% paperless. All filings are electronic. As far as their open files, they contracted with local college students to scan all open cases over the summer. This expense was much cheaper than paying Pioneer to perform the scanning.  Wayne County’s population is 114,000.

Jerry Good, Economic Development Coordinator introduced Jack Moore, President of West Roofing.

Mr. Moore said the company was purchased 2 years ago with headquarters in LaGrange and there is another facility in Georgia.  There 

has been steady growth, the business plan was rehoned and this expansion will allow for another 15-20 year growth and solid foundation.

Commissioner Lundy asked about the jobs.  Mr. Moore said on the conservative side will be 2 jobs per year with field staff and additional roofer 

with a base of around $14/hour being season fulltime and growth in administration level.  Mr. Cordes said not seasonal full time, permanent full time.  Mr. Moore apologized said that is the company’s internal wording and the agreement was changed to reflect permanent full time

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised code Section 5709.61 through 5709.66 authorized counties with the consent and agreement of affected 
municipalities, townships and villages therein to designate areas as Enterprise Zones; and


WHEREAS, the Council of City of Village of LaGrange, by Ordinance No. 254 adopted May 23, 1991 and recertified by Ordinance No. 
349 adopted June 27, 1996, designated the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, by Resolution No. 91-591 adopted March 22, 1991 and 
recertified by Resolution No. 96-519 adopted June 27, 1996, designated the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and  


WHEREAS, the Keystone Local School District and the Lorain County Joint Vocational School District and the Boards of Education 
have been officially notified in accordance with Section 5709.83 and been given a copy of the of the Enterprise Zone Tax Abatement Application; and

WHEREAS, the Village of LaGrange, Ohio passed Ordinance No. 2016-2316 on March 16, 2016, approving said Agreement,


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lorain County Board of Commissioners that after reviewing said agreements between 
the Village of LaGrange, Ohio, WRS Management Group, LLC, an Ohio Limited Liability Company, and West Roofing Systems, Inc., an Ohio Corporation, we hereby approve the Ohio Enterprise Zone Agreement which reads as follows:

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1OHIO ENTERPRISE ZONE AGREEMENT 

This agreement made and entered into by and between the Village of LaGrange, Ohio, a Village, with its main offices located at 355 South Center Street, LaGrange, Ohio 44050 (hereinafter referred to as the “VILLAGE”), Lorain County, Ohio, a County, with its main offices located at 226 Middle Avenue, Elyria, Ohio 44035-5641 (hereinafter referred to as “COUNTY”), WRS Management Group, LLC, an Ohio Limited Liability Company, with its main offices located at 315 Commerce Drive, LaGrange, Ohio  44050 (hereinafter referred to as “PROPERTY OWNER”), and West Roofing Systems, Inc., an Ohio Corporation, with its main offices located at 121 Commerce Drive, LaGrange, Ohio 44050 and secondary offices located at 315 Commerce Drive East, LaGrange, Ohio  44050 (hereinafter referred to as “ENTERPRISE”), WITNESSETH;

WHEREAS, COUNTY and VILLAGE have encouraged the development of real property and the acquisition of personal property located in the area designated as an Enterprise Zone; and

WHEREAS, PROPERTY OWNER is desirous of constructing a new building as an expansion to ENTERPRISE’s secondary facility at 315 Commerce East, LaGrange, Ohio  44050, making improvements to its existing facility at that location and purchasing machinery/equipment, furniture/ fixtures and inventory to permit consolidation and expansion of its product lines in LaGrange, Ohio (hereinafter referred to as the "PROJECT") within the boundaries of the aforementioned Enterprise Zone, provided that the appropriate development incentives are available to support the economic viability of said PROJECT; and

WHEREAS, the Council of the Village of LaGrange, Ohio, by Ordinance No. 254 adopted May 23, 1991 and recertified by Ordinance No. 349 adopted June 27, 1996, designated the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio, by Resolution  No.91-591 adopted March 22, 1991 and recertified by Resolution No. 96-519 adopted June 27, 1996, designated the area as an “Enterprise Zone” pursuant to Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, effective August 9, 1991 and recertified July 17, 1996, the Director of Development of the State of Ohio determined that the aforementioned area designated in said Ordinances/Resolutions contains the characteristics set forth in Section 5709.61(A) of the Ohio Revised Code and certified said area as an Enterprise Zone (#209C) under said Chapter 5709; and

WHEREAS, COUNTY and VILLAGE having the appropriate authority for the stated type of project are desirous of providing PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE with incentives available for the development of the PROJECT in said Enterprise Zone under Chapter 5709 of the Ohio Revised Code; and

