Mr. Cordes said previously the county was able to pay cash for maintaining/improving items.  Now in order to maintain/improve facilities the county is leveraging future funds for improvements and it has been the first time since he has been here that the county has done this, it’s more like damage control, and vehicles have been purchased for safety forces.  
Commissioner Kokoski said some light at end of tunnel, she asked about the online sales tax from purchase. Mr. Cordes said unlikely this will get filtered to the counties; the sales tax has been increasing slightly.  Commissioner Kokoski said the interest income of what use to be $7 million is no longer and the casino revenue is not what they said.  Commissioner Kalo said with the interest income the county has lost around $56 million.  Commissioner Lundy said when he took office he knew of some problems and improvements but never knew it was this dark, improvements are needed to keep facilities up and running

Commissioner Kokoski moved the adoption of the following resolution:
RESOLUTION NO. 15-338
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $2,240,000 SERIES 2015 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN IMPROVEMENTS BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES, FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING AND ACQUIRING IMPROVEMENTS TO VARIOUS COUNTY OWNED PROPERTIES, INCLUDING HVAC IMPROVEMENTS, ROOF REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT, SIDEWALK, PARKING LOT, STORM SEWER, LANDSCAPE, SECURITY AND OTHER SITE AND BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS, TOGETHER WITH ALL NECESSARY APPURTENANCES THERETO.

WHEREAS, the County Auditor has heretofore estimated that the life or period of usefulness of the improvements hereinafter described is at least five (5) years, and has certified that the maximum maturity of the bonds is twenty-five (25) years, and of the notes to be issued in anticipation thereof is twenty (20) years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Lorain, Ohio:

SECTION 1.  That it is necessary to issue bonds of this County in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,240,000 for the purpose of paying the costs of constructing and acquiring improvements to various County owned properties, including HVAC improvements, roof repair and replacement, sidewalk, parking lot, storm sewer, landscape, security and other site and building improvements (the "Project"), together with all necessary appurtenances thereto.  Said bonds shall be dated approximately July 1, 2016, shall bear interest at an approximate rate of five percent (5%) per annum and shall mature in substantially equal annual or semiannual installments over a period not exceeding twenty-five (25) years after their issuance.

SECTION 2.  That it is hereby determined that notes (hereinafter called the "Notes") in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,240,000 shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of said bonds.

SECTION 3.  That the Notes shall be dated their date of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed three per centum (3.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable at maturity, shall mature not more than one year from their date of issuance, and shall be of such number as may be requested by the purchaser, in denominations of $100,000 or more and sold to sophisticated investors, unless sold and marketed with an official statement, in which case denominations of $5,000 or increments thereof will be permitted.

SECTION 4.  That the Notes shall be executed by at least two members of this Board of County Commissioners and by the County Auditor, which signatures may be facsimile, and may bear the County Auditor’s seal.  The Notes shall be payable at a bank or financial institution designated in the Certificate of Award, and shall express upon their faces the purpose for which they are issued and that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.

SECTION 5.  That the Notes shall be sold, at par and accrued interest, to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC, Columbus, Ohio (the "Original Purchaser"), in accordance with its offer to purchase, which shall be stated in the Certificate of Award, and the proceeds from such sale, except any premium or accrued interest thereon, shall be paid into the proper fund and used for the purpose aforesaid and for no other purpose, which may include costs of issuance and capitalized interest.

SECTION 6.  That the Notes shall be the full general obligations of this County, and the full faith, credit and revenue of this County are hereby pledged for the prompt payment of the same.  The par value received from the sale of bonds anticipated by the Notes, and any excess fund resulting from the issue of the Notes, shall to the extent necessary be used only for the retirement of the Notes at maturity, together with interest thereon and is hereby pledged for such purpose.

SECTION 7.  That for purposes of this resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this Board of County Commissioners is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

"Resolution" means this resolution.

All or any portion of the Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Notes: (i) there shall be a single note of each maturity; (ii) those Notes shall be registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (v) the Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this Board of County Commissioners.  Debt service charges on Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this Board of County Commissioners’ agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative (i) in the case of interest, on each interest payment date, and (ii) in all other cases, upon presentation and surrender of Notes as provided in this Resolution.
