Bill Harper, Dir. – United Way & Melissa Myers-Fisher, Children & Family Council

Mr. Harper stated Collective Impact is the commitment of a group of actors from different sectors to a common agenda for solving a complex social problem.  In order to create lasting solutions to social problems on a large-scale, organizations — including those in government, civil/non-profit society, and the business sector — need to coordinate their efforts and work together around a clearly defined goal

Collective Impact is a significant shift from the social sector’s current paradigm of "isolated impact," because the underlying premise of Collective Impact is that no single organization can create large-scale, lasting social change alone. There is no "silver bullet" solution to systemic social problems, and these problems cannot be solved by simply scaling or replicating one organization or program. Strong organizations are necessary but not sufficient for large-scale social change. 


Examples of systems they desire to change;

· Kindergarten Readiness: Children starting kindergarten in Lorain County’s poorest school district from economically disadvantaged homes are half as literate as those starting their academic career in the highest performing districts.  (Ohio Department of Education, Kindergarten Readiness Assessment-Literacy 2011)
· Middle School Success: One out of every four students does not graduate from high school on time.  (County Health Rankings: Snapshot 2010.)
· Income Stability: One in four children lives in a working family that doesn’t earn enough to be self-sufficient. (Population Reference Bureau, analysis of data from the U.S. Census Bureau, 2008 - 2011 American Community Survey.) Median household income decreasing

· Basic Needs in Crisis: Since 2006, mortgage foreclosure filings have continued at all time highs, averaging 2,114 per year. (Policy Matters Ohio, Home Security reports; and Lorain County Clerk of Courts) 

· Diet and Exercise: Four out of every ten third graders are overweight or obese.  (Children’s Defense Fund-Ohio).  Lorain County youth spend on average 3.6 hours on their cell phone, 2.7 hours on the computer, and 2.6 hours watching television on an average day during the week. (Lorain County Health Status, 2012)
· Integrated Medical Home: More than one in ten youth have seriously considered suicide in the past year (2011 Lorain County, Ohio Health Assessment Project, Commissioned by Lorain County Health Partners) 

Mr. Harper said the educational target outcomes;

· Children from at-risk families arrive at kindergarten ready to be successful in school

· Intermediate and middle-school students (5th-8th grade) improve their health knowledge, develop communication and life skills and avoid specific risky behaviors, leading to safer schools and positive social environments that improve both educational and social outcomes

And Basic Needs;

· Individuals and families in need receive accurate information about community resources 

· Families experiencing a temporary disruption in their ability to provide for their basic needs resolve their immediate financial crisis and develop a holistic plan for household sustainability using personal and community resources 

The Family Stability;

· Low-wage workers with family incomes under 200% of the federal poverty level increase income, build savings and gain assets to improve financial stability 

Health Target;

· Low-wage workers with family incomes under 200% obtain body mass index in normal range, decreasing risk factors for metabolic syndrome (obesity, heart disease and diabetes)
