Spirit of America’s History “The Wall” – Ronald Smith & Patricia Sexton



Ronald Smith & Patricia Sexton, Co Founders of The Spirit of America’s Story, The Wall.  Mr. Smith is a former Marine and Ms. Sexton lost her husband in the Vietnam War.  They are a 502 (c)(3) non profit organization that began about 3 years ago honor all the wars with the men and women who served along with law enforcement.  The Spirit of America’s Story is a volunteer, non-profit organization whose mission is to capture and preserve the spirit, the sacrifices and rich history of the American people. They do this by honoring those men and women in uniformed service who have and are currently serving and protecting our way of life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness both here and abroad. They will continue these efforts in order to educate and inspire future generations of American’s to learn and understand how important the preservation of our history and inspiration of the hearts and minds is to the American people

They strive to recognize and honor the men and women who serve our country in uniform. They will never allow ourselves to forget that the success of our country, as our nation, depends on them. They show their commitment by never underestimating the importance of these brave men and women who have and are currently serving; and to those who have made the ultimate sacrifice on behalf of a grateful nation. They encourage and challenge ourselves to move forward and do whatever we can to help pay America’s debt to honor these individuals. They strongly believe and support these objectives because there is a special nobility, a special grace, to those who support and

defend our way of life for future generation of Americans.
Mr. Smith and Ms. Sexton met because they both, at different times, joined Rolling Thunder as members of chapter 5 Ohio. The chapter had a Vietnam Ohio POW/MIA traveling wall that listed the names of the men and women from Ohio. They volunteered their time for the 10 plus years traveling with this wall through the summer performing a program to this wall honoring these brave men and women who served.  They have done a few of these programs to the Vietnam Traveling walls honoring all who served. “All Gave Some, but Some Gave All”. During those years we talked to thousands of people and the one question that was always asked was, “Why is this only about Vietnam, why don’t you mention the other wars?”. With that question in mind, they thought about creating a full color mural traveling wall depicting the years from 1775 - 2015 and beyond. This wall would honor all men and women in uniform service.

They left Rolling Thunder in Dec. 2013 and in Jan. of 2014 they met with Artist Ray Simon and at that meeting the birth of “The Spirit of America’s Story” - the wall was born, and that he would be the artist to paint such a unique images that grace the wall, the rest will be history.

The goal is to create an original piece of artwork that will be reproduced in ten 92” X 10’ panels, each that fit into custom made frame and connect together to create the complete 100’ mural. These panels and structure will be completely portable and will be able to be assembled in any location indoors and outdoors. The wall will be the first of its kind and will stand as a visual reminder of this country’s history sacrifices. The wall will allow viewers to experience history through a visual time line that reflects America’s story from 1775 to present day showing the advancement in technology from air to ground and the great sacrifices for peace. The blended images and dramatic

transitions from decade to decade reveals the struggles and challenges this country has faced for the protection of freedom. The mural will help teach future generations about what it has taken to protect our way of life and freedoms we enjoy everyday. Commissioner Lundy asked if there would be a public viewing. Mr. Smith said he hopes to unveil the whole wall at the Rod & Piston Show, IX Center, Cleveland of March 2017.  IX center raises money for various organizations.


Commissioner Kokoski thanked them and was very impressed that week when they were at Veterans Event at Black River Landing.

CRIME/DRUG LAB LEVY

Emmanuel deLeon, Director -  Lorain County Crime/Drug Lab & Coroner Levy 0.16 mill – 5 year levy




Mr. deLeon stated Heroin Kills.  He knows the drug world is changing constantly and the lab needs to stay current with all these testings.  There are a lot of synthetic drugs that are very dangerous and don’t know where they are coming from but does know that they have 5+ times of strength of the natural drug.  He knows all too well what happens to your family; his 17 year old nephew was killed by a sliced throat from a drug dealer then 6 months later that mother died and then the father died.

