Job & Family Services – Affordable Care Act (Integrated Eligibility) 

Kristin Whiteman is the County Coordinator who will coordinate the flow of information between the project team (the 

state) and the county readiness manager and Amanda is the County Readiness Manger and who is responsible for completing county readiness tasks and represents the needs of the county (requires your input).  She stated Integrated Eligibility is the new system; their system now is over 30 years.  October 1 this system will allow users to input and submit with a secure, public-facing consumer portal, increase access for consumers-open doors for determining potential eligibility, streamline process and improve technology for caseworkers and improved timeliness and accuracy.
County readiness is preparing the agency for upcoming changes, providing an opportunity for two-way communications between the project team and complete task assigned from the project team and they received green status.  

She stated that phase 1 started February 2013 – January 14 is family Medicaid people and will allow consumer self-service portal, benefits management system and rules engine for early enrollment of MAGI-eligible’s; Phase 1.5 is from April 2013 – November 2014 is disabled which is the expansion to all non-MAGI Medicaid categories, supporting all remaining medical assistance program requirements; Phase 2 is September 2013 – July 2015 for TANF, cash and food assistance and is further expansions to SNAP, TANF and the full range of CRIS-E dependent programs as well as additional income-driving eligibility programs and Phase 3 is all other program income eligibility with final expansion for additional HHS programs and services requiring eligible determination beyond CRIS-E and CRIS-E dependent programs.

Medicaid eligibility is changing due to the affordable care act that begins October 1 for effective dates of coverage beginning January 2014, mandated “go-live” dates, requires online, real-time, web-based application verifications and determinations, delinks Medicaid from other federal entitlement programs and requires states to align systems and determinations with the new federal facility marketplace.
The modified adjusted gross income (MAGI) has no more individual disregards and income is determined by using the adjusted gross from previous year taxes minus a single 5% disregard
Commissioner Kokoski said what if you don’t have internet. Ms. Whiteman said you can still apply on paper or on phone, which might take longer for verification because the phone calls go through another county system.

Ms. Whiteman stated that the new system will be able to PING, automatic, real-time verifications through all state/federal/local agencies such as social security, citizenship, immigration, income, etc. so people will be able to qualify faster.  The new eligibility levels as of January 2014 will increase with clients.
Commissioner Kalo said last week at CCAO – former Franklin JFS Director Doug Lumpkin, overseeing ACA stated this will be a better program once all details are worked out.  Ms. Whiteman said there are 30 workers trained but only 15 allowed to enter into the system until more licenses are given.  County Administrator Cordes asked if the new kiosks in the lobby will make it more efficient. Ms. Whiteman said yes Commissioner Kalo asked about the notification process.  Ms. Whiteman said yes it is system generated but could still do by hand/typewriter.  

Ms. Whiteman said there will be about 23% statewide increase, Commissioner Kalo said around 8-11,000 for our county. She indicated that there will be bumps in the road but ultimately it will be a better system for the workers and clients.

WHEREAS, House Bill 51 (HB 51) of the 130th General Assembly, authorizing the board of county commissioners to establish a fee to cover the actual costs the county incurs in providing published notice and mailed notice, has been passed by the General Assembly and signed by the Governor on April 1, 2013; and

WHEREAS, Section 5553.05 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) as enacted by HB 51 authorizes the Board of Commissioners of Lorain County to establish a reasonable fee or schedule of fees to cover the actual costs incurred by the County in any road vacation proceeding that takes place under Chapter 5553.051 of the ORC; and

WHEREAS, Section 5553.04 of the ORC as enacted by HB 51 also authorizes the Board to require an initial deposit to be paid at the time a petition for a road vacation is filed or promptly thereafter; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to implement a deposit and fee schedule, effective September 25,  2013, for road vacation petitions filed with the Board, 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Ottawa County:


Section 1.0 -
Road Vacation Deposit

Every petition to vacate a road submitted pursuant to Chapter 5553.01 of the ORC shall be subject to a deposit in the amount of $500.00.  This fee represents a deposit in advance for costs anticipated to be incurred by the County in conducting the proceedings leading to a decision upon the petition. The Deposit constitutes an advance paid by the petitioners to reimburse expenses the county incurs on behalf of and at the behest of the petitioners in considering the petition, including, but not limited to, duplication, copying, postage, preparation of an accounting ledger, a charge for reviewing the petition in the manner required by law, and any telephone or fax charges. 


Section 1.1 Time Period in Which to Make Deposit

The deposit required pursuant to Section 1.0 of this resolution shall be paid to the Clerk of the Board when the petition to vacate a road is filed.

Section 3.2 -
Maintenance of Records and Final Accounting of Fees Paid

The Clerk shall maintain an accurate and detailed accounting of all funds received and expended in processing each road vacation petition file pursuant to Chapter 5553.051 of the ORC. 

At the conclusion of the road vacation proceeding for each petition, the Clerk shall make a final accounting of expenses incurred in processing the petition. In the event the funds received are in excess of final expenses, the Clerk shall cause any such excess to be refunded to the petitioners.

Commissioner Kokoski attended the Oberlin Doggie Day and was a Judge it was a great day

Commissioner Kalo attended CIC meeting yesterday and CCAO last Friday

Commissioner Williams said he has received a lot of calls regards to the sick leave payout and policy. He reviewed the Ohio Revised Code and we are not completely following which would make it easier on all elected officials and departments to just mirror ORC exactly.  This would be 240 hours being paid out ¼ rather than the 250 hour for hour, receive at 10 years/retirement, not 5 years as stated now.
Commissioner Kalo said he would have to review the language. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said it also allows only one time cash out and that is it.

