JOURNAL ENTRY

James R. Cordes requested an executive session to discuss new hires at Golden Acres, dog kennel, solid waste collection center, ongoing labor negotiations w/UAW-JFS (they are meeting this morning re: fact finder) and pending litigation.


Commissioner Williams asked about the Hidden Valley area and the City of Lorain. County Administrator Cordes said yes he has been in contact with the City of Lorain and there is a meeting next week but not very optimistic because the correspondence has not changed in their position.
Commissioner Williams said he would like to meet with the council of Hidden Valley and possibly join their suit.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said could possible consolidate.  County Administrator Cordes said the EPA document in 1976 detailed Sheffield and Elyria township sewers but did not mention Hidden Valley sewers but the attachment of the service area is included and is on the map.  It has been stated that the 1976 agreement doesn’t cover because EPA did not discuss it and this should not have merit but there was also a developer’s agreement that supersede this agreement of 130%.  He indicated that about 1 year ago they took a different approach with developer’s agreement and the 130% only covered water and he finds the position amazing because it depends on the day and the benefit.  He stated he has worked well with the City but they are holding strong on their position.
Commissioner Williams said there are 1000 households in the area and the Commissioners do represent.  County Administrator Cordes said he sat at numerous meetings with Commissioner Williams and stated that if the Board of Commissioners had a way of representing them they would.
Commissioner Williams said this issue is not moving and done want to spend taxpayers money but would like it resolved but if we could join their suit then lets because some people are paying 202%.  Commissioner Kokoski said if they do agree to what the EPA says what the rates are to be, are they still allowed to add a service fee, and this is the question.

County Administrator Cordes said at the moment this issue is not in dispute with him, the issue of the rate, the argument over a year ago was, the 130% water rate did influence the sewer rate because it did not match up. His argument is that sewer is driven by water so therefore you don’t need to address sewer if you have addressed the water so you essentially addressed the sewer and they said no.  The problem now is that they may have been overcharging them at the 130% beaus that agreement has no merit and they have essential defeated their own argument and now their premises is now they are not in there now and he knows they are trying to do their best.  He stated that in Sheffield Township and the things he was told about the sewers were not accurate but in the last 6 months he has gone in and correct the defects in these sewers; they clean infiltration, broken water mains, broken main holes and still working on illegal taps.  He stated the county does not bill in this area, the City of Elyria bills for sewage, they remit payment to us, and then we sort through our fees and then send check to City of Lorain.  If there were tap ins to sewers and we are not made aware there are no fees being collected, this area is still raw.

Commissioner Williams said in the performance audit it showed 900,000 gallons are not being billed for, so water going into sewers.  County Administrator Cordes said that is in their audit not the county’s and we have eliminated all I&I, there could be some taps not being billed for and in the last correspondence they discussed the cameras in the sewers with the taps but the county never received.
Commissioner Williams said he did a public records request. County Administrator Cordes said that was for the I&I in Hidden Valley and said why did he goes through all this work when all along they had the video cam data and he will respond to this letter today.  He stated the City is doing what they think is right and the county sewers are failing over there when we were told they were not and we were wrong and we have now correct at least 85% and complete at the end of the year with 100%.  He also authorized flow meters in Hidden Valley area for data but have not had a lot of rain because the potential reason for rate increase was because of the rate/free increase was because there was a lot of I&I and once again the county was told this was not possible and he is tired of being told this and if there is a lot of I&I then we will have to see what is going to be done. There is a little difference in issue with Hidden Valley then Sheffield Township because we do not own sewers in Hidden Valley; we own the sewers in Sheffield Township & Elyria Township. The sewers in Hidden Valley were put in by a developer and then tapped in to the City of Lorain so he does not have a lot of rights or responsibly to these sewers but will analyze data and if work is needed we would have to figure out what to do because the county does not collect money from this area to deal with the sewer problems and these negotiations if any could take a long time. 
Commissioner Williams said Commissioners have a responsibility. County Administrator Cordes said passed upon the 1976 agreement yes there is some standing.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said correct.  County Administrator Cordes said no one knows what to do, everyone is interpreting this different, and residents are upset but will have another meeting to discuss.