WHEREAS, ENTERPRISE has submitted a proposed agreement application (herein attached as Exhibit A) to VILLAGE (hereinafter referred to as "APPLICATION"); and

WHEREAS, ENTERPRISE has remitted the required State application fee of $750.00 made payable to the Ohio Development Services Agency with the application to be forwarded with the final agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Enterprise Zone Manager of the VILLAGE has investigated the application of ENTERPRISE and has recommended the same to the Council of the VILLAGE and Board of Commissioners of COUNTY on the basis that PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE are qualified by financial responsibility and business experience to create and preserve employment opportunities in said Enterprise Zone and improve the economic climate of VILLAGE and COUNTY; and

WHEREAS, the project site as proposed by PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE is located in the Keystone Local School District and the Lorain County Joint Vocational School District and the Boards of Education have been notified in accordance with Section 5709.83 and been given a copy of the APPLICATION; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5709.632 and in conformance with the format required under Section 5709.631 of the Ohio Revised Code, the parties hereto desire to set forth their agreement with respect to matters hereinafter contained; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter contained and the benefit to be derived by the parties from the execution hereof, the parties herein agree as follows:

PROPERTY OWNER shall construct a new 16,000 sf building for ENTERPRISE to house its office, operations, and 
warehousing for consolidation and expansion of its product lines and make improvements to the existing building. Said new building shall be constructed at 315 Commerce Drive East as the same is known and designated on the Auditor’s revised list of lots as Parcel Number 1500066000026 in LaGrange, Ohio.  The minimum amount of new real property investment is $1,415,000 (one million four hundred fifteen thousand dollars) and the maximum amount of real property investment is $1,625,000 (one million six hundred twenty five thousand dollars).  

In addition, PROPERTY OWNER will purchase leased building in the amount of $382,000 (three hundred eighty two thousand dollars) and ENTERPRISE shall purchase new machinery/equipment, furniture/ fixtures and inventory in the amount of $540,000 (five hundred forty thousand dollars) to $1,555,000 (one million five hundred fifty five thousand dollars).

In addition, ENTERPRISE shall transfer office furniture, office equipment, company files, sheet metal shop, carpentry shop, welding shop, vehicle maintenance shop and all other operations from the 121 Commerce Drive facility in the amount of $347,000.

ENTERPRISE’s value of on-site inventory required to be listed in the personal property tax return for the tax year (stated in average dollar value per most recent 12 month period) in which the agreement is entered into (baseline inventory) is $233,493 (two hundred thirty three thousand four hundred ninety three dollars.)

The PROJECT will begin April 28, 2016 and all acquisition, construction and installation will be completed by December 31, 2016. Any changes to the beginning and completion dates must be agreed to by formal resolution and an amended agreement.

The total investment of this EXPANSION project is greater than 10% of the market value of the facility assets already owned at the site prior to such expenditures as evidenced in Exhibit A.

2.
ENTERPRISE shall create within a time period not exceeding 36 months after the commencement of construction of the aforesaid facility, the equivalent of 6 new full-time permanent jobs.

ENTERPRISE’s schedule for hiring is as follows: create 2 new full-time permanent jobs in year one (construction); create 2 new full-time permanent jobs in year two; and create 2 new full-time permanent jobs in year three.  The job creation period begins April 28, 2016 and all jobs will be in place by April 28, 2019.

ENTERPRISE currently has 21 full-time permanent employees and 40 full-time seasonal at the project site. In total, ENTERPRISE has 41 full-time permanent employees, 56 full-time seasonal and 4 full-time permanent seasonal in the State of Ohio.  ENTERPRISE will transfer 20 full-time permanent, 16 full-time seasonal and 4 full-time permanent seasonal from the 121 Commerce Drive site.  

This increase in the number of employees will result in approximately $129,360 (one hundred twenty nine thousand three hundred sixty dollars) of additional annual payroll for ENTERPRISE.  The following is an itemization by the type of new jobs created: 6 full-time permanent $129,360.

PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE shall provide to the proper Tax Incentive Review Council any information reasonably required by the council to evaluate the PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE's compliance with the agreement, including returns filed pursuant to Section 5711.02 and 5727.08 of the Ohio Revised Code if requested by the council.  

4.
VILLAGE and COUNTY hereby grant PROPERTY OWNER a tax exemption for real property improvements made to the PROJECT site pursuant to Section 5709.632 of the Ohio Revised Code and shall be in the following amounts:

Each identified project improvement will receive a ten-year exemption period.