There have been 31 overdoses deaths from October 2103 to September 2014 and have seen an increase of 44% this year in controlled substance to be analysis.  A new synthetic drug is U470000, which was first identified in this county, but synthetic drugs are unknown, you can purchase anything over the internet but don’t know what it is. Just like Logan Stinner, purchasing the caffeine powder on line, there are no instructions for these drugs.  He stated the crime/drug lab is licensed to purchase from DEA and OSU Pharmaceutical in order to purchase the substances to test against street drugs.  They do testing as well for Municipal Courts of Lorain, Elyria & Avon Lake; they also handle Adult Probation and Juvenile/Domestic Courts.  All testing’s are usually done within that day but they still do send a lot to BCI just because of the equipment.  Same with toxicology reports, Dr. Evans has to send to PA.  If this levy passes it will enable the lab to continue to test, keep equipment running and do other testing’s that are needed.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about the sweat patches. Mr. deLeon said they are fine but there are disadvantages and it cost more.  The patch needs to stay on a complete 72 hours and this is not ideal


Commissioner Kokoski hopes that the FOP’s and other law enforcement would step u and support levy with letters to editors, etc.

Mr. Cordes said they are working on this, since county dollars cannot be spent on a campaign and going to do grassroots efforts with all front line people.  He stated the lab has moved into the administration building since the courthouse is being renovated.  He said this levy is dire, the drugs have to be stopped and there is more of a dire need now and the levy that has been there for years only brings in around $170,000, so this levy which is $5.60/year would cover both the drug/crime lab and coroner office

Commissioner Kalo said the cost of this levy would do a great deal for both departments.  He also stated that to take a patrolman and drive to Columbus or Mansfield to drop off samples for testing’s that is about a 6 hour trip that is lost when that patrolman can be on the streets.

Mr. deLeon said there continues to be rising cost
1. Volume of drugs submitted to the laboratory for analysis. 

2. Heroin, Fentanyl and illicit opiates being brought in on a daily basis by submitting agencies (designer drugs never before seen).

3. Standard for each single group of drugs (e.g., Heroin, Fentanyl, and Cocaine) must be purchased by the Crime/Drug Lab in order to confirm test results.

4. With rising volume of controlled substances being submitted, more testing supplies are needed (e.g., standards, reagents, instrument parts, etc.). Costs of the renewal of service contracts, proficiency testing programs, license fees, affiliation/membership fees also increases annually.

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WHY DO WE NEED THE COUNTY CRIME/DRUG LAB?
1. Fatal overdoses are analyzed and processed immediately per our laboratory policy (no other lab offers this service). No need to wait weeks or months for test results relating to deaths.

2. Rapid turn-around-time for overdose related cases, as well as other drugs routinely submitted.

3. Legal blood or urine alcohol and/or urine drug tests are processed within 24 hours, or will be tested on the same day if submitted on the early part of the day.


Officers have access to our laboratory which is centrally located, so there’s no need to travel outside of the county. This saves time and money because of convenience 




Commissioner Kokoski asked if the drugs were being cut somewhere else or here. Mr. deLeon said he does not know but he is in constant contact with BCI and DEA in DC and does a lot of research


Commissioner Lundy thanked him for all he does and it was sad that this levy did not pass last time it was presented, but this time there is full support of the commissioners.


Mr. deLeon thanked the Commissioners and Mrs. Davis for the smooth transition to this building in 1 day.

INVESTMENT INTO HOUSING                                 September 21, 2016



Lorain County, Oberlin and Sheffield Lake - CHIP Grant – Program Year (PY) 2014 


Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development Department said Home Repair is to assist those homeowners that lack the resources to address a housing problem that poses an immediate threat to the health and safety of the occupant. Examples; repair or replacement of electrical, plumbing, heating, roofs and septic repairs or replacements.

· Minimum level of assistance: $250.00

· Maximum level of assistance: $8,000
· Maximum level of assistance for septic replacement: $15,000


The Private Owner Rehab is to correct basic building code violations, health and safety issues, including lead paint hazards. 

· Minimum level of assistance: $1,000 

· Maximum level of assistance: $35,000

· Maximum level of assistance with lead based paint hazards present is $46,000


The Rental/Housing Assistance includes; Security deposits, First month’s rent and Utilities.  Lorain Metropolitan Housing Authority (LMHA) is essential to Lorain County in making this program succeed. We do this through a contract that is exclusively with LMHA. 