County Administrator Cordes said we are 1 ½ years into the 3 year union contracts so this would not be able to be done there but you could do with non bargaining employees.  Commissioner Kokoski said then we would have to review and wait until contracts are up to implement.  County Administrator Cordes said Commissioner Williams is proposing to reduce 250 hours, employees would be frozen at current level and could only earn up to 240 hours, he stated that you cannot give and then take away what is there now.  

Commissioner Kalo said then it would be for new hires and go forward.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the resolution would have to be defined clearly

Commissioner Williams said prior to November 2005 if 1000 hours have been accumulated you would receive but if under you would be frozen unless under 240 hours.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said we would have to sit down and prepare to look at it in writing for better clarification.

Commissioner Williams said he spent the weekend reviewing the code under 124.39; Assistant Prosecutor Innes said there are about 12 pages that are inserted within this subject.

Commissioner Kokoski said she would review; Commissioner Kalo said even if we do it might not seem to get to the correct people.

Commissioner Williams said we would have to also include language incase the state changes.

Commissioner Williams asked the board if they would review the policy on county employees who have ccw/carry weapons to allow them to be in their personnel vehicle due to the law states that you can have it in your vehicle but we do not allow on county property. There was an employee that had been disciplined because of this.  Commissioner Kalo said he was not interested. Commissioner Kokoski said she has no problem if it is locked in the vehicle but not in building and would review.  Commissioner Kalo said locked is a broad term.

Dr. Alex O’Roark, Elyria Animal Hospital asked why people are required to get their dogs spay/neutered at 4 Paws Clinic, Avon.  Commissioner Kokoski said Fido’s Companion gave a presentation about a year ago and they would transport the dogs and 4 Paws was going to do it for $100 and they paid ½ and no other Vets were willing to do this for that amount.
Dr. Roark said he would and he knows for sure that other Vegetarians would also.  Commissioner Kalo said he is not sure about transportation.

Commissioner Kokoski said she will check with Fido’s and maybe a Vet list could be established

County Administrator Cordes said they are in the process of hiring a Dog Warden and many procedures will be changed and we really need to stop catering to the volunteer groups, they mean well but sometimes it hinders the operations.  

Commissioner Williams asked if Fido’s has been paying.  County Administrator Cordes said there was an issue, someone told Fido’s that the county did not need the money that is what the medical fund was for, yes there is a medical fund, but it is very low money is needed.

Assistant County prosecutor Innes told him as well as any other vet to send in a letter with proposal

Commissioner Williams said what about taking the average of spay/neuter and place out for bid.  Commissioner Kokoski said Dr. Wood said he would do this service free, Dr. O’Roark said he has done charitable offerings.
County Administrator Cordes said the rescue groups are providing the transportation so some will have stake in this, need to look at participation, relationship, etc and also all things that are being provided at the kennel.  Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see the Dog Warden take the class to do euthanization on site if needed.


Dr. O’Roark said he was at Cuyahoga County Kennel prior to this and he did see 1/3 of dogs come back because not spay/neuter and would be willing to work with the county.

Bev Biedelman, Clerk of Courts Deputy, Legal Division said elected officials do not receive sick time, this was an incentive to the workers and if this policy were to be changed to lower the amount received you will see many workers calling off.  This policy is good because there are a lot of loyal workers that do not abuse and do not get paid a lot so this is their incentive.  Commissioner Williams said employees will still get 240 hours and this would less the burden on the taxpayer’s money and follow the code. Ms. Biedelman stated that there was an article on workers at McDonalds going to making $15/hour, not many county workers make that and would like the Commissioners to really think about this

Keith Bailey, Director – Solid Waste said the AG Tire Collection will be tomorrow and this funding is being provided by the EPA grant. Commissioner Williams said the townships appreciate this but they suggest that somehow it is not done during crop season.

Kristi Miller, Human Trafficking Collaborative of Lorain County said she meet Commissioner Williams at Sheffield Township night out. She is Assistant Director and has been in the county since 2009. They have been in contact with nearly 40  people that have been involved in both sex and labor trafficking either here in the county other places and passing through since SR57 seems to be a hot with all the hotel/motels to include helping men, women, boys and girls that have been part of the trafficking.  They are currently working with 9 girls who have been trafficked and provide them with ongoing case management services, food, shelter & water they also work with FBI and all law enforcement.

Commissioner Williams asked if it drugs or prostitution. She said both, they are under power/control, drugs are a big issue and most are girls that have pimps, and this is a huge underground industry that is around $32 billion globally.  She stated that drugs are a onetime use but you can sell a person over and over again, having sex with 10-15 people per night, 7 days a week.  Commissioner Kalo said this is so unfortunate in this day in age. 

Ms. Miller said they are a 501 3(c), nonprofit and anyone can call 24/7 at 440-714-1380 and they will speak with anyone.

Commissioner Williams asked if this would fall under Domestic through the sale of marriage license, etc in order to receive funding. Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said he would have to look into this and asked her to send something to the commissioners.  Ms. Miller said some money is available through the rape crisis peace and asked about sex assault money through crimes and if you are convicted of trafficking you are then registered as a sex offender.