The exemption commences the first year for which the real property would first be taxable were that property not exempted from taxation. No exemption shall commence after December 31, 2016 nor extend beyond December 31, 2026.

PROPERTY OWNER must file the appropriate tax forms (DTE 23) with the County Auditor to effect and maintain the exemptions covered in the agreement. 

5.
ENTERPRISE shall pay an annual fee equal to five hundred dollars.

The fee shall be made payable to the COUNTY once per year for each year the agreement is in effect in the form of a check.  The fee is to be paid to the Board of Commissioners and shall be made out to the Lorain County Enterprise Zone Program.  This fee shall be deposited in a special fund created for such purpose and shall be used exclusively for the purpose of complying with Section 5709.68 of the Ohio Revised Code and by the Tax Incentive Review Council created under Section 5709.85 of the Revised Code exclusively for the purposes of performing the duties prescribed under that section.
6.
PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE shall pay such real property taxes as are not exempted under this agreement and are charged against such property and shall file all tax reports and returns as required by law. If PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE fail to pay such taxes or file such returns and reports, all incentives granted under this agreement are rescinded beginning with the year for which such taxes are charged or such reports or returns are required to be filed and thereafter.

VILLAGE and COUNTY shall perform such acts as are reasonably necessary or appropriate to effect, claim, reserve, and maintain exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement including, without limitation, joining in the execution of all documentation and providing any necessary certificates required in connection with such exemptions.

8.
If for any reason the Enterprise Zone designation expires, the Director of the Ohio Development Services Agency revokes certification of the zone, or VILLAGE and COUNTY revoke the designation of the zone, entitlements granted under this agreement shall continue for the number of years specified under this agreement, unless PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE materially fails to fulfill its obligations under this agreement and VILLAGE and COUNTY terminate or modify the exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement.

9.
If PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE materially fails to fulfill its obligations under this agreement, or if VILLAGE and COUNTY determine that the certification as to delinquent taxes required by this agreement is fraudulent, VILLAGE and COUNTY may terminate or modify the exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement and may require the repayment of the amount of taxes that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this agreement.

10.
PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE hereby certify that at the time this agreement is executed, PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE do not owe any delinquent real property taxes to any taxing authority of the State of Ohio, and do not owe delinquent taxes for which PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE is liable under Chapter 5733., 5735., 5739., 5741., 5743., 5747., or 5753. of the Revised Code, or, if such delinquent taxes are owed, PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE currently is paying the delinquent taxes pursuant to an undertaking enforceable by the State of Ohio or an agent or instrumentality thereof, has filed a petition in bankruptcy under 11 U.S.C.A. 101, et seq., or such a petition has been filed against PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE. For the purposes of the certification, delinquent taxes are taxes that remain unpaid on the latest day prescribed for payment without penalty under the chapter of the Revised Code governing payment of those taxes.

11.
PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE affirmatively covenants that it does not owe: (1) any delinquent taxes to the State of Ohio or a political subdivision of the State; (2) any moneys to the State or a state agency for the administration or enforcement of any environmental laws of the State; and (3) any other moneys to the State, a state agency or a political subdivision of the State that are past due, whether the amounts owed are being contested in a court of law or not.

12.
PROPERTY OWNER, ENTERPRISE, VILLAGE, and COUNTY acknowledge that this agreement must be approved by formal action of the legislative authority of VILLAGE and COUNTY as a condition for the agreement to take effect. This agreement takes effect upon such approval.

13.
VILLAGE and COUNTY have developed a policy to ensure recipients of Enterprise Zone tax benefits practice non-discriminating hiring in its operations. By executing this agreement, ENTERPRISE is committing to following non-discriminating hiring practices acknowledging that no individual may be denied employment solely on the basis of race, religion, sex, disability, color, national origin, or ancestry.

Exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement shall be revoked if it is determined that PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE, any successor enterprise, or any related member (as those terms are defined in Section 5709.61 of the Ohio Revised Code) has violated the prohibition against entering into this agreement under Division (E) of Section 3735.671 or Section 5709.632 of the Ohio Revised Code prior to the time prescribed by that division or either of those sections.

In any three-year period during which this agreement is in effect, if the actual number of employee positions created or retained by ENTERPRISE is not equal to or greater than seventy-five percent of the number of employee positions estimated to be created or retained under this agreement during that three-year period, ENTERPRISE shall repay the amount of taxes on property that would have been payable had the property not been exempted from taxation under this agreement during that three-year period.  In addition, the VILLAGE and COUNTY may terminate or modify the exemptions from taxation granted under this agreement.