They have served 21 in Lorain County, Oberlin and Sheffield Lake with CDBG home repairs dollars and 14 in Ohio Housing Trust Fund dollars.  The private owner rehab with home dollars served 18 and the Rental/Housing Assistance served 35 in home dollars

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Mr. Cordes said there are sometimes that homes require a lot more assistance once the inspector reviews. Mrs. Blanchette said correct and sometimes additional repair is needed or they have to walk away because it is more than the capped allowance approved by HUD/State of Ohio.  Mr. Cordes asked why this shows CHIP PY 2014, Mrs. Blanchette said that is the program year, which runs for 2 years.  The department has been approved for the new program year and the kickoff will be October 5.
Mr. Cordes asked about people flipping homes since the new work has been done. Mrs. Blanchette said when a homeowner is approved for the work, they sign a contract and then a lien is put on the property for 5 years, which around 17% comes off each year, so they could not flip, they would have to return all that money.

Mr. Cordes said when houses are sold through this program, where does the money go. Ms. Wainwright said the money goes into 

program income so more houses can be acquired or stabilization is done.

Mr. Romancak said that NSP1 had around $2.1 million reconstructing 4 homes in Sheffield township and 2 in Sheffield Lake So far the NSP program had round $3.6 million and this is based upon family size and income level of 120% for lmi, middle income and seniors.


Mrs. Blanchette said there was around $1.62 million in housing programs.

County Administrator Cordes stated the facilities need to be up kept before they become even worse and vehicles for the Sheriff Office were needed desperately.  He has spoken to the Underwriter to do callables on these notes with few basis points to isolate portion then maybe make a super bond in the future.  

Commissioner Kokoski said some bonds have revenue attached. Mr. Cordes said this one is a general obligation but yes the sewer issues are attached to assessed fees and possible going to approach the Treasurer on the revenue bonds and keep this in house to earn the interest, like the county has done previously.  


Commissioner Lundy said the public owns all these building and Commissioners are elected to manage and maintain, this is just like homeownership, have to be good neighbor and do the repairs.  Mr. Cordes said previous years the county always had cash to pay.

Commissioner Kokoski said the biggest issue is that the county is taking out these bonds for the needed repairs and purchase of the county assets and prime example is the sheriff vehicles, by the time the bond is paid, these vehicles will be no good because they will have way over the normal mileage and it is for the safety of the officers.   Mr. Cordes said the jail needs repairs and the administration building is over 45 years old, justice center was build for around 50 years and the parking garage is horrible.  The county is blamed if the money is spent or not spent but it’s critical that maintenance is taken care of.

Commissioner Kokoski said the county was criticized when the 4th floor of the administration building was remodeled and part of this was resealing the windows, there are no more drafts.  Mr. Cordes said there was a choice to replace all the windows at a cost of $500,000 or reseal/repair windows at a cost of $50,000 and this was part of the energy conservation notes which will be paid off this year and the savings will be maintained in the departments utility budgets.  There are other areas that the county needs to lower the carbon footprint.

That the Notes shall be dated their dates of issuance, shall bear interest at the rate not to exceed three per centum (3.00%) per annum as evidenced by a certificate awarding the Notes (the "Certificate of Award") which the County Auditor, the County Administrator or the Budget Director are hereby authorized to sign and shall be payable at maturity, shall mature not more than one year from their date of issuance, and shall be of such number as may be requested by the purchaser, in denominations of $100,000 or more and sold to sophisticated investors. The Consolidated Notes shall (i) be dated as of the same date as the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B (ii) be in a principal amount equal to the sum of the aggregate principal amounts of the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B, (iii) be numbered from R‑1 upwards in order of issuance, (iv) be of the denominations provided in the separate authorizing legislation, provided that each Consolidated Note shall be of a single maturity, (v) mature or be subject to mandatory sinking fund redemption on each date the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B in an amount for any given date equal to the sum of the maturity amounts for the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B for such date, and (vi) bear interest payable on each date interest on the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B is payable at a rate equal to the rate of interest on the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B.