PROPERTY OWNER and ENTERPRISE affirmatively covenants that they have made no false statements to the State or local political subdivision in the process of obtaining approval for the Enterprise Zone incentives. If any representative of PROPERTY OWNER and/or ENTERPRISE have knowingly made a false statement to the State or local political subdivision to obtain the Enterprise Zone incentives, PROPERTY OWNER shall be required to immediately return all benefits received under the Enterprise Zone Agreement pursuant to ORC Section 9.66 )(c)(2) and shall be ineligible for any future economic development assistance from the State, any state agency or a political subdivision pursuant to ORC Section 9.66 (c)(1). Any person who provides a false statement to secure economic development assistance may be guilty of falsification, a misdemeanor of the first degree, pursuant to ORC 2921.13(D)(1), which is punishable by a fine of not more than $1,000 and/or a term of imprisonment of not more than six months.

David Ashenhurst, Oberlin asked if there was something like PUCO at the county level, because it is hard for residents to see and react to different entities having all these rate increases for water, sewer, etc.  Mr. Cordes said under ORC 6119 give entities the right and they can control cost structure within their jurisdiction.  He said there should also be a different cpi for the senior citizens not just a general they are the ones on the fixed income.

Linda Blanchette said today is the 2nd public hearing on CHIP (COMMUNITY HOUSING IMPACT & PRESERVATION PROGRAM)

The first public hearing was held on March 23, 2016 to inform the citizens of Lorain County’s eligibility to apply for Community Housing Impact and Preservation Funds.  The purpose of this CHIP grant is to help low income homeowners remain in their homes which in the long run benefits the neighborhood and the County. At the 1st Public Hearing, the Commissioners and I informed the public of the County’s intention to partner with cities within Lorain County in order to maximum funding and strengthen the application for the partnering communities which are Lorain County, City of Oberlin and the City of Sheffield Lake.  The partners have determined Lorain County to be the Grantee for this application. 

This is the first CHIP grant that the Ohio Development Services Agency has permitted an email questionnaire and ranking sheet, in lieu of a physical meeting, be sent to the Housing Advisory Committee to identify the needs of the community.  On March 21, 2016, the Housing Advisory Committee was emailed a questionnaire and ranking sheet for this pre-planning process.  The activities submitted by the committee have been identified and ranked to address the needs of the partnering communities.

The total grant request for the partnership is $1,150,000.00.

The Lorain County Board of Commissioners proposes to utilize the requested funds, if awarded, to carry out the following housing activities in Lorain County, (excluding the cities of Lorain, Elyria and Vermilion) the City of Oberlin and the City of Sheffield Lake:
1. Private Owner Rehabilitation – Applying for $650,500 

Approximately  (19) homes will receive housing rehabilitation assistance of which 7 will be in Lorain County, 7 in Oberlin and 5 in Sheffield Lake.  (excluding the cities of Lorain, Elyria and Vermilion) 3 of these POR projects will be funded by HOME Program Income dollars that Lorain County and the partners have committed. 

In order to qualify for POR assistance, applicants must be the owners of single-family, owner occupied residential structures.  Loans will be made to homeowners with a 0% interest and zero payment.  The loan amount decreases by 20% each year and is totally forgiven after five years.  Funding Source – HOME Funds.  

2. Home Repair Assistance – Applying for $345,000.  Approximately (28) homeowners will receive home repair assistance with three (3) of those homeowners receiving septic repair/replacement assistance; 10 will be completed in Lorain County, 9 in Oberlin and 9 in Sheffield Lake.  Qualifying homeowners must be the owners of single-family, owner occupied residential structures.  Rental units are not eligible for home repair assistance.  All improvements will be made with a grant.  Funding Source – CDBG Funds.

3. Tenant Based Rental Assistance – Applying for $16,500. Approximately (21) families will receive Tenant Based Rental Assistance for help with first month’s rent, security deposit and utility deposit.  This assistance will be in the form of a grant.  Lorain Metropolitan Housing Authority will again partner with us to provide this service.  Funding Source – HOME Funds.  

4. Administration – Applying for $134,000.  Administration is requested to reimburse the Community for staff time dedicated to CHIP projects.  The funds may also be used to retain program consultants for the grant period.  Funding Source – CDBG and HOME Funds

5. Fair Housing – Applying for $4,000.  Funding Source – CDBG Funds.

TOTAL GRANT REQUEST:  $1,150,000
All of the activities proposed will meet the national objective of benefiting low to moderate income persons.  Applications are due to the Ohio Development Services Agency’s Office of Community Development by May 6, 2016.