It is hereby determined by this Board that the issuance of the Consolidated Notes provided herein are in the best interests of the County.

SECTION 3.  That the Consolidated Notes shall express upon their faces a summary statement of purposes encompassing the purposes stated in the resolutions authorizing the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B and may state that they are issued in pursuance of this resolution.  The Consolidated Notes shall be in fully registered form without coupons, shall bear the signatures of at least two members of this Board and of the County Auditor, provided that any or all such signatures may be facsimile signatures, may bear the seal of such County Auditor or a facsimile thereof, and shall bear the manual authenticating signature of an authorized representative of The Huntington National Bank, Columbus, Ohio (the "Paying Agent and Registrar") for the Consolidated Notes.  The principal amount of each Consolidated Note shall be payable at the principal office of the Paying Agent and the Registrar and interest thereon shall be made at maturity to the person whose name appears on the record date on the Consolidated Note registration records as the registered holder thereof, by check or draft mailed to such registered holder at his address as it appears on such registration records.

The Consolidated Notes shall be transferable by the registered holder thereof in person or by his attorney duly authorized in writing at the principal office of the Paying Agent and Registrar upon presentation and surrender thereof to the Paying Agent and Registrar.  The County and the Paying Agent and Registrar shall not be required to transfer any Consolidated Note during the 15‑day period preceding any interest payment date.

The County and the Paying Agent and Registrar may deem and treat the registered holders of the Consolidated Notes as the absolute owners thereof for all purposes, and neither the County nor the Paying Agent and Registrar shall be affected by any notice to the contrary.

SECTION 4.  That the provisions of the respective resolutions authorizing the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B relating to security and sources of payment, federal tax status of the Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B and of interest payable thereon, are hereby incorporated by reference into this resolution and the Consolidated Notes.

SECTION 5.  That the Consolidated Notes shall be sold to Ross, Sinclaire & Associates, LLC (the "Purchaser") at not less than 97% of the principal amount thereof plus accrued interest to the date of delivery, as determined by the County Auditor or the County Administrator without further action of this Board pursuant to the Purchaser’s offer to purchase which such officer is hereby authorized to accept, to make the necessary arrangements with the Purchaser to establish the date, location, procedure and conditions for the delivery of the Consolidated Notes 
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to the Purchaser, to give all appropriate notices and certificates and to take all steps necessary to effect the due execution and delivery of the Consolidated Notes.  The proceeds from the sale of the Consolidated Notes, except as any premium and accrued interest received, shall be apportioned, deposited and credited in accordance with Section 133.32 of the Ohio Revised Code to the respective purposes and funds in accordance with the amount of each issue of Various Purpose Notes, Series 2016B and for which purposes such proceeds are hereby appropriated.  Any premium and accrued interest received from such sale shall be transferred to the bond retirement fund to be applied to the payment of the principal and interest of the Consolidated Notes in the manner provided by law.

SECTION 6.  The County hereby covenants and agrees that it will execute, comply with and carry out all of the provisions of a continuing disclosure certificate dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Consolidated Notes (the "Continuing Disclosure Certificate") in connection with the issuance of the Consolidated Notes.  Failure to comply with any such provisions of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not constitute a default on the Consolidated Notes; however, any holder of the Consolidated Notes may take such action as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking specific performance, to cause the County to comply with its obligations under this paragraph and the Continuing Disclosure Certificate.

SECTION 7.  That at least two members of this Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator and/or the Budget Director are hereby separately authorized, alone or with others, to execute and deliver an agreement with the Paying Agent and Registrar for its services as paying agent, registrar and transfer agent for the Consolidated Notes in such form as such officers may approve, the execution thereof by such officer to be conclusive evidence of such authorization and approval.

SECTION 8. That for purposes of this Resolution, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

"Book entry form" or "book entry system" means a form or system under which (i) the beneficial right to payment of principal of and interest on the Consolidated Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (ii) physical Consolidated Note certificates in fully registered form are issued only to the Depository or its nominee as registered owner, with the Consolidated Notes "immobilized" to the custody of the Depository, and the book entry maintained by others than this County is the record that identifies the owners of beneficial interests in those Consolidated Notes and that principal and interest.

"Depository" means any securities depository that is a clearing agency under federal law operating and maintaining, together with its Participants or otherwise, a book entry system to record ownership of beneficial interests in Consolidated Notes or principal and interest, and to effect transfers of Consolidated Notes, in book entry form, and includes and means initially The Depository Trust Company (a limited purpose trust company), New York, New York.

"Participant" means any participant contracting with a Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust companies, and clearing corporations.

All or any portion of the Consolidated Notes may be initially issued to a Depository for use in a book entry system, and the provisions of this Section shall apply to such Consolidated Notes, notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolution.  If and as long as a book entry system is utilized with respect to any of such Consolidated Notes: (i) there shall be a single Consolidated Note registered in the name of the Depository or its nominee, as registered owner, and immobilized in the custody of the Depository; (iii) the beneficial owners of Consolidated Notes in book entry form shall have no right to receive Consolidated Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (iv) ownership of beneficial interests in any Consolidated Notes in book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made only by book entry by the Depository and 
its Participants; and (v) the Consolidated Notes as such shall not be transferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a Depository, without further action by this County.  Debt service charges on Consolidated Notes in book entry form registered in the name of a Depository or its nominee shall be payable in the manner provided in this County’s agreement with the Depository to the Depository or its authorized representative upon presentation and surrender of Consolidated Notes as provided in this Resolution.

The Paying Agent and Registrar may, with the approval of this County, enter into an agreement with the beneficial owner or registered owner of any Consolidated Note in the custody of a Depository providing for making all payments to that owner of principal and interest on that Consolidated Note or any portion thereof (other than any payment of the entire unpaid principal amount thereof) at a place and in a manner (including wire transfer of federal funds) other than as provided in this Resolution, without prior presentation or surrender of the Consolidated Note, upon any conditions which shall be satisfactory to the Paying Agent and Registrar and to this County.  That payment in any event shall be made to the person who is the registered owner of that Consolidated Note on the date that principal is due, or, with respect to the payment of interest, as of the applicable date agreed upon as the case may be.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall furnish a copy of each of those agreements, certified to be correct by the Paying Agent and Registrar, to any other paying agents for the Consolidated Notes and to this County.  Any payment of principal or interest pursuant to such an agreement shall constitute payment thereof pursuant to, and for all purposes of, this Resolution.

The County Administrator or the Budget Director are authorized and directed without further action of this Board to execute, acknowledge and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of this County, a blanket letter agreement between this County and The Depository Trust Company, as Depository, to be delivered in connection with the issuance of the Consolidated Notes to the Depository for use in a book entry system, and to take all other actions the County Administrator or the Budget Director deems appropriate in issuing the Consolidated Notes under a book entry system.

If any Depository determines not to continue to act as Depository for the Consolidated Notes for use in a book entry system, this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar may attempt to establish a securities depository/book entry relationship with another qualified Depository under this Resolution.  If this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar do not or are unable to do so, this County and the Paying Agent and Registrar, after the Paying Agent and Registrar has made provision for notification of the beneficial owners by the then Depository, shall permit withdrawal of the Consolidated Notes from the Depository and authenticate and deliver Consolidated Note certificates in fully registered form to the assigns of the Depository or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including costs of printing definitive Consolidated Notes), if the event is not the result of action or inaction by this County or the Paying Agent and Registrar, of those persons requesting such issuance.

SECTION 9.  That the members of this Board, the County Auditor, the County Administrator, the Budget Director or any other officer, employee or agent of this County, are each hereby separately authorized, alone or with others to apply for a rating from one or more national rating services with respect to the consolidated Notes, and any such actions heretofore taken are hereby approved, ratified and confirmed.  The payment of the fees and expenses relating to any such rating from the proceeds of the consolidated Notes is hereby authorized.

SECTION 10.  That the Clerk of this Board is hereby directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to the County Auditor.

SECTION 11.  That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning and relating to the adoption of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Board, and that all deliberations of this Board and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with the law, including Section 121.22 of the Revised Code of Ohio.
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SECTION 12.  That this resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
